John G. Hutton, manager of the 
Lubbock District Office, announced 
this week, “ In some Instances It 
will be to the advantage of an in­
dividual to actually file claim be­
fore he retiree, depending upon the 
amount o f hie earnings over the 
past several years. Social security 
personnel are always ready to dis­
cuss a person’s status with him and 
assist him In planning for retire­
ment and the filing of a claim. 
There will be a number o f instances 
in which an application filed before 
December 31 a t  will actually 
suit In higher monthly benefits 

than if It is filed In I960.
“ An Inquiry two or three months 

In advance o f retirement also mak­
es It possible for the district office 
lo  assure a more speedy delivery of 
that first benefit check. There Is 
usually a backlog o f  claims that 
pile up shortly after the first o f  the 
year and this creates something 
of a delay In getting new claims 
paid

“ Farm operators, particularly, 
often h a v e  problems concerning 
their retirement, the payment of 
social security taxea, whether or 
not to use the optional method of 
reporting farm income, obtaining 
the necessary proofs anl other mat­
ters. in which the social security 
office may be able to offer assis­
tance."

Texas Industries are using iso­
topes to measure life expectancy of 
cutting tools Botanists are check- 
amounts o f  phosphate absorbed by 
growng plants Physicians use iso­
topes to dlstroy tumors and to lo­
cale other body abnormalities.

All o f  which Indicates that radio 
activity has grown right out of the 
pages o f science fiction into every­
day life, putting the State Depart­
ment o f  Health up to Its figur­
ative ears in the business of keep 
lug tabs on radioactivity’s pheno­
menal growth as an industrial and 
medical tool.

The Department, as part o f  the 
tedious task of registering all rad­
iation • producing devices used in 
Texas, has files on more than 4,1)00 
users. from mammoth industrial 
concerns to private Individuals. 
Files have accumulated since 1956 
when regulations were adopted to 
cope with the snowballing use of 
radiation equipment.

Most names I n the file are 
physicians and dentists who use x- 
ray and fluoroecope devices. Any 
Texas doctor can request an equip­
ment survey for radiation hazards. 
Departmental engineers will check 
it out from anode to x-ray
