Fly Control Program Is 
Urged

Early spring is the best time for 
a community to start a fly control 
program, declared Dr. Geo. \\. 
Cox, State Health Officer. That is 
efore the fly population has a 

. hance to multiply It is estimated 
that one pair of flies, under favor­
able conditions, could have count­
less ancestors before winter

Every time you kill a fly early 
in the "season, and destroy b eeding 
places, you s:op whole colonies of 
flies before they ran start. The most 
effective way of preventing swarms 
of flies is to destroy or make in­
accessible to flies the organic mat- 
d ia l which attract flies by their 
odors, and which are essential to 
them as food and breeding places.

Individual householders should 
make it their responsibility to clean 
up their own back yards. Garbage 
cans should have a tight fitting 
lid and they should be leak-proof 
Inadequate facilities for storage 
of gar-bage and refuse usually re­
sult in widespread fly breeding 
bage containers produce odor that 
attract a large number of flies. 
Good window screens will do a lot 
o keep flies out of buildings, there­

by protecting food from contamina­
tion by flybotne disease organisms.

There is no subsitute for good 
sanitation in fly control. Every 
spot in town must be cleaned of 
garbage and trash. If a few dirty 
places are left swarms of flies will 
breed. A neglected stable on the ed­
ge of town will furnish a plague of 
flies for the entire neighborhood. 
After garbage and trash have been 
removed, insecticide« will help to 
reduce the fly population in local 
spots. It is temporary protection 
however, and should be regarded 
only as supplemental or emergency 
means of control. Insecticide will be 
effective only if sanitary conditions 
are maintained throughout the 
summer.
