tigation o f  new uses and outlets fo r  
cotton. Under this atlter act tests 
are being made for  the use o f  cotton 
bagging, sugar sacks, autom obile tops 
and many other new uses fo r  cotton, 
which tend to furnish further mar­
kets fo r  that great commodity which 
has made O ’Donnell and the South. 
Plains famous.

Mr. Jones has also secured the 
adoption o f  a great many am end­
ments to other bills and his position 
on the committee has enabled him 
to help defeat much legislation not in 
the inteerst o f  this section. Among 

most important was the prevention 
o f  a non-cotton zone over the newly 
infested area where a couple o f  dead 
worms were found.

Mr. Jones will spend the next few  
weeks over his district in the interest 
o f  his campaign.

Nude ns Adam, with only bandage- 
around the elbows to protect them 
from the coarse gravel, one lay on 
the ground and hurrnw*>d like a mole 
At first two meters straight down 
word, then a direct tunnel toward 
the wall o f the stockade.

Scratched Gravel.
“The Loire flowed close by the 

camp so that whenever the river 
rose n little, one wns lying In water 
And so one scratched out the nurd 
gravel with an Iron leg of a bed 
stead or n can, loaded It onto a little 
sledge and dragged It backward tc 
the foot of the shaft, where It «a* 
put Into tiny sacks nnd hoisted up 
Then It was distributed in all sorts 
of place«—under the floor that lay a 
little higher. In the roof rafters that 
could only be reached through the 
ceiling, in wittering cans out rto the 
humus covering of the garden.

“ After tdne meters hud Ireen dug 
the rear part o f the gallery fell In 
while a man was working at the 
head end. He was buried alive 
There was a fever of activity ar.d 
after wild digging his feet were 
reached. Soon be was dragged out 
unconscious. He came to himself 
nnd Inv on the bed while others wer. 
already nt work bracing up the 
passageway against further cave-ins. 
After an hour’s rest the rear victim 
was again doing his bit with th. 
others.

"There surely were plenty <>f mining 
engineers nnd underground construe 
t|on experts for the Job. All the 
cross-pieces and back parts of the 
closets and table drawers were use-1 
but the fronts «ere left untouched 
so that the French would not ger 
a u sp icio u s. In short, everythin« 
available was used. The only toots 
were table knives. And the work 
went slowly.

“ Many r duy the advance was not 
• quarter of a meter. The tool-mak 
(■rs constructed tiny mining lamps 
out of tin cans, for there were n. 
candles to be hnd. and. as after a 
long period of tunneling It been tic 
difficult t® breathe and even lb« 
Inmtis gradually went out. It boon:

Captain K~ehi at Work.
‘And Koehl worked with the rest, 

now ns digger, t. , us dirt carrier
now us watchman.

“ There wns a roll call every dnj at 
a fixed time. At a signal from the 
trumpeter the watch turned out un­
der arms, a guard was placed at 
every door and the officer of the 
guard rend over the names of the 
captive officers, either before the 
rooms or In the yard.

“And one day the man working in 
the tunnel fulled to hear the signui 
•ml did not come out In time, l i e  
plunk was placed over the hole In the 
floor and the lied mat thrown over 
it. The digger stood beneath in all 
his nakedness. There were a tew 
bits of gravel In the room, the hob­
nailed hoots of the Frenchmiia grated 
on them. The guard on duty had al­
ready passed, he turned on his heel. 
rap|»ed the floor, shoved the bed mat 
aside and saw the concealed shaft. 
In a second It was open, nnd a French 
face grinned triumphantly nt the 
German and wished hint ‘Bon solr. 
The unlucky victim crawled out and 
stood there, dripping with yellow, 
muddy gravel before the master of 
the situation.

'“Thirty days In confinement was 
the regular penalty for attempts t.> 
esca|>e, with twice that long If then 
had been material damage. And 
what damage there had been! Fins 
ets, ceilings, floors, bedsteads, etc

“At one stroke the prison wua 
filled. Everything was Investigated. 
He who hnd already packed Ills trav­
eling bag, he who had a home made 
civilian costume or cap tinder his pil­
low, he who had been saving bits of 
toasted bread for months for the 
Journey to the front or to Switzer- 
land, got thirty or sixty days.

“ And Captain Koehl, too, often hnd 
that kind of leisure In which to t>on- 
der over new plans.

“  T his must be done another way.' 
said Koehl to himself.

“ One day there was an alarm! In 
a minute! Fall in! What's the mat­
ter? Nobody knows. Koehl's place is 
empty. Now everybody knows tt 
Koehl Is gone, lie, whom the French 
hud guarded like the apple o f their 
eye. A quiet but great Joy filled 
the hearts of all. He was gone, the 
bombing aviator, who every evening 
had told about his deeds as one of 
the first military flyers, who had al­
ways cheered up the spirits of the 
downhearted nnd urged them on to 
new work.

“ To put it briefly. He crawled 
through the wire entanglement, swam 
across the Loire, went to a near-by 
aviation field got into a machine 
ready to start and flew to the Ger­
man front."
