Farmers Should 
Consider Beans

When adverse weather seveiely 
damages seedling cotton, a farm 
management specialist says il 
will pay to do a little figuring to 
learn if it is most profitable to 
replant to cotton or to some other 
crop such as soybeans or castors

Government programs, available 
irrigation water, length of the 
growing season, and expected net 
returns from the cotton and the 
alternative crop all should be con 
sidered when deciding which crop 
to plant, says John Seibert, Ex 
tension farm management special­
ist, of Lubbock.

To find the most profitable crop, 
Seibert says to estimate the re­
turns above operating costs from 
cotton and from the replacement 
crop under consideration.

I.ate planted cotton might bring 
16eents per pound if the quality 
is below normal, he said, so a 
bale per acre would bring only 
$80

Soybeans yielding 28 bushels 
per acre and selling for $2 50 per 
bu>hel would bring $70 per acre

The management specialist says 
both crops would return $40 above
