Fleet’s Action

In Battle Tried

Tests Made in Water Basin
To Show How Warship
Would Act in Fight.

PHILADELPHIA. —When a mam-
moth attleship or carrier In the
Pacific was a target for Japanese
bombs or wallowed in hurricane
seas, the captain and his crew would
know exactly how the ship would
perform because of a relatively
tiny 8-foot model that sailed months
before in an indoor basin of water,

Similarly, the first LCls and LSTs
were sent on vital, but hazardous
assignments half-way across the
world because the designers of the
new type craft, previously untested
in warfare, were certain of their sta-
bility and operalion

Model ship building used to be
little more than an intriguing hobby,
but the technigue has been greally
extended in recent years, according

How to Reclaim W ool

When hand-knit wool sweaters
are no longer usable, the wool
from them can be easily re
claimed if the garment is washed
and dried thoroughly. Do not try
to unravel a sweater which is knit
too closely. Use the following

method for ripping hand knit
sweaters,
1. Wind the strands of wool

around a board, making sure that
the end is always visible. Con
tinue until you have a long enough
plece, and then break off the wool

2. Tie the starting and finish-
ing ends together on the board
At four equal distances apart,
tie a white thread around the
wool strands on the board, and
then remove the wool from the
board. Repeat these steps until
the sweater is completely unrav-
eled.

3. Dip the skein of wool into
warm water until thoroughly
soaked and then squeeze excess
water out carefully. Tie a weight
to the bottom of the wet skein
to remove kinks, and then hang
skein to dry. Do not expose to
sun; dry in any airy place. When
dry, wind into balls. It is then
ready for knitting.
