Governor Dan Moody, in a recent
letter to Judge Carl Rountree of
Lamesa, expressed approval of the
pink boll worm compensation law,
which was authored by the Lamesa
attorney. Last year the farmers were |
obliged to fumigate their lint and
sterilize their cotton seed and were
also obliged to pay the expense in- |
curred.

On February 26, 1929, an amend- |
ment to the pink boll worm law be-
came effective. One sentence of this |
amendment follows:

“In all regulated or restricted
areas now established, or that
may hereafter be established,
all persons, firms or corpora-
tions required to comply with
said regulations or restrictions

imposed upon them by law or
any constituted authority shall
be entitled to receive compens

tion for the actual losses s
tained, and for all actual ex
penses incurred by reason of
said restrictions or regulations.”
