BANKRUPTCY
— O—

In bygone days when a man got 
himself hopelessly in to  debt.  the 
courts  would jail him until he paid 
Or, as in our colonial days a man 
became an ’* indentured  " s u n  ant 
and would come to America to work 
off his debt

Neither jail nor serv itude  proved 
practical. A man in jail  could not 
earn  anything to  pay his debts. It 
was drastic  —  something like the 
Siberian salt mines— to send a man 
to serve for years across the  seas.

T hrough  hard luck, illness, easy 
credit.  Impulse buying, or shifts in 
world affairs , men and women may 
find themselves hopelessly in debt.

Our bankruptcy  laws aim to ie r -  
mit an honest but unlucky o r  weak 
deb tor  to  tu rn  over a new lead 
They allow him to file a voluntary 
petition in bankruptcy. He ac ounts  
for all his property  and tu rns  it 
over for his creditors ' bene it. The 
court sets  up machinery to get as 
much of the ir  money back as pos­
sible.

The court then adjudges the  man 
a bankrupt.  This means, with some 
exceptions, th a t  the court wi 1 dis­
charge him of his debts. Any in­
come he gets after  th a t  tim e can­
not be reached incourt to pay his 
old debts.

Debtors may try  to gain in ways 
non intended by the bankruptcy  laws 
If so, creditors may object Besides, 
the courts  may deal drastically  with 
such debtors under o u r  criminal 
laws.

Under the  bankruptcy  laws, a man 
is not required  to su rren d er  to his 
creditors certain terns, in  this State 
they usually nolude th e  family stove, 
refrigerator,  radio, wearing apparel, 
working tools of tie's trade  and cer­
tain o ther  items which vary with 
each Individual case.

Even though items may be ex­
empt from the creditors  in bankru  t- 
cy. however, if they were purcha ed 
under a conditional sales contra  t 
the unpaid ee ler may nevertheless 
reposses such goods despite a bank­
ruptcy; so, too, th e  holder of a 
chattel morgage on such goods may 
require  them  to be tu rn ed  over to 
him,

Any o th e r  
property  acquired a l te r  m arr iage  is 
presumed by law to be community 
property un i the  contrary  ig c lea r­
ly proved.

Now. here is a general idea as 
to  how your sepera te  p roperty  will 
be divided if you do not m ake  a 
will with  con tra ry  provisions pror 
to your death.

If e i ther your husband o r  wife 
survives and if, in addition, there  
a re  surviving children or descend­
an ts  of previously deceased child­
ren, the  children and th e i r  descend­
an ts  im mediately obtain a fu i l ( te e )  
title in tw o-thirds of th e  rea l  es­
ta te  involved. The surviving si ouse 
receives a life in teres t  n th e  rem an ­
ing one-th ird  of the real property, 
whic hpasses o nto the  children  and  
th e i r  descendants u io n  th e  d e a th  of 
the  spouse

The ru le  for d is tr ibu ting  person­
al proper ty  —  cash, stocks, bonds, 
fu rn itu re ,  o r  any  o th e r  item s not 
const i tu ting  rea l  esta te  —  is dif­
ferent. Here th e  surviving spouse 
gets full ownership of one-th ird , 
and  the children and the i r  descend­
an ts  inher i t  the  balance.

Now suppose your husband  or 
wfe survives, b u t  th e re  are  no su r ­
viving children o r  th e i r  descendants 
In th is  case th e  surviving spouse 
inher its  ail of the  personal prop­
er ty  involved.

With regard  to real estate ,  th e  
survivor obta ins  full t i t le  to  one- 
half , and  the o ther  half is div ided 
between your m other and fa ther ,  
if both survive you. If only one of 
them  survives, he or she  receives 
only half of th is  portion, and  th e  
o ther  h a .f  (o r  one-fourth  of th e  en ­
t i re  real e s ta te )  will be divided a- 
mong your b ro thers  and sisters 
(and  the i r  descendants» who su r­
vive. If there  a re  no surviv ing 
b r a ’hers  and sisters and the i r  des­
cendants.  then  th e  one surviving 
paren t inher its  the  full one-half.

Neither jail no r  servitude proved 
practical, a  man in jail could not 
earn  anything lo  pay his dents . It 
was drastic  —  something like the 
Siberlun suit mines to .-end a man 
to  serve (or years  across the seas.

l hrough hard  mck. illness, easy 
credit.  Impulse buying, o r  sh ifts  in 
world affairs , men and women may 
• ind themselte» hot cleanly in debt.

Our bankruptcy laws aim to  te r -  
mit au honest but unlucky o r  weak 
debtor to tu rn  over a new lead 
They allow him to file a voluntary  
le t i l io n  in bankruptcy. He ac ounta  
lo r all his property  and tu rn s  It 
over for his creditors '  liene.lt. The 
cou it  sets up machinery to get as 
much of the ir  money hack as pos­
sible.

The court then adjudges the  man 
a iiaukrupc. This means, with some 
exceptions tha t the  court will dis­
charge him of his debts. Any In­
come he get a f te r  tha t  tim e can­
not he reached incourt to pay h i t  
old debts.

Debtors may try  to gain In ways 
not Intended by tbe bankru .  tcy laws 
If so. creditors may object. Healdet, 
the courts  may deal drastically  with 
such dt liters under  o u r  criminal 
1.1 w s

Under the bankruptcy  laws, a man 
is not required to  su rrender  to his 

, c reditor- certain terns. In this State 
they usually n hide the family stove, 
ref r igera tor  radio, wearing apparel, 
working tools of ne 's trade  and  cer­
tain other Items which vary with 
each individual case.
