A meeting of citizens was held 
at the High School auditorium 
Wednesday to hear a report from 
Engineer Wells, representing 
the Devlin Engineering Company 
of Amarillo, in regard to the cost 
of the proposed water supply 
system and the drainage of 
flood water from the streets.

Mr. Wells had made a survey 
of the town a few weeks ago for 
both propositions and submitied 
blue prints and gave the cost of 
both projects According to 
the plans for ttie water system, 
the supply will come from either 
a dug well twelve feet in diame­
ter or two drilled wells, the res 
eryoir to be loO feet high with a 
capacity for holding 75,000 gal 
Ions. The leading mains will be 
six inches in diameter and there 
will be thirty eight fire plugs, 
placing each house in town with 
in 300 feet of a plug. The cost 
of the entire system will be 
$00,000.

According to Mr. Well’s esti 
mate it will cost $22,000 to drain 
the water from the business sec 
tion of town, his contour map 
showing that to be the lowe.-t 
point.

Mayor McDaniel called forex 
pressions from those present on 
both propositions and when they 
were left to a vote as to whether 
they were approved, all favored 
both projects.

Since there will be extra mon 
ey needed to purchase tire fight­
ing equipment, it is expected 
that the bond issue to construct 
the proposed water works will 
be placed at $05,000, and as ex­
tra funds will beneeded to gradt- 
some of the streets, the drain­
age issue will call for $25,000.

The city council met last night 
and ordered an election to be 
held on August 5th to vote bonds 
for both improvements.

ICED DRINKS IN THE SUMMER

On u warm uml sultry summer duy. 
there Is nothing more refreshing to tin 
mind and to the body than an Iced 
drink. Of course, when such drlnki 
are being used, moderation should bt 
practiced, because If taken In eicest 
or too rapidly, they are liable to bf 
Injurious to the stomach. However, 
when taken In n sensible munner, they 
arc refreshing and beneficial to the 
fatigued. In the manufacture of these 
drinks, care should be taken to avoid 
nn.v combination that may be Indiges­
tible or hard to assimilate. The drink 
should be consumed in u slow and lei 
surely manner.

The greatest danger present In the 
use of iced drinks Is the one that In 
volves the use of Ingredients that are 
possibly impure or contaminated In any 
way. This Is very liable to happen 
If the juices tlmt are used are allowed 
lo stand until they become soured and 
unlit for use, or If the milk or other 
ingredient used Is not strictly fresh. 
The predisposition of milk to spoil 
quickly at summer temperatures make- 
It ofttlmes necessary to use evuporated 
milk, which after all Is Just pure fresh 
mill; with more than half the wat< t 
taken away. It is sterile and, then- 
fore, always safe. For use I* Iced 
drinks, It is ideal.

We left Littlefield Wednesday 
and traveled through some of 
God’s country until fifteen miles 
west of Clovis then we went into 
some #ountry that Was not God's 
country and stayed in it until we 
got in fifteen or twenty miles of 
this place. This does very well 
as a fruit country, but give me 
good old Southplains. The first 
day we made it to Ft. Sumuer 
on the Pecos river, there we 
went into the rock beds for twen 
ty miles, not a bit of earth, just 
shell rock, and from rock we 
went into alkali lakes and sand. 
The rest of the day the wind was 
high and I have been treating my 
eyes ever since. From Ft. Sum­
ner we made it to Mountainair, 
there we needed more cover as 
the nights were cool. Leaving 
there we made our camp at So­
corro. A t that point our friend 
Minton left us and went south to 
Hot Springs where we hope he 
is having a good time and im 
proving in health.

From Socorro we had to climb 
mountains about a mile high 
where we hit a barreu country 
the rest of the way except some 
timber in the mountains. We 
stayed at Datil.six miles east of 
the summit in a canyon and we 
nearly froze. We crossed the 
New Mexieo line into Arizona 
between Quemadoand Springer- 
\ille. and there we hit the old 
\olcanic lava beds and had them 
nearly all the way through Ari­
zona. We atayed at St. Johns 
on the Littie Colorado river the 
fourth night out. They sure 
have fine shade trees. From 
there we went through the petri­
fied forest where whole pine 
trees three feet through and fifty

to sixty feet long had turned to 
solid stone, and on to Holbrook 
where we had to make a sixty 
mile detour to Flagstaff, the 
prettiest town in Arizona. From 
Flagstaff to Kingman was our 
longest days’ drive. We hit the 
gold mines at Oatman. They 
are in the mountains, and oh, 
boy, what a crooked and dan­
gerous road we had that day. 
We wore our brakes out and had 
to stop and fix them before we 
got out of the mountains and 
over the Colorado river into Cali 
fornia at Needles. That night 
we camped twelve miles west of 
Needles in the desert and sure 
slept warm. From there to 
Victorville on another river, we 
ran into the mountains and into 
a heavy coast fog, and you ought 
to have heard our teeth pop with 
the cold

At the foot of the mountain is 
San Bernardiuo where we bit the 
grape, plum, lemon and orange 
orchards and paved roads. The 
rest of the way the orchards 
looked like cotton farms in Tex­
as, especially the Sunkissed or­
chards, where it required seven 
hours to drive through. They 
are cultivated as good as any cot­
ton patch 1 ever saw.

Have been down and looked 
over part of Los Angeles. The 
streets were a jam like it was at 
the Browmvood convention. Will 
go to to Long Beach tomorrow 
and may take a dive in the big 
pond. None of our crowd would 
swap the O ’Donnell country for 
all of New Mexico, Arizona and 
California.

World's Wettest Spot
Found in Assam Hills

We often complain about rainy 
weather, but really we do not know 
what rain means! One has to go to 
tlie Khasl hills, in Assam, to see rain 
at Its heaviest, for there it comes 
down In Niagaras. This spot, for It 
is not of large extent, rejoices In 
the name of Clierripungl, and It de­
serves all the other bad names one 
can give It. Its annual rainfull aver­
ages 458 inches, or just eighteen times 
the rainfall of London.

In 1861 Clierripungl nearly doubled 
Its average, for In thut yeur 805 Inches 
fell, of which 306 were recorded In 
the month of July! On the 14th day 
of that month 40 Inches of rain fell 
In twenty-four hours, and In the five 
days, June 12 to 16, the total reached 
upwards of 114 inches, or more than 
four times the average annual rainfall 
of London.

The heaviest recorded rainfall in 
Great Britain occurred at Bruton, In 
Somerset, on June 28, 1017, when 8t4 
Inches fell.—Tit-Blts.

The name "Commonwealth of Eng­

land’’ is given In history to the Inter­
regnum between the deuth of Charles 1 
on January 80, 1648, and the reatora- 
tlon of Charles II, May 8, 1800. Dur­
ing thla period of 11 yean, the gov­
ernment of England wai nominally a 
republic, although In reality a mili­
tary deipotlam, ruled by Oliver Crom­
well, assisted by a council. On De­
cember 16, 1653, Cromwell was made 
lord protector, and held this office for 
about five years, until bis death, Sep­
tember 3, 1658, ulien he was succeeded 
by Ills son, Richard Cromwell, who 
proved to be a weak and Inefficient 
ruler, and soon retired Into private 
llte. Monarchy wae restored In Eng­
land May 8, 1660, and Charles II  r *  
turned to London May 28 of the same 
year.— Kanaai £lty Star.
