Inks From Insects

Many Insects provide the basie in-
gredient for Inks. The brightest red
inks are made from cochinéal, a dye
stuff found In tiny insects that live on
eactus in Mexico and South America.
These insects are scraped off the cac-
tus, put into a hot oven or boiling
water which kills them, and then they
are dried In the sunshine, A red paste
is made by dissolving the insects in
ammois water and this paste Is then
diluted to the consistency desired
when sold.
