One of the most threatening
fires to the business district of
Baird took place shortly after
midnight Monday morning when
the O & A Garage was almost
completely destroyed by a fire
of undetermined origin. The
blaze was discovered about 12:15
a. m, and Baird Volunteer Fire
Department worked diligently
until 1:30 a. m. before the fire

was extinguished. For a time it |

seemed that the entire block
would burn, and Mayor B. H
Freeland made an attempt to
get help from fire departments
in neighboring cities, but was
unable to do so because the lo-
cal telephone switchboard was
out of order. Three factors fi-
gured In the success of the fire
fighters: first, the members of
the local fire department per-
formed an excellent job; second,
there was plenty of water in
the city’'s reservoir at that par-
ticular time; and third, the big
fire engine had only recently
been reconditioned and was able
to throw a full stream of water
on the burning building

Damage was estimated to be
about $25000 by James Alexan-
der and Buck Odom, who had
the bullding leased from W. M
James. Ten cars valued at $8,000
which were stored in the build-
ing were destroyed. Loss of stock
and fixtures was estimated at
$15,000 and damage to the build-
ing about $7,000

Wylie M. James, owner of the
building, heard the fire alarm
but at his age he seldom comes
down town, and it was almost
noon Monday before he learned
that the fire was in his own
building. Mr. James built the
building 32 years ago and oper-
ated an automobile storage busi
ness there for many years. There
wWas no insurance on the bulld-
ing

The splendid work on the
part of the firemen Kkept the
fire from spreading through the
entire block. Business bulldings
on each side of the garage were
not damaged. Caldwell Furniture
store on the north side narrow-
ly escaped the fire, and when
the fire was extinguished the
doors were forced open to pre-
vent damage by smoke that fill-
ed the furniture display room

The fire siren was sounded
about 7:30 a. m. when smoulder-
ing timbers blazed up again,
but they were quickly extin-
guished.

Grasshoppers have been re-
ported to be very active around
Putnam, Baird and Clyde and
all over the county.

The new insecticides, chlor-
dane and toxaphene, give quick-
er and better initial control and
continue to kill longer than the
old standard sodium fluosilicate
bait. The new ones are parti-
cularly effective when applied
as sprays or dusts on succulent
growth along roadsides, railroad
right-of-ways, canal banks, and
field margins and fence rows
They are very good applied as
sprays or dust to such crops as
young cotton and corn, or rank
growing alfalfa.

Chlordane and toxaphene ap-
plied as sprays give higher ini-
tial kills, and continue to kill
over a longer period, than equal
dosages of dusts. When using
sprays, apply 1 pound of tech-
nical cholrdane or 1'2 pounds

" of technical toxaphene per acre
When using dusts, apply 1%
pounds of technical cholrdane
or toxephene per acre

These dosages have given high
initial kills and residual action
lasting 1 to 3 weeks under a wide
variety of conditions and are
recommended to farmers for
general use. Slightly lower dos-
ages are effective against newly
hatched grasshoppers, but |{f
some eggs are still unhatched
and long-continued killing ac-
tion is desired, the dosages re-
commended above should be
used. A slight increase in the
dosage of both sprays and dusts
may be necessary late in the
season, when most of the grass-
hoppers are adults and vegeta-
tion is maturing.

Chlordane and toxaphene are
manufactured as emulsion con-
centrates, wettable powders, and
dusts of various strengths of the
technical material. Emulsion
concentrates and wettable pow-
ders may be diluted with water
to suit avallable spraying equip-
ment. Whatever the formulation
or dilution, the quantity of tech-
nical material applied per acre
should conform to the stated re-
commendations.

Chlordane — Use 1 quart 45
per cent emulsion or 2 pounds
