Play safe, advise pure-food experts

cate that the food is unfit for con- i 
sumption.

Many a valuable sire in the swine 
herd is sent to the block too soon 
when the practice is followed of us­
ing a boar one season and then mar­
keting him, says the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture. A boar in the 
breeding herd should not be discard­
ed until the growing and feeding 
qualities of his progeny are deter­
mined in the feed lot.

AMERICAN BIBLE SOCIETY

Last Tuesday afternoon Mr. R. L.

ing a boar one season and then mar­
keting him, says the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture. A boar in the 
breeding herd should not be discard­
ed until the growing and feeding 
qualities of his progeny are deter­
mined in the feed lot.

Though it may be discouraging to 
know that there are forty or more in­
sect pests that may attack your stor­
ed grain, it is consoling to learn that 
any of them can be controlled by 
carbon disulphide. This material, al­
though, highly infammable, is par­
ticularly adapted as a fumigant in 
the small elevator or the average 
grain bin or crib on the farm where j 
the fire hazard can be controlled.
