Intermittent Gunfire Breaks Eerie

OKINAWA (by navy radio).—Our first night on Okinawa was 
uncanny and full of old familiar sounds—the exciting, sad, weary 
little sounds of war.

It had been six months since I ’d slept on the ground, or heard 
a rifle shot. With the marines it was about the same.

I wss tagging along with a hand 
quarters company of a regiment.
We were on s pretty, grassy coun­
try The front lines were about a 
thousand yard* ahead Other troops 
were bivouacked all around us-

There were still s few snipers hid­
ing around An officer was brought 
in just before dark, shot through the 
arm So we were on our toes

Just at dusk tnree plane* flew 
slowly overnead in the direction of 
the beach We paid no attention, for 
we thought they were ours. But 
they weren t.

In a moment all hell cut loose 
from the beach (Xir entire fleet 
and the gun* a*hore started throw­
ing stuff into the sky. I’ve never 
seen a Uucker batch of ack ack.

As deep darkness came on we got

As full darkness came, flares be­
gan tigMing the country ahead of 
wa ever the front I moo. They were 
shot m shells from our b m ln f .pi 
tuned to burst above our Line*, and 
float down an parachute* That was 
la keep the country lighted up aa 
we could see the Japs if they tried 
ta infiltrate which is one of their 
favorite trick*

The flares were shot up several 
per minute from dusk m u  the 
moon came out hill It was very 
Might after that and the flares wore

Aa I lay flo w  ttstenmg m the 
dark, the ronver satioo was clan Uni­
ty familiar—Ihe words and the 
thoughts sad the actions exactly aa 
l ‘d known them for so long m the 
infantry

All night I could hear these low 
voices over the phones—voice* in 
the darkness, voices of men running 
the war at the front 

Not long after dark the rifle shots 
started There would be a little 
flurry far ahead, maybe a doren 
thou. Then silence tor many min­
ute*

Then there would be another flur­
ry. way to the left. Then silence 
Then the blurt of a machine gun 
closer, and a few scattered single 
shots sort of framing it Then a

All night it went like that Flares 
to the sky ahead, the crack of big 
guns behind us, then of posting 
sheila, a few dark figures coming 
and going in the night, muted voices 
at the telephones, the rifle shots the 
mosquitoes, the start, the feel of the

known on long

The old familiar pattern, un­
changed by distance or Ume from 
war on the other side of the world 
A pattern so imbedded In my soul 
that, coming back Into It again, it

seemed to me as I lay there that I'd 
never known anything else in my
life And there are millions of us.

The company commander. Capt. 
Julian Dusenbury. said I could have 
my choice of two places to spend 
the first night with his company.

One was with him in his command 
post The command post w as a big. 
round Japanese gun emplacement, 
made of sandbags The Japs had 
never occupied It. but they had 
■tuck a log out of it. pointing toward 
the sea and making it lash like fl i 
gun to aerial reconnaissance.

Captain Dusenbury and a couple 
of his officers had spread ponchos 
on the ground inside the emplace­
ment and had hung their te.rphone 
on a nearby tree and were ready 
for business There was no rout on 
the emp-acement It was right ow 
lop of a hiU and cold and very

My other choice was with a 
pie of enlisted men who had I

Gross w simply called Groan He 
M very quiet, but thoughtful of little 
things and they both sort of looked 
after me for several days The*# 1 
two boy* have become very close 
friends, and after the war they in­
tend to go to UCLA together and 
finish their education

The beys said we could all three 
sleep side by aide in the same 
"bed "  Be I got out my contrtbu 
ties is the algM'a beauty rest And 
N wn* a very much appreciated cow 
tribune*. too For I had carrtsd a 
blanket as well as a poncho.

The*# marines had been sleeping 
every night an the ground with no 
cover, except their cold, rubberised 
ponchos and they had almoqt fr men 
to death. Their pacha were so 
heavy they hadn't been able to bring 
blanket* ashore with them

O ir next door neighbors were 
about three feet away in a similar 
level spot on the hillside, and they 
had roofed It similarly with ponchos 
These two men were Sgt Nell An­
derson of Corenodo, Calif . and Sgt 
Georg# Valido of Tampo. Fla.

So we chummed up and the five of 
us cookad supper under a tree Just 
to front of our "house ”  The boys 
mode a Are out of sticks and we put 
canteen cups and K rations right 
on the fire

Other little groups of marines had 
similar little fires going all over the 
hillside. Aa we were eating, an­
other marine came past and gave 
Bird Dog a big piece of fresh roast­
ed pig they had just cooked, and 
Bird Dug gave me some It sure 
was good oftor days of K rations.

