The Trouble With Spring

The trouble with spring is that
it is a season when most people's
thoughts turn naturally to picenics
and exploratory sojourns into the
great outdoors..

At this time of year, such a turn
of mind could, unless care is taken,
mean exposure to the fever-laden
bite of a tick with a big name.

In scientific circles, one of these
pernicious little parasits goes by the
name of Ornithodoros turictaa.
It will bite you without ever know-
ing it, so painless is his attack.
He fills so quickly before releas-
ing his hold and dropping off that
most of his victims never know
they have provided him with a blood
meal. .

He belongs to the soft shelled
tick family, and is the most impor-
tant transmitting agent of relapsing
fever, a tropical disease well-known
in Texas.

State Health Department labor-
atory specialists have added many
relating to relasping fever. The
relating to relapging fever. The
strange disease. It has been endemic
in Venzuela for many years and has
become all too prevalent in the
United States in recent years.

There is as yet no serium known
to be effective against relapsing
fever. While it usually can be suce-
esfully treated when identified, its
diagnosis is often difficult. Many
cases run their full course without
the miserable victim ever knowing
what caused their distress.

Soft-shelled ticks usually inhabit
caves, and old abandoned buildings,
while their hard shelled counter-
parts stick to the woods and fields.

And so wherever you go on that
pienie or whatever you do to com-
mune with nature, have fun: but be
careful of those ticks.

Then, too, as when sewing for
child or adult, the pattern is to be
fitted to the figure and adjust.
ments made before cutting the
pattern from the material.

Most patterns for children need
shoulder, waist and length adjust.
ment, even though the pattern fity
fairly well as to size.

Achieve Growing Room

Fabric allowance for ‘‘growing
girls” is easily achieved by plac.
ing tucks on the inside of the dress
just above the waistline and again
at the hemline. Stitches for the
tucks should be long and loose s
they can be removed easily when
the time comes.

Old hemlines of let-down frocks
can be hidden with decorative
trim such as rick-rack.
