The peace proposal was made by 
the Japanese ambassador m Mos­
cow, who, being neutral, was in a 
position to lay the matter before 
Foreign Commissar Molotoff Just 
what was in the Nazi olive branch 
is not definitely known, though Hit­
ter was reported ready to give back 
to the Russians all of their pre-IMS 
territory except the Ukraine.

Molotoff is reported to have torn 
up the offer and thrown it into the 
waste-basket.

Nazi peace offer number 2 was 
made in the summer of IMS in a 
villa on the outskirts of Stockholm. 
It was made by Hans Thomsen, Ger­
man ambassador to Sweden and for­
mer charge d’affaires in Washing­
ton. Thomsen, who speaks perfset 
E!nglish. was born of a Norwegian 
father, and mart led a Hungarian 
who was openly bitter against Hitler 
and constantly damned him at Wash­
ington dinner parlies. Wasiungton 
hostesses never knew whetner Frau 
TlKimten really hated Hitter M t i l  
putung on an art to show that ttoro 
could to freedom of expression 
among Germans.

One* a robot escape* the fighters 
and passes over London, anti-air­
craft fire te stopped and the only 
thing to do m to let tto bomb take 
its course and explode wherever it 
hits

Furthermore, it ia not easy to 
knock down a robot over tto channel. 
Gunfire must strike its nose tn or­
der to explode it. A cannon ball 
in tto body te the robot plane, how- 
rm , will usually kno< k it out. Some 
intrepid fighter* have flown up very 
ctoae— the robot cannot fir# back 
—and tipped up it* wing with the 
wing te tto fighter.

NOTE — Th* Germans recently 
have perfected a dock which goes 
off inside tto robot about ten min­
utes after It leaves France, or about 
tto time It ia over London. This 
dock turn* th* rebot's tail rudder 
so that it makes an eerie, graceful 
curve as If someone were Inside 
piloting It, or aa If It were radio- 
controlled. This sudden turn te cal­
culated by the Germans to send it in 
a different direction from that in 
which the British are preparing te 
receive It.

Rubber Suits Sure 
Mon in Cold Water

Protect Annins! Cold, Fire, 
It ettinn find Wind.

NEW YORK —A synthetic rubbi 
•uit, a one-piece garment which co’ 
ers everything except the wearer'* 
face, is saving thousands of lives 
in the American merchant marine.

The suit is a protection against 
cold, fire, wetting, wind and indirect- 
b against starvation and thirst be­
cause of what can be carried inside.

Of all these dangers, cold is the 
foremost, except in tropical oceans. 
Cold brings the quickest death, and 
the 60-degree water of temperate 

e oceans is a speedy killer of 
strong men.

It is a shock to millions of swim- 
mars to learn that 60-degree water 
can be lethal, but naval scientista at 
Bethesda, M d. have determined 

us u so, and why.
In 60-degree tanks at Bethesda, 

the strongest young men, volunteers 
for the experiments, lay quiet in 
the water and remain conscious only 
about SO minutes. This is because 
in water a parson's body loses heat 
JO times faster than in air of tha 
same temperature. Tha rapid cool­
ing soon draws internal heat and 
when internal temperature drops, 
unconsciousness follows. Had these 
men been swimming, they would not 
have lost consciousness so soon.

Tha Bethesda experiments showed 
further that it did no good to put on 
a rubber nut next to a naked body 
The heat ran out just as fast. The 
rubber suit had to go on over cloth 

which kept the immersed 
parson warm, not because of tha 
fabric, but because of the air in the 
fabric.

The bureau of merchant marine 
inspection, V S coast guard, cashed 
in on this information by approving 
the new synthetic one-piece suit, 
which is made by the Vaco com 

t. New York City. Suits now 
have been presided every man tm 
the American merchant marine.
