COLLEGE DEFERMENT IN 
ARMED FORCES EXPLAINED

College Station —  Radioactive 
iodine 131 can be one of the m o d  
hazardous problems of food contam­
ination during  the first 60 days fo’- 
lowing a nuclear attack , but at the 
same time much can be done to 
overcome the hazard it presents, 
«ays A. M. Meekma. extension dairy 
specialist.

Iodine 131 fall out could contam ­
inate almost all fresh food», says 
Meekma. however because radioact­
ivity in the materia l Is so short 
lived, several courses would be 
open to remove or red u ie  the  d an­
ger to humans. Dairymen, for ex­
ample. could confine milk cows to  
the barn  and feed them safely on 
forage and feed tha t  had been s to r ­
ed for 60 days Also ensilage tha t  
had been stored for this  length  of 
time could be safely fed to dairy 
cows.

Should iodine 131 get into fluid 
milk, th e re  are also precautions 
th a t  will protect users of fresh 
milk, Meekma say». F o r  example, 
milk contain ing relatively low am­
ounts  of radioactivity could simply 
be stored until the adioactivity de­
cayed. This, the  specialist points 
out. Is possible because today 's  
commercial pasteurized, homogeniz­
ed milk will maintain  good quali ty  
for long periods of t im e  at usual r e ­
fr igeration  tem peratures.

Should the Iodine 131 level be 
high enough to  require  30 to  40 
days storage before the radioactivi­
ty is dissipated, acceptable means 
of holding milk for such periods 
wolid include freezing, holding for 
the  repuired time, and then thawing 

i d  d is tr ibu ting  to the  consumers 
processing It as dried milk, can-
