TAKE CARE OF THE HORSE

The farm horse is less likely to get 
sore shoulders if  it gets special care 
in early spring until the muscles hard- 

and the winter hair sheds. Clean 
the shoulders carefully after the 
day’s work and before harnessing in 
the morning. A fte r removing the 
harness wash the shoulders with 
warm water and castile soap, and 
rinse with cold salt water.
