Nothing gives a dress that un-
wanted “homemade” loock any more
definitely then poor fit. One of the
best ways of being sure your dress
will fit is to start your dressmaking
venture with a good pattern. But a
good pattern is only a start, be.
cause most women have figure ir-
regularities that require changes
in either pattern or basted garment
for perfect fit. The easier, more eco.
nomical way is to alter the pattern

Farmers' Bulletin 1968, “Pattern
Alteration,”” gives complete infor-
mation on buying the right size of
commercial pattern and explains
how to measure the figure and

take corresponding pattern meas- |

urements, allowing for extra width
or length where it is needed.

Methods for altering various pat-
tern pieces are illustrated by
sketches showing, for example, how
to make the skirt pattern larger
through hips, or the blouse shorter
through back.

After marking any alterations, rip
the garment apart, press pieces
and cut a paper pattern from them.
Use this as a guide in checking
lines and proportions of other pat-
terns. Keep your basic pattern up
to date by making a new one each
year, as shoulder, armscye and oth-
er structural lines change with the
mode, or you may change in size.

| Derelict Land,-

Men Restored

Remarkable Undertaking in
Rehabilitation Being
Tried in Tennessee,

MEMPHIS, TENN. — Two of hu-
manity’s greatest problems — dere-
lict men and derelict land—are be-
ing tackled here in a remarkable
undertaking in rehabilitation. The
Shelby county penal farm has taken
the two unrelated headaches,
wrapped them together, and evolved
a formula for making better citi-
zens and wrenching a richer living
from the earth, according to an art-
cle in the Chicago Tribune.

“We are a prison first and a farm
second,”” says County Commissioner
Q. B. Ellis, the farm's director

It is as a farm, however, that the
institution has won renown—a mod-
el in agriculture copied by soil tll
ers and farm experts in most of the
48 states, Canada and Latin Amer-

ica. It is the preacher of a vinle,
new agricultural gospel for the
south

Eighteen years ago the farm site
was a hideous stretch of waste and
timber land-—its soll eroded and its
usefulness apparently spent.

CHAPTER I o
The Gos Is "Squeezed”

In Chapter | we twold you something sbout
drilling » gas well. Now we will see what bhap-
pens to the gas when it is released from the
reservoir in which it was trapped sometime back
i geologic history.

A small meter house is built near the well and
connected to it with a short pipe line. Then »
gathering line is installed and connected, and
the well is ready to yield up the wonderful fuel

which means so much to us all.

The natural gas comes up through the well
casing to the surface of the ground and thence
to the meter house where it is measured, so that
proper accounting may be made to the owner
of the land. Measurement of the gas consists of
installing an orifice in the gas line and making
calculations from the resulting pressures on
each side of the orifice. These pressures are re-
corded in ink on circular, clock-revolved charts.
From the meter house the gas passes into the

From the well to the ficld compressor station,
the gas travels 0o its own power—that s, it s
forced slong by the natural pressure in it un
derground reservoir. The gas could travel »
considerable distance in this manner, but due
to the Tows in pressure through pipe line fric
tion, the delivery of large quantities of g
would require a pipe line of such large size that
the cost would be prohibitive. Therefore the
pressure of the gas must be increased, this beir g
the function of the compressor station.

Compressing gas is very much like baling cot-

ton—it merely squeczes it into & smaller space
so that more of it may be transported with the
same facilities, and in shorter time. Gas com-
pressors are large, precision-built machines of
great strength o withstand tremendous pres-
sures. Our compeessors are driven by gas en-
gines. The gas enters the compressor cylinder,
is compressed by the action of the piston, and is
discharged at a much higher pressure.

Some folks have the impression that com.
pressing natural gas consists of pumping air
into a gas line. This of course is not correct. If
air were introduced into a gas line under pres-
sure, there would be great danger of an explo-
sion of the whole line, due to the air mixing
with the gas and forming an explosive mixture.

allied with one or the other of the

three large farm organizations, is
something this reactionary congress
will not overlook

And so the prospects are that any
attempt to extend the federal gov.
ernment’'s taxing power to include
these farm co-operatives will reach
an impasse. At least it will be a
steep uphill ight, which the co-opera-
tives are most likely to win

At any rate, they are prepared
here to go to bat on the question,
and they will be aided by other pow-
erful forces included in the tax-free
groups, such as the unions, the tax-
free financial and lending institu.
tions, and mutual insurance cong
panies. Tied in with this group also
are the non-business organizations
which also are tax free, such as
chambers of commerce, hospitals
and social welfare organizations,
educational organizations and scien-
tific foundations . all of which
feel that an inroad into one tax-free
group 1hay endanger the others.
