Library’s FutureNear Show-Down

Junior Note Makes Good Grades-- Bookmobile Did it!

There’ s a whole new world for the taking, seems to be what Bookmobile Librarian Georgia Pena 
is saying as she waits outside the Bookmobile for “ customers” . Accepting the offer are Mike 
Slavden, 11. and Sandra Sims, 12, who literally come running. (Journal Photos)

The bookmobile pulled up in 
front of the grocery store and 
stopped for its usual two-hour 
visit at this particular stop.

Almost immediately, a wo­
man with a small boy, 8 or 9 
years old, climbed aboard and 
began looking over the supply 
of books.

She was hardly the type you'd 
expect would be pawing through 
the shelves of a portable li­
brary looking for reading ma­
terial, and the bookmobile li­
brarian probably was a bit more 
curious than usual. “ It’s for 
my little boy here,”  the wom.ui 
explained as if reading the mind 
of the librarian. “ This book­
mobile is wonderful!”  she 
beamed. “ His grades have 
climbed 10 percent since the 
bookmobile began coming to our 
little town.”

That’ s just one of the many 
experiences that have been 
Georgia Pena’ s since the High 
Plains Bookmobile began plying 
the back trails and the high 
roads of these sprawling west 
Texas plains. She’s librarian 
for the bookmobile.

“ My,”  she mused, " I  just 
wish I had kept a diary of my 
thrilling experiences -  I ’ve had 
on this four-county route.”  
(At the moment, two women 
in their mid-30’ s and piloting 
a couple of pre-school children 
each, were rummaging through 
the shelves of the bookmobile. 
Each carried plastic bags and 
10 minutes later, each checked 
out a half-dozen or so books, 
books that told of the wonder­
ful world outside the boundar­

ies of time or space.
Mrs. Pena sat down at the lit­

tle counter at the front of the 
mobile library after the two 
women had gone happily back to 
their farm homes, and said, 
“ well, 1 wish I had kept a 
diary; yes-sir, I surely do!”

Like the teacher at Bula 
school, Mrs. Pena recalls. She 
told the bookmobile librarian 
that the school’s debate team is 
on its way to regional com­
petition, and she believes a part 
of their debate material was 
prepared from books obtained 
by the contestants from the 
High Plains mobile library.

And while she was sitting 
there thinking back over the 
past two years the bookmobile 
has operated, she recalled the 
woman in the south part of the 
county who walked two miles 
to pick up a supply of books -  
and to return the ones she had 
checked out on the bookmobile’ s 
previous visit.

Walking two miles to the 
bookmobile is not too unusual 
-  but in the snow? Mrs. Pena 
said the wind was beating up 
a dither and the snow was 
blowing every which way. Two 
miles in that kind of weather 
to get reading material!

And there’s a sophomore boy 
at Farwell, for instance, who 
meets the bookmobile every 
three weeks -  every time it 
visits Farwell -  and he checks 
out about 30 books for himself. 
The books run the entire range 
from fiction to non-fiction, and 
his sister says that if he runs 
out of books before the book­

mobile gets back for its next 
visit, then the lad starts re­
reading the books he checkec 
out last.

Ever try to get material oi 
home green houses? Apparent 
ly it isn’t just the sort of thini 
that can ba found in any new 
stand.

So, there’s this min in Lamb 
county (a school teacher) who 
became very much interested ii 
a home greenhouse buthedidn 
know how to go about it -  am 
finding material was not eas 
until he discovered the book 
mobile could get him book: 
on the subject. They were or 
dered from the state library 
and three weeks later the green 
materials he needed, mcludin 
complete construction plans.

Or take the case of the 5 
year-old at Littlefield who cam 
to check out his books one Sat 
urday and proudly presente>
Mrs. Pena with a picture o f ; 
book mob'le he had clippedfron 
his little m.gazine, seems hi: 
home town has one, too.

And that’s the way it goes 
day after day and week aftei 
week in this business of run­
ning a four-county, mobile li­
brary. It’s a wonderfully re ­
warding work, Mrs. Pena says, 
and business is good -  very Readers 
good.

She says Three Way in March 
set some sort of a record, 
folks there checking out 247 
books to individuals in a one- 
hour stop. And there were 24 
new readers' cards issued dur­
ing the sam. one-hour stop.

