Ordinance 102A

Parental Responsibility Ordinance

An ordinwce of the City of
Yowa Pork, Texes, to declare a
necessity of this Ordinance of
Parental Resporsibility for the
conduct of minor children and to
prescribe penaltics for violations
of the provisions of this ordinance.

Be it ordained by the City o
Towa Park, Texas: !

Section L. Finding of Necessity

The City Council finds that of-
fenses against the laws of the
United States, the statutes of the
State of Texas, and the Ordinanc-
es of the City of Towa Park by
miners under the age of eighteen
(18) vears are increasing at an
alarming rate; that in a great
many of the cases a lack of prop-
€r supervision and control of tha
minor child by his parents or
guardian is evident, that the in-
creasing problem of crininal of-
fenses by children will not be
solved by sanctions imposed upon
the children alone hut that it is
necessary that sanctions be im-
posed upon parents whose neglect
of their duty to properly super-
vise and control their children is
a proximate cause of the delin-
quercy of those children.

Section II. Contributing to Neglect
or Delinquency of Children

Any parent, iegal guardian or
other person having the care or
custody of a minor child under
the age of Eighteen (18) years
who shali by any act, or by lack
of supervision and control over
said minor child, encourage, con-
iribute toward, cause or tend to
cause said minor child to hecome
neglected or to commit any de-
linquent or criminal act shall be
guilty of a misdemeanor.

Section ITI. Curfew for Any Minor
Person Under the Age of Eigh-
teen (18)

No miinor under the age of
Eighteen (18) years shall loiter,
idle or congregate in or on any

public street, highway, alley,
park, school, cr other public
place, or other place normally

open to the public, including but
not limited to shopping centers,
places of amusement, private rec-
reaticn areas or similar places,
between the hours of 11:00 p.m.
and 5:0) am. Sunday through
Thursday. and 12:30 a.m. and
5:00 a.m. Satutday and Sunday
mornings, unless the minor is ac-
comparied by the parent or guar-
dian, or some acult over the age
of 21 vears delegated by the par-
ent or guardian to accompany the
minos child, or where the minor
child is upon an crrand or other
legitimat: business directed by
his perernt or guardian.
Section IV. Vieolation of Curfew
Hours

Ary parent, legal guardian or
other person having the contrel
or custody of any minor child un-
der the age of Eighteen (18)
vears who shall assist, aid, abet,
allow, permit or encouruge said
ainor to violate the previsions of
Secticn 11T of this Ordinance, ei-
ther by overt act, by {ciling to
act or by lack of supervision and
control over said minor child,
is guilty of a misdemeanor. The
fact that a child under the age
of Eighteen (18) years is appre-
hended while on the public street,
highway, alley, park, school or
other public place, or other place
normeally open to the public dur-
ing the hours defined in the above
Section III, shall be prima facie
evidence of a violation of this
Section on the part of the parents,
legal guardian cr other person
having the care cr custody of said
minor child.
Section V. Peralty

Any person found guilty of a
misdemeanor under the terms of
this Ordinance shall, upon con-
viction thereof, be subject to 1
fine of not more than Two Hun-
dred ($200 00) Dollars
Section VI. Separability

If #ny section, sentence, clause
or phrase of this Ordinance is for
any reason held to be uncenstitu-
tional or otherwice invaic or "in-
enforceable by a Court of compe-
tent jurisdiction, such decision
shall not affcet the validity of the
remaining sections,  sentences,

clauses or phrases of this ordi-
nance as an entirety& it being the
legislative intent that the provi-
sions of this ordinance are sep-
arabtle and that the oirdinance
shall continue in effect not with-

standing the invalidity of such
secticn, sentence, clause or
phrasc.

The Rev. Mr. Maurice C. Year-
gan, former pastor of Iowa Park
Presbyterian church, was elected
recently Pastor Emeritus by the
Central Preshyterian church of
Sulphur, Okla., where he was pas-
tor for 11 years following his
move from Icwa Park.

Pastor Emeritus is an honorary
office, awarded solely for the pur-
pose of expressing appreciation
to a pastor for giving much more
of himself than was required, and
particularly to Mr. Yeargan for
Lis long and faitkful service.

