REPORT from
the U. S, SENATE

By Lyndon B. johnson

The Senate voted down the farm
Price support bill reported by the
agriculture committee and instead
bassed the flexible Support bill fa-
vored by the administration,

The committee bill, which I fa-
Vored, would have maintained price
Supports on basic crops at 90 per
cent of parity, The administration
Proposal, which I voted against,
Sets these supports on a sliding
Scale of hetween 82.5 ang 90 per cent
of parity,

To my way of thinking, the legis-
lation simply means that when the
farmer does not need help, he will
be guaranteed 90 per cent of a
fair price. When the farmer does
heed help, his income will be low-
€red to 82.5 per cent of a fair price,

"l‘h(-re is a basic assumption be-
hing this flexible price support the-
ory with which I cannot agree, It
is the assumption that there are
€conomic problems which can be
Solved by lowering the income of
one segment of our population,

This seems to me a fallacious
lUu-m'_v. 1 do not believe that lower
income for Texas armers will pro-

mote prosperity for residents of
Texas cities any more than I believe
that a Jow income for industrial
workers promotes farm prosperity.

[ believe firmly that prosperous
f:xl:.:-r"q mean prosperous f:ul(ll’_\'
workers just as prosperous work-

€rs mean prosperous farmers. I be-
lieve also that prosperity in the
fields and in the factories promotes
the prosperity of business,

It is unfortunate that the cam-
Palgn waged by the Department of
Agriculture on behalf of its farm
Program has been of such nature
as to divide the American people.
It has turned—or sought to turn—
city folk against country folk,

Farmers have been pictured as
bloated plutocrats, driving into the
city in their gold-plated autos to
pick the pockets of the consumer.
In the minds of many, the farmer
has become a I)rofiteel:-—a man who
sells at fantastic exorbitant prices.

That is a result of the work of
the high-powered press agents in
selling the theory of flexible farm
price supports,

We know in Texas that this is
not a true picture of the farmer.

We know our farmers have been
hard hit by drouth—by insect dep-
redations—by falling prices, Every-
where you go in Texas you find
farmners deeply uneasy about the
future—many of them convinced
the Agriculture Department has
become their enemy instead of their
friend.

The uncertainty with which they
regard the future is certainly un-
derstandable,

It is my opinion that flexible price
supports will not solve the problem
of farm surpluses—will not mean
lower consumer prices — will not
mean prosperity.

I believe their immediate effect
will be to lower farm income by
taking away the floor upon which
agriculture relies to prevent dis-
aster and hardship, I believe their
long-range effect will be to set a
dangerous precedent which could
be harmful to our entire national
economy.

That is why I voted against the
administration bilL

When the American housewife
spends a dollar for food produced
in this country, 56 cents goes for
processing, marketing and trans-
portation charges. The farmer re-
ceives 44 cents, approximately 30
cents of which goes to buy trac-
tors, trucks, plows, gasoline and
other supplies required for the mod-
ern farmer,

In other words, the farmer and
his family have about 14 cents out
of ecach consumer dollar for do—'
mestically produced food for their
cost and investment,

The farmers share of the con-
sumer dollar has dropped in re-
cent years and months with the
decline in farm prices. Retail food
prives have remained at about the
peak levels of 1952,
