Watch Out For Windstorms!

Windstorms—from hurricanes and tornados to severe thun.

derstorms and high wind gusts—are among the most common
and most dangerous weather phenomena.

Windstorms lash at everything in their paths, and every-
one should be familiar with safety precautions for those com-
mon to their area. However, windstorms are particularly dan-
gerous to mobile homes. Statistics show that almost 13,000
mobile homes will suffer more than $1,000 each in damages
from hurricane winds alone in an average year.

According to the Mobile Living Communications Center
(MLCC), one of the most effective means of reducing mobile
home wind damage is to install tie downs. Tie downs are a
system of steel straps or cables which connect the mobile
home to anchors imbedded in the ground. A combination of
over-the-top ties, which pass over the home, and frame ties,
which attach to the I-beam of the frame, is usually used.

Allen Pearson, Director of the National Severe Storms Fore«
cast Center, says, “Almost any time a windstorm strikes, the
mobile home court or park where preparations have been in-
adequate becomes a scene of utter devastation. And it's un-
necessary. 1 believe that 90% of all wind damage to mobile
homes could be prevented by solid construction and proper
tie down.” - ;

To encourage mobile home owners to tie down their homes,
the Mobile Living Communications Center has designated June
as Tie Down Month in thirty-six states registering high wind-
storm damage to mobile homes in the last decade. ’

Tie down equipment should be selected according to the size
of the mobile home and to soil type and windstorm conditions
in each area. It can be installed by contractors or by mobile
home owners. Cost for equipment ranges from $90 to $150,in
most states. Contractor installation costs vary with location.

1|Bird Lore

by Layfette Stankewitz

One of the most exciting things
I've seen in the bird wprld is the
construction of a nesting cavity
by a ladder-back woodpecker, It
is being carved in a dead willow
tree in the yard of a friend, who
incidentally has become an avid
bird watcher.

The male does most of the nest
carvirg, hammering for hours
with pauses only to throw out the
shavvings. I have read that the
passage is drilled upward, then
down into a vertical nest cham-
ber. This keeps out the rain and
wind.

Four to six eggs are laid on a
bed of wood chips and sawdust.
The male shares the duties of
hoth incubation and rearing of
the voung. Newly hatched woord-
reckers are naked and blind. The
eves open on the 12th day and at
27 days the fledglings leave the
nest

When a woodpecker drills in a
live free he is benefiting the tree
by devouring insects and not caus-
ing harm to the tree. The truth
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of this was dramatically brought
out in Readers Digest a few years
ago with the story of a man who
drove away a woodpecker from
his favorite oak, afraid the bird’'s
heak was doing damage lo his
tree. Not long afterward, during
a windstorm, the oak crashed to
the ground, brcken off at the
point where the woodpecker had
wanted to drill.

The man found that his preci-
ous oak had been weakened there
by a huge colony of buring in-
sects. He realized too late that
the woodpecker, after these bor-
ers, would have helped the tree.

Woodpeckers are carpenters
for other birds. Each year they
carve out a new nesting cavity
and leave the cld one for tree
swallows, chickadees, ti‘mice,
wrens or bluebirds..

Damage to utility poles is the
biggest misdemeanor of the wood-
peckers Regl-beilied, red-headed,
downy and ladder-backed wood-
peckers are permanent residents
of Wichita county.

Ttere is much to admire in
this intelligent bird. Anyone who
has a pair of these valuable birds
in the vard is to be envied.
