The possible toxic effects of guar
on livestock has been raised in an
adjoining SCD, Recently a cow was
found dead in a gaur field, howev-
er, John A. Esser, Plant manager
for General Mills has the following
to say,

“Considering our first hand ex-
perience with the crop for 12 years
and during this time, having ex-
posure to appreciable experience
with individual cattle and whole
heads have been foraged on guar,
we will go all out in vindicating
guar, either in plant form or seed
form, as the offender in the case.
Guar is non-toxic and wholly pala-
table. In India, where guar origi-
nates it is used universally as a
feed and forage crop and exper-
iences a fine reputation for those

purposes, Even in this country,
guar has been foraged appreci-
ably during all stages of its

growth and there is no authentic
record of ill-effects other than the
fact that cattle can and do scour
to some degree when they forage
heavily on succulent green guar.
Where this occurs, the ready cor-
rection is accomplished by making
some dry forage available to the
cattle along with the green guar
forage. When this is done, the cat-
tle take care of themselves.

T. J. Pace, district cooperator
of Towa Park, has grazed guar with
no toxic effects on livestock.

Joe Cunningham of Wichita Falls
and ranching 3 miles west of Towa

Park reports good results from
range deferrment and good graz-
ing in the pasture deferred last
year, About 70 cows and their

calves have adequate grazing on a
500 acre pasture deferred last year.

Another side of the Cunningham
conservation ranching is the wild-
life improvement, On the visit to
the ranch by SCS technicians sev-
eral large coveys of quail were ob-
served. His success can be attrib-
uted to food and cover, The pasture
has many dead mesquite trees,
large amounts of grass, wheat field
bounded by grass, small valleys

with cover and food along with 9
ponds for adequate water,

NEWS FROM
CONGRESS

By Frank Ikard

Senator Harry p, Byrd, Demo-
crat of Virginia, Chairman of the
Joint Committee on Reduction of
Nonessential Federal Expenditure,
released the following statment
regarding unexpended balances in
federal appropriations,

Agencies of the Federal Govern-
ment in the first three quarters
of fiscal year 1954 spent $49.9 bil-
lion, and entered April with auth-
ority to call on the Treasury to
meet their bills in the future total-
ing $113.0 billion, As of March 31,
military services exclusive of eivil
functions in the first three quarters
of the year had spent $30.4 billion,
and entered April with authority
to call on the Treasury to meet
their bills in the future totaling
$65.2 billion, During the first three
quarters of fiscal year 1954 Foreign
Operations Administration had
spent $3.4 billion, and entered April
with authority to call on the Treas-
ury to meet their bills in the fu-
ture totaling $11.5 billion.

Other agencies of the government
in the first three quarters of fiscal
year 1954 spent ..16.1 billion, and
entered April with authority to
call on the treasury to meet their
bills in the future totaling $36.3
billion. Of the $49.9 billion spent in
the first three quarters of the year,
$23.6 billion was spent from ap-
Propriations enacted in ecalendar
year 1953, and $26.3 billion was
spent out of balances carried over
from appropriations and other au-
thorizations enacted in prior yrs.

These figures were revealed in
the fourteenth monthly compilation
of “Federal Appropriations and
Authorizations, Expenditures and
Unexpended Balances”, by the
Joint Committee on Reduction of
Nonessential Federal Expendi-
tures (The term “Unexpended
Balances” in appropriations and
authorizations does not mean that
the cash is in the Treasury, It
means that the agencies are still
authorized to call uypon the Treas-
ury to meet their obligations and
other spending authority, As the
bills come due, the Treasury must
provide the funds from tax collec-
tions, other cash on hand, or from
borrowed funds which increase the
federal debt.)

These figures should be of in-
terest to us all, since the Congress
is being asked to increase the Na-
tional Debt limit,

The activities in the Senate have
been attracting most of the at-
tention of the public recently; how-
ever, the House has been working
long'"hours almost every day in an
effort to wind up the business of
this session. A few days ago the
House passed a resolution fixing
the date of adjournment as the
last day of July. This was rather
a futile gesture and I could not
support the resolution as I did not
see how anyone could seriously
talk of adjournment until we had
finally acted upon the agriculture
program, Social Security, and other
matters that are of the ytmost im-
portance,

Ever since the Puerto Ricans sat
in the House Gallery early this
spring and emptied their revolvers
into the Chamber, we have been
discussing the possibility of form-
ing a Capitol Police Force which
would be charged with the re-
sponsibility of guarding the Capi-
tol and the Members of Congress.

Generally speaking, I think this
is a good idea but it has been hard
to get a bill before the House
which had a chance to pass. Last
week, however, the House did fi-
nally act on a bill that would cre-
ate a Special Capitol Police Force
which would be trained and equip-
ped in a manner that would enable
them to guard the Nation’s Capitol.

I hope it will finally become law.
