Arch Hughes, one of the spokesmen,
said ‘‘Everything has been operating all
right so far, . ., don't see how it will bene-
fit us.,”’ He estimated it would cost each
household in the affected area $3 to get
everyone notified of the changes,”

Junior Guthrie, developer of the area,
said his ‘‘plat was submitted to the city
and it was accepted on the numbering as
proposed,’”’ He argued that Johnson Road
in reality was from old Highway 287
northward, and didn’t extend south of the
former highway.

Kenneth Sullivan said ‘‘The Post Office
has a little stamp over there, and every
piece of mail that comes to the house has
a note on it‘Please Change Your Address’.
We'll have to notify everyone who writes
to us now,”’

Joe Singer argued that his mail hardly
ever arrived on time as it was, and this
change would make it even harder on him
in his business, He said the last change
took more than a year to get everybody
to use the correct, new address.

Mayor Erwin Soell pointed out that the
change was urged by the Postal Depart-
ment, studied at length by the city Plan-
ning Commission, and publicized in ad-
vance of passage., The change, he said,
was more for the future than the present,
when the city continues to develop and
expand,

The numbers in Country Hills now con-
form with the overall city numbering
plan,

The council took no official actionon
the request of the men,

Bill Wischmeyer, engineer for the water
development program and new sewer plant,
said considerable interest has been in-
dicated in bidding on the new pipeline
which will carry water here from Wichita
Falls.

Wlschymeyer );lso discussed with the
council some draining problems from the
sewer plant and announced the flooring
of the new treatment plant would be poured
this week,

Marvin Athens, independent cable tele-
vision system operator from Fort Worth,

asked the council for a franchise to put
a system in Iowa Park, and the council
said they would negotiate,

Athens told the council he would poll
the population, once issued the franchise,
to test potential market for the system,
then seek FCC approval, and then get
approval from the three channels serving

liams and Wayne Williams, give
added meaning to the general
rule expressed in the sen.
tentious form ‘‘like father, like
son.!)

The rule does not hold true
in every father-son relation-
ship. Unfortunately, in some

cases the life pattern of the
father is not conducive to his
offspring looking to him as a
paradigm, However, in this
instance, the father has set such
a worthy example that the sonis
striving hard to follow in his
footsteps. Another son, Nor-
man, is a deacon in the Church
of Christ,

Just how often a father and
son are found serving as active
deacons in the same church is
not known to this writer. But
locally, so far as longtime
members of the First Baptist
Church can recall, this is the
first and only .instance of such
in the history of the church
during its 81 years of exist-
ence,

He was marriedto Eva Davis,
daughter of the late Mr, and
Mrs, T,J. Davis, who came to
the area in 1907 and were also
interested in school and com-
munity life,

When the R.A, Williams’ es-
tablished their home they real-
ized that no institution sur-
passed the home in opportunity
and responsibility to create an
environment conducive for the
proper development of children
spiritually, morally, physically
and mentally; and their sons can
truthfully say of them that love
and interest have been their life

attitudes toward them and their
families since they moved out to
establish their own homes,
R,A, Williams has been a
member of the First Baptist
Church since 1915 and a deacon
since 1936, He has been church
clerk for 29 years and taught
a Sunday School class of boys
in the Intermediate Department
40 years. He has been chair-
man of the board of deacons,

From a meeting of school tax people,
attended by Bill Steger of the local system,
came some interesting views concerning
that now-famed San Antonio case and ad
valorem taxes, ;

[ quoted some wire services 1n last
week’s column when I said the judge ther,e
had ruled ad valorem ‘‘unconstitutional’’,
Bill, and the other tax men and their
legal council, believe the intent of the
judge was that changes were needed, not
abolishment of ad valorem,

The tax people feel that some different
ways of financing schools might come out
of the ruling,

They may keep ad valorem, send the
money to state and each district receive
so much money per pupil. Taxes would
be based on a new, state-wide valuation,
Districts would be able to raise additional
taxes for extras they want for students.

A county-wide taxing authority mightbe
set up, keeping most present school dis-
tricts, and the county receive money from
the state to be distributed, This would
leave a taxing identity locally,

And there might be the situation of the
state being left out of it completely, and
just let the federal government take over,

““I think you had better expect great
revisions in the way money is supplied to
school districts,”’ Steger said.

Supt, Faris Nowell reports a conversa-
tion with a Houston acquaintance who poses
the problem that: values will be set on a
local level, then to county, and onto state,
and eventually national, for tax purposes.

Some people outside the area have not
paid their school taxes, as result of the
court’s ruling, Steger said he had learned,
However, the state’s attorney general has
ruled that these taxes are due, until
another system of collection or values are
set,

““It's a problem and won't be easy for
the legislature, and the school system at
the same time,”’ Steger said about the
court ruling,
