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Elementary enrollment drop prompts change study
The school board Tuesday nieht accented 

the resignations of six teachers and 
granted a leave of absence for another, 
and indications are that none of them will 
be replaced when school opens next Sep­
tember.

Four of the educators are required to 
resign due to the school’ s policy con­
cerning teachers who reach 65 years of 
age. They are Mrs. Bertha McDonald, 
high school social studies; Mrs. Irene

Eddins, Bradford reading; Mrs. Juanita 
Garrison, Valley View first grade; and 
J.R. Stogsdill, junior high English.

The other two resignations came from 
Jerry McWilliams, who earlier moved to 
Andrews to accept a coaching job there, 
and Mrs. Pat Watkins, who likewise is 
moving to Andrews. Mrs. Watkins’ hus­
band, Tommy, was head coach here and he 
has accepted a similar position in An­
drews, taking McWilliams with him. His

resignation was earlier accepted.
Mrs. Rebecca Hoffman, whoteaches re­

medial reading at Valley View, was grant­
ed a leave of absence. Her husband, a 
Midwestern Univ. professor, has accepted 
a fellowship at the Univ. of Oklahoma and 
they are moving there.

Because of a dramatic lowering in ele­
mentary enrollment this year, Supt. Faris 
Nowell says personnel probably will be 
shifted to replace those who will not be

teaching next year, and no new teachers 
will be hired.

A study of the five lower grades in­
dicates the enrollment this year is lower 
than it has been in five years. Compared 
with the 845 enrolled this year, 937 were 
in the same grades last school year, 914 
in 1969-70 and 893 in the year 1968-69.

In a statement issued by the board, 
which was prepared during an “ executive 
session’ ’ , trustees stated:

“ Due to the decreased enrollment in the 
elementary grades this school year it is 
anticipated that one section in each of 
grades one through five must be elimin­
ated. This would reduce the number of ex­
cess  teachers by five. Salaries for these 
teachers are funded fully by local tax 
money.

“ One possible way to accomplish this 
would be to combine grades one through 
four from Valley View with those at the
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City overrides protests, 
re-zones three tracts

Highlighting Monday’s elongated and 
crowded meeting of the city council were 
the changing of zones on three properties 
in town, reports on the water project 
progress, complaints about fences, 
horses, need for improved sewer ser­
vice, drainage and an “ executive session ’ ’ 
that lasted more than an hour and 20 
minutes.

As the council meeting started every  
Chair and desk top was filled with people,
and even some were standing. Many were 
apVU-overs trom the Planning and Xoning 
Commission meeting which preceded the 
council's meeting.

T h e Commission was considering 
changing the zoning of three tracts of 
land, and its recommendation was to be 
acted on by the council, which was the at­
traction of most of the people.

With Capt. Larry Woods acting as 
spokesman, the group presented both the 
Commission and council with a petition, 
signed by 44 citizens, requesting that the 
tract of land west of the Texaco station 
on North Pacific not be re-zoned from 
single-family to commercial.

Woods said the people who lived bet­
ween the proposed site and Kidwell Ele­
mentary were concerned because they felt 
a business there would effect the value of 
their property, especially if other busi­
nesses came later.

The Commission recommended to the 
city, however, that the zoning change be 
approved, mainly because the nearest 
home to the proposed site was at least a 
block and a half away. Also, it was stated 
that highway access roads were tradi­
tionally likely business locations, and the 
group protesting the change had not given 
sufficient reason for the zoning not to be 
changed.

Bill Robinson, Wichita Falls business­
man who says he owns the franchise for 
Dairy Queen in the county, stated the new 
business would seek family trade and would

discourage rowdy, loitering types from 
hanging out there.

The protesting property owners also 
were concerned about added traffic in 
their neighborhood, because in order to 
reach the proposed site, vehicles would 
have to approach the business from the 
west on the one-way access road. Robin­
son said an entrance, either a road or 
d rivew a y , from  P a c if ic  and south o f the 
station, would be developed to enable traf­
fic to reach tire business easier.

T he oth er tw o tra c ts  o f land w hich  
w e re  changed trom  resid en tia l to  b u sin ess  
w e re  the land just south of the F ina sta ­
tion  on Johnson R oad, and the fo rm e r  
Sum raU  Laundry on south Y o se m ite .

