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Trustees agree
to annexa

Iowa Park school trustees
Thursday evening said they would
accept annexation of a tract of land
from the Burkburnett district, if
approved by the county judge.

Trustees turned down a proposal to
lease equipment for a computer
assisted instruction program, and
took no action on extension of the
superintendent’s contract.

Paperwork was submitted to the
board by Wichita Falls Attorney
Clayton Kramer, representing “'six
registered voters” now in the
Burkburnett school district, alleging
a “"majority” had signed a petition to
detach from the Burk district and
annex with Iowa Park.

Names of the residents were not on
the paperwork filed as part of the
meeting's minutes, but the tract is in
the corner bordered on the north by
Bacon Road and on the east by FM
369.

According to Kramer's letter, “two
or three pupils’” reside on the tract,
and the land has an assessed value of
$9,500.

Burkburnett trustees have report-
edly turned down the proposal, which
now will be submitted to the county
judge for a determination.

Equipment for the computer
assisted instruction program has
been on lease from the Region IX
Service Center in Wichita Falls since
December, on a trial basis.

Proposed was that the district
continue to lease the equipment the
remainder of the school year, and
consider purchase for next year.

It was rejected by a 24 vote,
though the minutes do not reflect how
individual trustees voted.

Concerning Supt. Faris Nowell's
contract, the only reference in the
minutes is that the board adjourned
into a closed session, and re-opened,
without taking any action.

One source, however, told the
Leader that Nowell's three-year
contract, given last year, was not
extended to make it a new three-year
contract.

Traditionally, the board has acted
on the superintendent’s contract in
January, the contracts of principals,
department heads and other key
personnel in February, and classroom
teachers in March.

Indications are that the majority of
the present board is reluctant to give
any school employee more than a
year-to-year contract, though this is
not reflected in the board's minutes
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or policies.

If the board takes no action on the
superintendent’'s present contract, it
will expire after the 1979-80 school
year.

Aldermen receive more feedbac
about container trash project

The city council got more of the
Monday night: residents
alleys don't want trash
containers put in their front yards.
At the last meeting, aldermen
heard primarily from residents of
Shiloh Estates. Monday's group was
composed mainly of people living on
Emma Drive.

spoke against the
containerized project for the rest of
the town, as long as those without
alleys could have some system which
would not require containers left on
the front curbs.

Mayor Johnny Crawford repeated-
ly told the audience that it was not
the city’s intentions to put containers
in the front yards, and that an
alternate system would be used.

Possible alternates mentioned
were requiring bags, either plastic or
a certain type of paper, and a smaller
individual metal container which
would be wheeled to the curb by the
resident for mechanical dumping.

Equipment has already been
ordered to initiate mechanical
garbage pickup for the city. It was
pointed out that the city’s two packer
trucks were in serious need of being
replaced, that the new mechanical
collection trucks cost less than the
present packer trucks.

It was further pointed out that the
containerized system would produce
a major savings to the city, over a
five-year period, by reducing costly
manpower.

Original intent was to reduce the
department from six to two
personnel, producing the savings.
However, the number of personnel to
pick up trash at the curbs in areas
where containers will not be placed
has not yet been determined,
therefore an accurate estimate of
savings could not be made.

However, City Administrator told
the council and audience “If we don't
do something, the time is rapidly

arriving when we won't even be able
to pick up garbage.”

He pointed out that it is next to
impossible to hire dependable help for
the sanitation department. Since Dec.
15, he said, he has had 14 names to fill
six positions, and during the past two
weeks, two members of the street
department have been used to help
out while the jobs go wanting.

One of the packer trucks has been
inoperable for a period of time,
awaiting repairs. This has forced a
street department dump truck into
use, and Constable A.L. Bohannon
stated he had received complaints
about trash being scattered along the
route to the sanitary landfill.

When the trash containers are
situated in the residential areas, four
homes will be expected to use one
container, if they are closely enough
situated. Some variations are
expected, where homes are more
scattered.

Larger containers will be installed
in the business sections of town.

Twice-a-week pickup will be
maintained in the residential areas.

The city expects to have at least
one truck equipped with an
attachment which will wash and
deodorize the containers on a regular
schedule, to maintain cleanliness and
hold down objectionable odors. In
addition, aldermen are considering
requiring use of plastic bags.

Both were bid on a
police type equipment package, with
351 cubic inch engines.

The vote was split on the purchase,
with C.A. Hicks, Gregory Ross and
Lita Watson voting for, Bud Adams
against, and Joe Singer abstaining.