Several of the boys found their K 
rations moldy, and mine was too 
It wa* the old-fashioned kind and 
we Anally realised they were 1M3 
ration* and had been stored, prob­
ably to Australia, all this tima.

Suddenly downhill a few yards, 
wa heard somebody yell and start 
cussing and then there was a lot 
of laughter. Whst had happened 
was that on* marine had heated a 
K ration can and. because it was 
pressure packed, tt exploded when 
he pried It open and there were hot 
egg yolks over him. Usually the 
boys open a can a little first, and 
release the pressure before heating, 
so the can won't explode.

WORLD LEADERS PICTURE
By the thread of one man’s life 

hung personal relationships which 
affected nations. Prime minister* 
and potentate*, once close to Frank­
lin Roosevelt, now must learn how 
to get along with an unknown gentle­
man in the White House. Certain 
army-navy officials, who always 
knew how Roosevelt would react on 
this and that, now must do business 
with a man they once criticised.

To illustrate how the pendulum 
of fate has swung, here are some 
of those who will miss Franklin 
Roosevelt most:

WINSTON CHURCHILL — was
able to call the 1st* President on 
the telephone at any Urn* night or 
day. Their relationship was more 
intimate than with most members
of their own cabinets. When Church­
ill couldn’t get Roosevelt, he talked 
to Harry Hopkins. Their friendship 
was equally close Hopkins and 
Churchill used to stay up late al 
night sipping brandy long after 
FDR had gone to bed. and it waa 
those late-hour talks that sometime* 
worried U. S. army-navy men. For 
vital policy sometimes was moulded 
after midnight.

Churchill had planned to hold na­
tional elections, probably ui June, 
and Roosevelt’s friendship would 
have been one of his great cam­
paign assets. That asset is now out 
the window. Instead he must do 
business with a man he doesn’t know 
and who chairmanned a committee 
whoa* members were quit* critical 
of certain British tond-leaxe and in­
ternational air pala te* abroad

Some political observers believe 
that makes Churchill's political fu­
ture very uncertain.

The critics will My that Hopkins 
will miss him because of the glam­
our. the power and the prestige But 
actually there waa a love and devo­
tion between the two men which few 
realized and even fewer understood.

Not*—Several years ago. Rooee- 
velt gave Hopkins permission to take 
notes on their discussion* and write 
his memoirs. “ You have no money, 
Harry,*' he Mid, “ and you're foolish 
If yog don't take notes on our con­
versations. You have my fuU per­
mission to use them later." But 
Hopkins, always too busy, always 
engrossed with winning the Chiefs 
next objective, never had time to 
take note* He knows more about 
Roosevelt than any other living man, 
but most of the secrets will go with 
Hopkins to the grave.

BERNARD BARUCH—The man 
who talks with Prenidents, no longer 
has the key to the White House. 
During the bitter battles between the 
War Production board civilian group 
and General Somervell's military 
clique, Baruch always backed up 
Somervell. In fact, he was on* of 
Somervell's most vigorous support­
ers.

Truman, on the other hand, fought 
In the WPB civilian corner. Also 
Bernie wa* for Byrnes, not Tru­
man, at the Chicago convention. So 
he may not be such a close friend 
to Presidents any more.

Amateur* Praised by Army 
And Navy for Surgery on 

Many Battle Front*.

WASHINGTON —Some army and 
navy people have been practicing 
surgery without a license—but none 
of them has been court-martialed. 
In fact, most of them have rated 
medals, as related by the Chicago 
Tribune.

You might call them the "dutch 
surgeons" of this war because, 
while they hold no doctors' degrees, 
they've stepped in to do a surgeon s 
Job when the chips were down and 
no skilled medical aid was at hand.

Most of them are navy “ hospital 
corpsmen" or army "medical aid 
men ” They've had Urmtod training 
in tending the sick and wounded, 
but the emergencies which many 
of them have met demand skill far 
beyond the instructions they have 
received

On land, ui the air. and aboard 
■hips and submarines they have 
filled to the gaps in their medical 
knowledge with Yankee improvua- 
tion, and plain, everyday guts.

Sprinkle two heavy 
bath towels slightly and spread the 
garment between them, pulling to 
desired measurements and pinning 
to shape. (Before washing it is 
handy to lay garment on paper or 
cloth and draw outline to use in re­
shaping.) Cover with a board or 
other Arm, flat surface. Weight this 
down and leave until the garment is 
dry. A light steam-pressing, without 
washing, also gives a finished look.

Nations as well as people come 
to crossroads in their history, and 
taking the wrong road then means 
future disaster. Solomon had bunt