Altogether, the bookmobile 
has checked out 93,000 books 
since it started operating two 
years ago, and that's a lot of 
books in anybody's league! In­
cidentally, it started operating 
April 15. 1964, and every three 
weeks, it makes 43 stops, tra­

veling 15,000 miles each year. 
Busiest stops are at Olton and 
Three Way. School stops are 
made at Whiteface, Bledsoe, 
Bovina, Spade, Three Way, 
Bovina, Lazbuddie, Bula, Am­
herst, Springlake and Sudan.

An enthusiastic group of li­
brary supporters from four 
counties heard reports on the 
recent Governor’s Conference 
on Libraries, discussed the ur­
gent need for good library ser­
vice, and endorsed the continued 
operation of the High Plains 
Bookmobile at a meeting in 
Muleshoe this past week.

During the discussion per­
iod following the speeches, the 
group was told a joint meeting 
of commissioners’ courts con­
cerned with the bookmobile was 
in the making. To the obvious 
pleasure of the audience, County 
Judge Glen Williams stated that 
the Bailey County Court was 
inviting Lamb, Parmer, and 
Cochran County judges and 
commissioners to Muleshoe at 
an early date to discuss the con­
tinuation of the mobile librar.. 
service.

This response to intense pub­
lic interest in the matter was 
lauded from the floor of the

meeting, as vas the earnest de­
sire expressed by Ike Stinson 
and Lloyd Stephens, tne Bailey 
County Commissioners pre­
sent, for the opportunity to 
give careful study to the op­
erating costs the county must 
assume if the service is to 
continue after this year.

A feature of National Library 
Week observance in this area, 
this “ Post-Conference Meet­
ing”  was one of over 150 sche­
duled throughout the State of 
Texas to express the deep con­
cern of Governor JohnConnally 
and bring back the message of 
his conference, which drew 2500 
delegates to Austin March 23.

The Rev. J. Frank Peery, 
pastor of Muleshoe’ s First Me­
thodist Church and Muleshoe 
Area Library Board Chairman, 
summarized the Governor’ s 
Address, pointing out that Texas 
ranks 37th among the 50 states 
in library expenditures, devot­

ing only 84 cents per capita 
annually and providing public 
library resources of less than 
one whole book per person.

Terry Blake, Bula Church of 
Christ Minister and schooltea­
cher, discussed “ Librar Sup­
port, A Shared Responsibility,” 
asserting that the city, county, 
state, and federal governments, 
along with private benefactors, 
must all share the responsi­
bility for library service.

“ Libraries NeedCitizenSup- 
port”  was the subject covered 
by Mrs. C. S. Silcott. Lam'o

County Library Board Member 
from Olton. She said libraries 
need people support -  business 
people, professional people, 
housewives, school children, 
and retired individuals. She 
went on to point out that at 
current levels of expenditure, 
Texans spend $5100 to expose 
a child to education through the 
12 grades and then spend only 
$42 to provide this child, now 
grown, with materials to util­
ize the reading and studying

Budget up $9000 
Income Also Higher

u >  oi Muiesnoe v, ,u ope rule 
on a budget of $286,859 dur­
ing the fiscal year which start­
ed April 1, which is some 
$9000 ' higher than the budget 
for the year ending March 31.

However, total available 
funds will be higher this year 
with all sources, including 
moneys which cannot be ap­
plied to paying budget costs, 
running to $416,995.

For example, general avail­
able funds are expected to be 
$183,866 and total expenditures 
will total $36,170. There's an 
ending balance of$40,124inthat 
department.

Last year’s overall total was 
$277,458 as compared with 
$286,859 for the ’ 65-66 per­
iod.

In submitting the budget to

toe council for approval, City 
Manager Albert Field said;

“ Your attention is called to 
the following significant 
changes in the revenue and 
expenditures for this year’s 
budget;

“ 1. As in the past few years, 
the general fund revenue in­
crease is primarily due to the 
increased assessed valuation on 
property brought about by new 
construction; however, this 
budget proposes a decrease in 
collection of delinquent taxes 
over the past fiscal year.