Mr. Yeargan, a native of Ala-
bama, was graduated from David-
son college in North Carolina,
where he met and married Ruth
Hill. He received the bachelor of
divinity degree from Austin Sem-
inary, Austin, Texas. He was or-
dained te the ministry at Anson
in 1928,

The fellowing year, a new
building was built by the Presby-
terians there. Following that pas-
torate, Maurice served in Ray-
mondville, Rcbstown, Iowa Park,
Sulphur and Plsin Dealing, La.
In all but two churches, some
addition to buildings, or new ones
were erected. During his pastor-
ate in Inwa Park, the education
building was built and paid for—
the membership increased ahbout
50% and the ennual financial con-
tribution increased about tenfeld.

Mr. Yeargan has served as mod-
crator of twe presbyteries, and
he has represented presbvtery as
a commissionr to the General As-
sembly of the church on four dif-
ferent occasions. He has served
on several boards and committees
of the Church.

Mr. Yeargan taught a high
school Bible course in Raymond-
ville for two years in the 1940’s.
He worked in pumerous Roll Call
and finance drives for Red Cross,
and during World War II served
as liome Service Chairman. He
was conimissioned by Gov. Coke
Stevenson as chaplain in Texas
State Guard (organized to take
place of Natioral Guard which
was federalized during World
War 1I).

Other civic activities have in-
cluded work with Boy Sccuts, Sal-
vation Army, Chamber of Com-
merce, membership in Lions, Ki-
wanis and Rotary clubs, serving
as president of Sulphur Rotary
and delegate to two Interrational
Conventions.

In addition to pastoral work,
Mr. Yeergan was employed on
part-time basis as chaplain of the
State Veterans hospital in Sulphur
for two years.

Mrs. Yeargan, while running
her home with an able hand, has
contributed much to the work of
the church by teaching Sunday
School classes, sponsoring young
peorle’s groups, and acting as a
counselor for church summer
camps.

She has held membership in
varicus clubs in the communities
where they have lived, and has
been active in business as well,
During World War II, Ruth was
secretarv of the Offie of Price
Administration for Willacy county
at Ravmondville; she wrote a
reguiar cohmn for the weekly

In Chaffe2, Mo., they attended
a wedding i St. Ambrose Cath-
olic church. The bride was Jane’s
friend Miss Margie Groves, and
the groom was David Heath of
Seymour,

The bluegrass covered prairies
and bills, dotted with red barns,
which house famious race horses,
was a scene to behold. The prop-
erty around Lexington, Ky., is
owned by the —repeat, THE
Calumet families.

In Kentucky they saw the home
which inspired Stephen Foster
to write “My Old Kentucky
Home.” And in Bardstown they
dined at Talbot Tavern, opened in
1779  during the Revolutionary
War, the oldest Western Stage-
coach Stop in A:nerica. Abraham
Lincoln’s family stayed here dur-
ing the trial over ownership of
the ferm they occupied. The Lin-
colns lost the case and moved

»to Indiana and Illinois.

At Shakerstown, near Lexington,
they stopped ir the community
occupied by the Shakers, a reli-
gious sect, once prevalent in the
East but almost non-existent now.
The women were dressed in their
costumes with white collars, bon-
nets, aprons and long skirts. The
Texars witnessed a sheep shear-
ing and the animal they saw
fleeced produrced five pounds of
wool. This community is typical
of the Shakers in that it is self-
supporting. They make everything
they use. All men are brothers,
the women are sisters; and the
community center serves as the
church, schocl and recreation fa-
cibity.

Emma saw agein the house in
Burgin, Ky., where her father was
born. The outside has oeer weath-
er hoarded but the log walls are
there The tobacco barn built with
wooden pegs is still in use. The
Ballards live there and after 100
vears they are caring for the
Denny family burying ground on
the ferm.

The women stopped in Shelby-
ville, Ten., birthplace of Kath-
leen’s father. She talked with a
cousin who resides there.

The women did not pass up the
opporfunity of attending Method-
ist chkurch services in Elizabeth-
town, Ky.

Heading home, the travelers
enjoyed another visit at the Cow-
boy Hall of Fame in Oklahoma
Citv. As they neired Iowa Park
they became aware that wild
flowers here are more in abun-
dance than any they saw on the
trip.