The “ executive session," which ex­
cludes the public from attending, was call­
ed by the council to consider financial 
offers for easements for the ciDeline to 
be laid to here from Wichita Falls Prin­
cipals in the discussion were attorneys 
O.N. Newman and Titus Mitchell, who are 
working for the city in obtaining the re­
quired tracts for the line.

After the session, it was pointed out that 
two property owners, H.L. Gage andAude- 
line C. Fritz, have been filed on for con­
demnation court hearings. Both tracts of 
land are nearest the Wichita Falls water 
plant, which will be the origin of the pipe­
line. The hearings are to be held Monday.

The attorneys added that, of the 13 
properties to be crossed by the line, 
five other owners have signed the ease­
ments, two would as soon as they were 
given the papers, four were questionable 
about whether they would sign, and the two 
had decided to go to court.

Bill Wischmeyer, engineer working with 
the city on the pipeline project, said he 
had issued the work order to the con­
tractors and pipe would be arriving on the 
scene very soon.

Mr. and Mrs. H.A. Ratcliff appeared be­
fore the council to protest an individual

in the south part of town who had fenced 
off considerable property for horses. They 
claimed the individual had fenced city 
property as well as private property; was 
creating a health hazard with a large 
number of animals; was prohibiting child­
ren from playing in an established play 
area; and had a watch dog which had 
bitten more than one child.

They w ere  told  that the p o lice  w ould
lock Into the situation, and if any ordin­
a n c e s  w e r e  b e in g  b ro k e n , th e y  w ou ld  be  
c o r r e c t e d .
. Another group of c it iz e n s  requ ested  the 
c ity  to  c o r r e c t  “ u n d es irab le”  sew er  s e r ­
v ic e , o r  estab lish  se w e r  s e r v ic e  to som e , 
in the east part o f town. They charged  
that the service created problems regular­
ly and should be corrected, even if a pump 
station had to be constructed.

Delbert Catlin said the city had a main 
sewer line which crossed his backyard, 
and had a manhole in the yard. When 
problems arose, the sewage would back 
up and overflow into the yard, creating 
an undesirable condition.

Catlin also asked the city again to help 
with his drainage problem. He reminded 
the council he was in his third year of re ­
questing this service, and that every time a 
small rain fell in town, his business’ 
floor was flooded.

The council admitted their problem was 
coordinating the drainage improvement 
project with the county and highway de­
partment. They said it would be done.

About the sewer service problem, the 
council said an engineer would make a 
study of the area and give costs to co r­
rect the situation.

Dr. Earl Watson and Delbert Todd told 
the council a fence was being built across 
the alley from their homes which was 
making the alley too narrow, and wouldn’t 
even allow the sanitation department truck 
to pass. They questioned whose survey

Those leaving town for the 
holidays will not be here for the two 
elections.

Seven candidates have filed for the 
school trustee election. They include Jesse 
McCullough, only incumbent running, Pete 
Koonce, Delbert Catlin, Les Curry, Jim 
Frazier, Mrs. Pat (H.A.)StewartandMrs. 
Heleq (J.C.) Huff.

Eight candidates are in the running for 
the three alderman seats in the city elec­
tion.

Bradford and Kidwell schools and con­
ceivably send all students in grades five 
and six to the Valley View school.

“ The administration was instructed to 
make a more detailed study of teacher 
load, transportation, financing costs for 
the elementary grades. Some move must 
be made to compensate for the loss of 
students in the elementary grades this 
year,”  ended the statement.

The lower grades of four years ago 
have moved on into the junior and senior 
high classes, and these areas are now 
overcrowded for the facilities provided.
The high school, which has four grades, 
has grown over the four-year period from 
432 in 1968-69, to 529 in 1969-70, 612 
in 1970-71 and is 715 this year. Figures 
are similar in junior high.

The board promised to have much more 
information for the public on the possible 
solutions to the enrollment problem in the 
next few weeks.

In other action during the meeting, the 
board approved a proposal to advertise 
for bids to construct a field house at the 
varsity football stadium.

This is another action which has been 
studied at length by the board over a period 
of time, to relieve an overcrowded situ­
ation in the physical education dressing 
room s.

Board trustee Jesse McCullough es­
timated a 60 by 100 foot steel building 
could be erected and finished for approx­
imately $30,000. He said the bids would 
reflect his projection.

Stanley Williamson, chairman of the fi­
nance committee of the board, said money 
could be borrowed, if necessary, for not 
more than four per cent over a five-year 
period.