Several salary adjustments were
approved. Bobby Griffith, sewer and
water department superintendent,
was raised to $475 each two-week pay
period, librarians to $2.65 an hour and
police dispatchers to $2.70.

Ordinance 267, annexing into the
city the land on Johnson Road where
the city water tower is located, was
approved.

Aldermen gave Ben Campbell of
Lewisville permission to work with
the city attorney to draft a proposed
cable television franchise ordinance
for council consideration.

Campbell, who told the city council
some five years ago he wanted to put
a cable system here when he felt the
time was right, asked for a 20-year
franchise without council restrictions
on rates, and offered three percent of
gross annual payment to the city.

The system would offer nine
channels, six besides the three
channels now received without cable.

The businessman stated he would
include in the ordinance a clause
which would forfeit the franchise if he
did not have the system in operation
or under construction within a year of
its passage, if accepted by the city.

The city's electrical code was
amended, with one section to read,
“Presentation of a valid electrical
license from a city with which a
reciprocal agreement has been
signed, will serve as proof of
experience and waive any testing
requirement for an equivalent license
upon payment of the license fee and

posting of any required bond.”
Aldermen spent the latter portion
of the meeting discussing remodeling
of the entire city hall. Mayor
Crawford suggested his original
proposal of a three-year phasing of
remodeling might not be a good idea,
in light of the fact that costs are rising
at least 10 per cent annually.
Alderman Hicks suggested the
proposal might be put before the
people for reaction, but it was pointed
out that without any plans and cost
estimates, there would be nothing to
show residents about the project.
During the discussion, it was
pointed out that a fireproof storage
room added onto the city hall some
eight years ago is crumbling and
unsafe to personnel, and much of the
wiring in the overall building would
not even meet city-required standar-
ds.
No action was taken.

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Illegal aliens topic of study club program

A matter of current grave
concern to the U.S. was
given preeminence in the 23
Study Club’s program Thu-
rsday afternoon when Mrs.
Chauncey Weiler presented
a program through lecture
and questions and answers
m “Illegal Aliens."”

“One of the most worri
some problems which our
government is facing right
now is the problem of illegal

Mrs. Weiler stated that
there were between eight
and twelve million illegal
aliens in the U.S. at the

She said
that some of the people
closest to the problem
estimated that there would
be 80 million illegal aliens by
2000 if the influx is not
stopped.

The speaker observed
that illegal aliens were
scattered all over the U.S.
and that they were conside
red indispensable the
economy by some cities
because they were willing to
work hard and work for
cheaper wages.

Don’tlet your child burn

Inthe time it takes to read
the next few paragraphs,
several homes in this
country will catch fire, A
residence burns every 45
seconds, adding up to 1,900
fires a day and almost
700,000 a year. Almost 7,000
persons die in these fires
and at least a fourth of the
victims are children under
14 years of age.

Most children are patheti-
cally helpless to save
themselves in a fire.
Through lack of knowledge
and practice, they make
deadly mistakes, such as
rushing into smoke-filled
hallways or down burning
stairways when they might
escape through a window.

Some do not evenattempt to

escape through a window.
Some do not even attempt to
escape. They wander in
bewilderment or panic.
Many hide in closets or
under beds, waiting in vain
for someone to rescue them.
Many are later found dead
by firemen.

The tragedy is that
youngsters could get out
alive if parents would take a
few minutes to teach them
how. Schools routinely hold
fire drills. Yet, fire drills at
home are seldom thought of,
much less done on a regular
basis. A child is about 200
times more likely to be
caught in fire at home than
at school.

The child who has
practiced what to do in case

of fire is much less
susceptible to panic and has
abetter chance of surviving,
fire authorities agree. This
has been proved by
thousands of fire-drill train-
ed pupils who have safely
escaped from burning scho-
ols.

There must be a main
route and, in case that is
blocked, an alternate route.
Pay special attention to
escapes from bedrooms
where fire is most likely to
trap you. Don't rely much on
stairways because these
often are flooded with heat
and deadly smoke, making
passage impossible.

Remember, your best
escape route is through a
window, perhaps one that

opens onto a garage deck or
porch roof. Even if you can't

get to the ground from
there, you usually can use a
sturdy trellis or commer-
cally available fire-escape
ladder, either portable or
permanently installed. A
knotted rope might work for
athletic youngsters if they
go down hand over hand
instead of sliding.

Decide who will help very
young children or the
elderly in the family and
where you will meet after
the escape. This will prevent
the risk of going inside to
check on someone who is
already safe. Youngsters

may be instructed to go to a
neighbor's home which can
serve as a place to meet and
a place to call for help away
from the location of the fire.
A few minutes planning
now may save a life later.