“ 2. Appropriation of all the 
tax assessor and collector's 
salary which in prior budget had 
been partly charged as city- 
judge's salary and the purchase 
of new office equipment neces-

Women of Farm 
Bureau Join 
Pornography War

Sunday April 24, 1966

Richland Hills and Mary De 
Shazo P-TA organizations are 
presenting a series of articles 
dealing with pornography, and 
this is the third in the series. 
The article below was written 
by Mrs. Ed Little and Vera 
Engelking for the Bailey 
County Farm Bureau Women’s 
committee.

BIG BUSINESS OF 
PORNOGRAPHY

“ We are starting a new line 
paper-backs and need tough, 
hard hitting, sex-action filled 
books, geared to the demand of 
today’s competitive market. 
What we seek is off beat sex, 
with emphasis on deviations. 
The sex must be strong and as 
off beat as possible.”

The above statement was sent 
by a publisher to prospective 
writers in November of 1963. 
Destructive as it may seem, it 
offers only a glimpse into one 
phase of the huge, profitable 
business of pornography.

There is a law against selling 
obscene literature, but this is 
not an easy law to enforce, but 
they only have help from higher 
ups. One publisher in California 
was under indictment for selling 
this filth, but was able at the 
time, to continue publishing it. 
His total annual sale during this 
time, was approximately six 
million dollars.

The main problem for the 
pornography publishers is the 
distribution. They try to ar­
range for the wholesaler to 
handle their wares. Most ge­
nerally distributors portest, 
they do not pressure retailers 
to take the obscene literature, 
but many retailers comment, 
“ We have to take so many cop­
ies of the bad publications in 
order to get the good ones” . 
When wiU the retailers realize 
that they could send the por­
nography publisher into bank­
ruptcy if they would be strong 
enough to reject the pressure 
buying.

If this tide of obscenity is to 
be beaten back, citizens must

AUSTIN -  As State agencies 
charged with meeting the Fe­
deral deadline of submitting a 
Texas Water Plan by June, 
1967, “ wade”  through all ob­
stacles in the path of that plan, 
“ water”  is the topic at every 
turn in the capital city.

An unique statewide water 
plan of importance to all areas 
of Texas will be unveiled with­
in the next few weeks.

In a brief preview, water 
experts revealed that the over­
all 50-year plan will cost more 
than $2 billion. Joe M. Kilgore, 
chairman of the comprehensive 
water planning advisory com­
mittee, said the proposals are 
“ broader than ever before at­
tempted by any government.”  

Joe G. Moore Jr., executive 
director of the Texas Water 
Development Board, said the 
plan will propose redistribu­
tion of water from surplus areas 
of northeastern Texas. Recom­
mended diversion would follow 
the Trinity River, the Brazos 
River and a canal down the

Texas coast.
Moore estimated cost of 

waste treatment facilities alone 
to bring stream “ return flow”  

(for reuse) to acceptable stan­
dards at $740 million. Figure 
would include regional treat­

ment systems for both muni­
cipal and industrial wastes.

No other state, said Chair­
man Kilgore, has attempted to 
so include in one massive effort 
all aspects of water planning 
touching on its entire economy 
and cultural life.

Fertilizer

Reduced Plants, 
But Aided Size
HALFWAY -  Two-year re­

search results from the High. 
Plains Research Foundation 
show that placing nitrogen and 
phosphate fertilizers in contact 
with cotton seed at planting 
reduced plant stand, but in­
creased plant size, boll s^ke, 
and lint yield, according to 
Howard Malstrom, Associate 
Soil Scientist.

Data from many research 
centers have long indicated that 
the greatest need for nutrients 
is in the plant’s first three 
weeks of growth. The major 
problem in using a starter fer­
tilizer lies in placing it close 
enough to the seed in suffi­
cient quantities for earVy up­
take, and yet avoid the ‘Mourn­
ing”  effect which reduces ger­
mination.

Research has pointed to ni­
trate-nitrogen as being less 
toxic than ammonium-nitrogen 
in inhibiting germination. How- 
are Malstrom reported that two 
materials were applied in the 
1965 test, 100 pounds per acre 
o f 20-20-0 (nitric-phosphate) 
and 16-20-0 (ammonium phos­
phate), metered in with the

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Parcel Post 'Reform' 
Effects Big Savings

Residents of Muleshoe would 
save thousands of dollars an­
nually on heavier packages un­
der parcel post reform legis­
lation pending in congress, 
Postmaster Spencer Beavers 
said Saturday.