Bids on the building will be opened at 
the board's next regular meeting, 7:30p.m. 
April 11.

The board set June 15 and 16 for the 
meeting of the tax equalization board. The 
15th meeting will be for the public, and 
the 16th will be for oil and industrial 
hearings.

Tax collector Bill Steger reported that 
91 per cent of the district’ s taxes have 
been collected.

At the request of Gerald Franks, build­
ing maintenance employee, Franks was 
changed from an hourly employee to 
monthly. His salary was set at $400 per 
month, and he is now eligible for a two- 
week vacation as are all monthly em­
ployees.

A discussion was held by the board 
about erecting a barricade around the high 
school campus, which would prevent cars 
from being driven on lawns and sidewalks. 
Highway posts being discarded by the 
state highway department were suggested 
as possible solutions.

B oa rd  m em b ers  -were to ld  by Supt.
Nowell that 42 students from Holliday and 
47 from Electra wished to participate in 
the vocational classes offered here next 
year. The number is considerably larger 
than the board had anticipated.

They said they would have to wait until 
the local students had enrolled for next 
fall’s classes before they could accept 
any students from the neighboring dis­
tricts. Then, if additional students were 
needed to fill the classes, invite them to 
participate.

Robert Wilcox, head of the board's 
athletic committee, was given permission 
to have a firm use a special treatment to 
establish a grass cover on the slopes of 
the football stadium. The same system 
possibly will be used to grass the area 
around the vocation buildings, if top soil 
can be obtained.

Prior to closing of the meeting to the 
public, Cecil Streich, attending his last 
meeting as a trustee after three terms 
on the board, asked to make a statement.
He said:

"Whatever contribution I might have 
made over the years to the schools, I 
feel I’ve gained more from serving on it. 
I’ ve learned a greater appreciation for 
the school system and see a lot of things 
one has to put up with, than one not serv­
ing on the board could realize.”

Streich complimented the members of 
the board for their professional balance 
and effectiveness in serving the district.

“ All these late night sessions we've had 
have been compensated for by the fellow­
ship I’ve enjoyed,”  he said.

The so-called impossible has 

happened. Mathematicians have 
claimed that it is impossible to 
trisect an angle using only a 
straight edge and a compass and 
not using the straight edge for 
measuring.

Congratulations to our neighbors at 
Archer City as they begin their fourth 
annual rattlesnake hunt. We trust that 
someday there will be no rattlers to hunt- 
ecologists notwithstanding. Texas can 
boast of more snake bite victims annually 
than any other state, and though seldom 
fatal, the drugs and treatment that are 
necessary for snakebite are often harm­
ful.

So many tales are told about the rattler 
that it is often hard to separate fact 
from fiction. J. Frank Dobie used the 
snake in many of his stories, as do all 
writers of Texas folklore. Robert Jenni, 
writing in Oklahoma Today, is positive 
that the Kiowas buried their dead in spaces 
guarded by rattlers in the W ichita Moun­
tains. He quotes George Watchetaker as 
verifying this but no one seems to know 
the reason why it was done, because 
most Plains Indians buried their dead on 
platforms. Older Indians who may know 
why the dead were placed in these caves, 
refuse to discuss it. We also know that 
rattlesnakes were used in the rain dance 
ritual of many Indian tribes.

Birds of prey are the enemy of the 
rattler and chaparral birds are supposed 
to be capable of killing the snakes by 
building a corral of thorns about it, 
causing the snake so much agony that he 
commits suicide by injecting venom into 
his own body.

We do not know the exact purpose of a 
snake’ s rattlers, but we do know many 
people who collect the horny objects. A 
few years ago a local cowboy made a hat­
band from the skin of a snake and left 
the rattlers intact. One day as he rode 
into his driveway, he saw a large snake 
there but knew that the snake would be gone 
before he could get a weapon, so he threw 
his hat. The rattlers on the hat band vi­
brated, the snake crawled over to investi­
gate, giving the cowboy time to get off 
his horse and kill the snake.

Rattlesnakes are born in litters of ten 
to twelve and are abandoned immediately 
by their mother. They have been known 
to reach seven feet in length and live 
to the age of fourteen. They emit an odor 
when angry and do not always rattle be­
fore striking. They can be killed by 
pouring gasoline on them. The venom has 
some medicinal value in the laboratory. 
Their part in the balance of nature is 
not known exactly, except that they eat 
rodents. We do know that the supersti­
tion about planting castor beans in the 
garden to keep the snakes away is false, 
as more than one gardener can verify.