The saving could be $2 to 
$3 on a package, or more he 
explained.

Equally significant, Postmas­
ter Beavers said, there are 
many instances where mailers 
decide not to send such par­
cels at all, with resulting loss­
es of much business by the 
Muleshoe Post Office. Post­
master Beavers’ report was 
based on a new analysis of 
parcel post reform legislation, 
H. R. 12367, sent to him from 
Washington, D. C., by Presi­
dent James O’Tool of the na­
tional association of Postmas­
ters,

At the same time the post­
master reported the parcel post 
reform measure would help the 
Post Office Department reduce 
the postal fund deficiency to its 
lowest level since enactment of 
the Postal Policy Act in 1958 -  
from the present $376 million 
deficit to $198 million.

On behalf of the Postmasters 
Association, which has thrown 
its full support behind legis­
lation introduced at the request 
of Postmaster General Law­
rence O’Brien, Postmaster 
Beavers made these points of 
particular interest to residents 
of Muleshoe:

As a first Class Post Office, 
the local office cannot accept 
most parcels of more than 20 
pounds or more than 72 inches 
dimensions if they are going 
to another first class post of­
fice 150 miles or more away.

Such parcels sent by private 
express, at much higher 
charges, often cost several dol­
lars more than by parcel post.

However, H. R. 12367 would 
provide new parcel post limits 
of 40 pounds and 100 inches, 
with resulting savings for mail­
ers at the Muleshoe Post Of­
fice.

An increase of 14 cents a par­
cel would be needed to offset 
the parcel deficit, but, if H.R. 
12367 is enacted into law, a 
much more moderate increase 
averaging 8 cents a parcel would 
be provided, Postmaster Bea­
vers said.

More than 100 smaller post 
offices are raised each year

from second class to first class. 
When they are raised, parcel 
mailers under the present re­
strictions must often suffer 
added costs involved in pri­
vate express company handling 
of the heavier parcels.

Residents of smaller post of­
fices enjoy limits of 70 pounds 
and 100 inches for parcel post 
packages.

In a recent typical example, 
Roanoke, Alabama, a second 
class office was raised to a 
first class. A parcel of 21 
pounds was formally sent to 
Bainbridge, Ga., about 155 
miles away, for $1.59. Now if 
it is sent at all, it is sent 
by a more expensive means. In 
case of Railway Express 
Agency, it would cost $4.70.

Residents of small communi­
ties who do not have the lim i­
tations imposed on first class 
post office mailers suffer 
nevertheless as a result of 
the limitations on parcel post, 
provided 14 years ago under a 
law favoring REA, the National 
Association of Postmasters re­
port indicated.

Because of lost volume in 
first class post offices -  which 
today serve 140 million Am eri­
cans, parcel post rates (taxes) 
for everyone have been raised 
about $500 million since 1951. 
Overall increases in parcel 
rates have totaled about 130 
percent.

Some postoffices more than 
150 miles away from Muleshoe 
which are now affected by the 
limitation here include Abilene, 
Vernon, Big Spring, Midland, 
and Roswell, N.M.

The parcel post reform le ­
gislation would go a long way 
toward correcting parcel mail­
ing problems and reducing ex­
penses, the postmaster noted.

For parcel post going less 
than 150 miles, the present 
40 pound limit would be re­
tained, but a new size liberali­
zation to 100 inches from the 
present 72 inch limit would be 
beneficial for these parcels, 
the Postmaster explained.

Other minor items will run 
the water and sewer fund re 
venues to $118,000.

The city has bond issues out­
standing as of April 1 of 
$676,000 and total authorized 
and issued runs to $896,000.

Under the heading. “ Estimate 
of current ad valorem tax re­
venues and proposed distribu­
tion of collections,”  the new 
budget sets out the following 
tax estimate:

“ Estimr.ted total valuation, 
$10,140,000; proposed tax rate 
per $100 valuation. $1.10; To ­
tal estimated tax levy, $11,- 
540. Estimated percent of col­
lections, 93%. Estimated funds 
available from current taxes, 
$103,732.

Here is the general fund sum­
mary: 1966-67: $151,353; last