Local youth provide
Easter Seal manpower

The Methodist Youth Fellowship and 
Christian Youth Fellowship will be con­
ducting the 1972 Easter Seal campaign 
in Iowa Park, according to an announce­
ment by Mrs. Bill Thomas of Wichita 
Falls, general chairman for the eight- 
county area.

The Easter Seal appeal is held on be­
half of the North Texas Rehabilitation 
Center in Wichita Falls where children 
and adults from Iowa Park receive needed 
therapy.

Appeal will be held in Iowa Park Monday 
and Tuesday, according to Lee McClelland 
and Keith Lance, presidents of the two 
sponsoring groups. It will be a door-to- 
door canvas.

A total of 80 children and adults from 
Iowa Park have received help at the Re­
habilitation Center, which provides 
physical, occupational and speech therapy, 
gross motor and language development 
training, auditory (hearing) evaluations 
and training, counseling relating to handi­
caps and perceptual training. It also 
loans equipment and furnishes informa­
tion.

Children who benefit by therapy include 
those with cerebral palsy, spina bifida 
(open spine) or other birth defects, learn­

ing or language problems, speech handi­
caps and hearing difficulties.

Adults receiving therapy are those who 
suffer from arthritis or other crippling 
diseases, victims of strokes or those who 
are injured in accidents.

While the main purpose of the Easter 
Seal appeal is to raise funds for support 
of the rehabilitation center, Mrs. Thomas 
pointed out there is a second function: 
To create an awareness of the handi­
capped individuals’ abilities.

‘ ‘We hope to promote an increasing un­
derstanding in the minds of all Iowa Park 
residents of the needs and accomplish­
ments of handicapped persons,”  Mrs. 
Thomas declared.

She said the community can help a handi­
capped child or adult the most by accept­
ing him as an individual, by giving him a 
job (if an adult) he is trained for and by 
contributing to Easter Seals which make it 
possible for him to have therapy.

Annual emphasis on Easter Seals has 
still a third purpose: To make Iowa Park 
residents aware of services offered and 
help available at the rehabilitation center. 
Mrs. Thomas urged anyone knowing of a 
child or adult needing therapy to contact 
the rehabilitation center, located at 516 
Denver, Wichita Falls, 76301, or telephone 
322-0771.

Extensive promotion started cm
to  s a v e  B ig  T h ic k e t  f r o m  a x e

Gov. Preston Smith proclaimed 
March 1-7 as “ Big Thicket Week”  in 
Texas. The Texas Federation of Women’ s 
Clubs has decided to go all out to save 
this beautiful spot and the women are urg­
ing every man, woman and child to write 
to someone who can help save the Big 
Thicket.

What is the Big Thicket? It is a vast 
expanse of dense forest in five counties 
in Texas covering 300,000 acres of lush 
underbrush, 67 different species of trees, 
300 different birds, small animals of all 
kinds, slime, mold, algae and fungi that 
scientists all over the U.S. are using as 
a laboratory to see what can be made from 
them. This forest is the home of the only 
Indian Reservation in Texas. These Indians 
own 4,444 acres of this forest, their home 
for over 100 years.

Years ago this great wilderness, not too 
far from the great population centers of 
Dallas, Houston ana the Beaumont-Port 
Arthur complex of East Texas was 100 
miles long and 50 miles scattered across 
Hardin, Polk, Tyler, Liberty and San Ja­
cinto counties. Forests, swamps, 
marshes, prairies, jungles, bogs, cave 
brakes, hills and flat land, bayous, and 
swift running creeks mingle here in un­
heard of varieties.

Pioneers, working their way from 
Louisiana into Texas in the 1800’s found 
their paths blocked many times by the 
denseness of the forest. Forced to turn 
back they called the impassable wilder­
ness ‘ ‘ The Big Thicket” . There were no 
trails by land — and later only by canoe 
could the Indians get in. It was so dense 
and dark it caused them to be afraid to 
stay. Spanish padres had reported its 
existence between their mission and the 
Gulf of Mexico. They called it the Thicket 
no one could go through.

It is interesting to know who were the 
first to live in the thicket. At one time it 
was called “ Tight-Eye”  because the In­
dians who came at the invitation of Sam 
Houston to live there said you had to shut 
your eyes and plunge through. This they 
did and finally established their homes 
there. At present their reservation is on 
4,444 acres and they live in 74 houses. 
The closest town to them is Livingston. 
They go to school there, work there, but 
they always go home at night — this Ala­
bama Coushata tribe.

Other pioneers were run-away slaves, 
men who refused to go to the army, fugi­
tives who were being hunted, escapees, all 
melted into this trackless recess never 
to be found.

General Sam Houston had planned to take 
his army into this vast, dense forest if he 
had lost at San Jacinto. So dense is it 
even yet that Hardin County maintains a 
pack of blood hounds to rescue people who 
are lost in the great wilderness. If a visit­
or does not return when he should the 
hounds are sent for him.

From these sources emerged a tough 
breed of pioneers, whose way of life during 
the past 100 years bears remembering, 
especially in the light of today’ s modern 
living.

Why is it so important to save the thic­
ket for posterity, for tourism in Texas, 
for a scientific laboratory, for Texas to 
enjoy and be proud of? Because there is 
nothing like it anywhere in Texas, not even 
in the U.S. It has a uniqueness all its own. 
With its lush growth and 64 inches of

rainfall a year, there are trees found here 
that are found no where else in the U.S. 
There are trees large enough to build a 
four-room  house, and champion trees 
found no where else. The Big Thicket has 
the largest red cedar, black hickory, red 
bay, silver bell. There is also a loblolly 
tree that annually turns from green to gold 
and back again — a phenomenon not yet 
explained.

The champion trees in this forest are: 
the water tupelo, Texas honey locust, 
schuard oak, American hornbeam, Her­
cules club, water hickory and white ash. 
Some of these champion trees are not 
found anywhere else in the U.S. There 
are also many varieties of wild orchids.

Four of the five meat-eating plants in 
America are found in the Big Thicket. 
Scientists estimate the presence of more 
than 100  species of fungi and algae not 
yet classified and 1,00 0  not even named.

People naturally ask, ‘ ‘Why be so dis­
turbed over this land now?”  Years ago 
there were three and one half million 
acres — now there are only 300,000. It 
is being chopped away at a rate of 50 
acres a day by lumber companies who own 
much of the Big Thicket-- all are northern 
companies with the exception of the Texas 
Co. of Lufkin. Where the hard woods, 
oaks, magnolai, beech and hickories try to 
grow they are cut down or extinguished 
by herbicides. They are replacing the 
beautiful trees with slash pine.

The Texas Federation of Women’ s Clubs 
is trying to save 100,000  acres of the 
thicket for a National Park. Members are 
asking school children and adults to tell 
the Big Thicket story to Washington offi­
cials by writing letters during the month 
of March. The main plea is to be to ask 
Secretary of the Interior, Rogers Morton, 
and President Nixon to save the thicket 
for them.

During the afternoon, Harold Cowley, 
vocational director, and Miller will give a 
briefing on the vocational school to precede 
visitation to the various departments. In­
cluded on the itinerary will be a visit to 
a new home under construction by the 
Building Trades, and the General 
Construction and Office Duplicating Prac­
tice Clusters under C.V.A.E.

The cou n cil rep lied  that a  survey and 
study o f the situation  viould ho m ade, 
and the alley w ould toe opened to city 
specifications, whether it be on their 
property or the neighbor’ s property. Anew 
survey of the block, they were told, will 
establish the lines of the allev.

Iowa Park will soon have a taxi ser­
vice In operation. A franchise to operate 
was granted to Ralph Stone, who said his 
rates would be $ 1 per call inside the 
city limits, except north of the express­
way, which would be $1.25.

R.B. Wilkerson of the sanitation de­
partment gave a report on the schools he 
had attended the past two years, the costs 
and how they had paid the city a return. 
He noted the city had paid $363.40 for 
seven different schools he had attended, 
and one school on ‘ ‘ home-made bacteria”  
for the sewer treatment plant was saving 
$ 10  a day over com m ercial bacteria.

Residents in Park Plaza and Garden 
Valley are due house number changes, it 
was pointed out. Notification of correct 
addresses is being mailed.

A study is being made by the city, it 
was pointed out, to determine if a charge 
will be levied residents for cleaning their 
alleys, similar to mowing weeds on vacant 
lots.
