Winter storm grips area
With memories of a month long 

freezing spell here a year ago. 
residents had resigned themselves to 
a similar winter this week, when 
relief came Tuesday night in the form 
of warmer winds from the south.

After t wo days of icy roads Monday 
and I uesday, and the outlook of even 
worse weather setting in Tuesday 
night, in the form of a heavy ice 
storm, school officials cancelled 
classes for Wednesday.

The determination to cancel classes 
was made in the early evening, in 
order to notify students and faculty 
through the air media.

Then yesterday morning, residents 
were pleasantly surprised to find 
temperatures barely at the freezing 
level, and climbing.

One school official said buses had 
no trouble on the roads, carrying 
students to and from campuses, but 
admitted the road conditions after 
school Tuesday were worse than they 
had been Monday or that morning.

Iowa Park police yesterday said 
they had not been called to 
investigate an accident in the city, a 
surprise to them but certainly no 
disappointment.
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However one officer did investigate 
a one vehicle accident Monday 
morning, on the eastern outskirts of 
the city. Mark Dean Skelton, 514 W. 
Alameda, lost control of his van when 
leaving the city limits on the old 
highway, but was not injured when 
his van rolled on the side of the road 
and came to rest upside down.

Apparently the most serious 
incident resulting from the icy 
conditions occurred on the junior high 
campus Tuesday morning.

Barry Sumner, son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Robert Sumner, reportedly had 
enjoyed a short slide on the sidewalk 
in Iront of the school prior to opening 
ol classes. He started to step back 
onto the walk when he slipped, 
landing on the edge of the concrete, 
and reportedly fractured one leg in 
five places.

Two other minor injuries were 
reported on the same campus. 
Principal Jimmy Alsup said Jerry 
Allen was pushed while leaving the 
building Monday afternoon, landing 
on his face. He was in class the next

morning, however. And a female 
student slipped while walking from 
the band hall to the main building, 
landing on the back of her head. She, 
also, returned to class the next day.

I ity police called the Department 
of Public Transportation to investi 
gate the Skelton wreck, but were 
asked to fill out the proper forms 
because all DPS personnel were at 
least two wrecks behind, indicating 
the heavy number of accidents on 
highways throughout the area that 
morning.

Workers of the city’s street 
department, as well as the highway 
department, began early Monday 
spreading numerous truckloads of 
sand on intersections, which possibly 
could be credited with the low 
number of vehicle accidents.

The city council meeting, which 
was scheduled Monday night, was 
cancelled due to street conditions. 
Steve Morath, city administrator, 
said the council will not meet until its 
next regularly scheduled meeting of 
Feb. 11.

Those who keep records of 
actual costs may claim 
operating expenses and 
fixed expenses, such as 
depreciation and insurance, 
for business use of their 
automobile.

Instead of claiming actual 
expenses, taxpayers may 
use an optional mileage 
allowance method. tax­
payers can deduct 18.5 cents 
for each mile driven for 
business purposes, and eight 
cents per mile for charitable, 
medical, or moving ex 
penses. In all instances, 
parking and toll fees may be 
claimed in addition to the 
mileage rate.

Information concerning 
automobile deductions ap­
pears in the instructions 
accompanying the tax forms.

No one conversant with 
Christianity would try to 
establish its truth in a test 
tube or with a textbook on 
logic. Christianity's claim is 
not that it was discovered by 
man. but that it was 
revealed by God through 
Jesus Christ and his inspired 
Apostles. Yet, New Testa­
ment writers often illustrat 
ed and reinforced their 
teaching with principles of 
reason. An infinitely wise 
God has not acted 
irrationally or purely arbi 
trarilv in matters of 
salvation, but with a 
systematic consistency com­
pletely within reason.

This overview of God’s 
plan for redemption is 
designed to consider several 
of the components of 
Christ's way of life from the 
standpoint of reason. 

SALVATION FROM SIN:
The "good tidings to all the 
people" Luke 2:10 was the 
birth of him who was to be 
all men's Savior from sin.

In ancient 
Rome. Seneca wrote, “We 
are wicked, have been, will 
be. \\ e have all done wrong, 
and shall go on doing it to 
the end of the chapter.” 
Today's crime rate probably 
exceeds that of Seneca’s 
•lay. And crowded psychia­
trists' offices witness to the 
reality of guilt. Christ’s offer

of forgiveness of sin is surel 
speaking to man's deepes 
need.

I suspect three types of offices have 
been receiving a landslide of business 
since Pres. Jimmy Carter’s state of 
the nation address last Wednesday 
evening.

They would be the registrar offices 
at colleges and universities where 
students go to enroll; the immigration 
offices in Canada and Mexico, and the 
county clerk's offices where marriage 
licenses are issued.

Carter, you will remember, 
mentioned the key word “draft".

Of course, all he said was that he 
wanted persons registered for 
drafting into armed forces...  not that 
it was to begin. . . just the
registering.

And all of a sudden, all the 
do-gooders, draft dodgers and what 
have you started denouncing the idea. 
Among them was Sen. Ted Kennedy, 
of course.

The American public has just about 
adopted the theory that our nation 
was wrong for participating in the 
Vietnam war. And men were drafted 
into the armed forces for that conflict. 
Hence, the draft is wrong.

They don’t remember that there 
was a draft during World War II, and

that action possibly saved not only 
the U.S. but the entire world from 
domination of Germany and Japan. 
That draft was good.

fYseems the most common reaction 
you hear from those of draft age is 
"Oh, if there's a war, of course I’ll join 
up and fight for my country." And I 
think they really mean it.

Rut folks, you just don’t have that 
much time. If we wait until there 
really is a war, it's too late.

There is no question that if our 
shores had been attacked with 
sufficient force in 1941, we would 
have lost. We had enough warning, 
but action w asn’t begun soon enough.

First of all, one Washington official 
said this week it would require 
several months just to set up the 
mechanics of registering those of 
draft age. That doesn’t include 
drafting.

In the days of conventional 
warfare, a minimum of three months 
were required between the draft and

*

being ready for front line action. Rut 
today, conventional warfare is 
limited, and there is more training 
required to do the work of the 
military.

IIow about the military we have 
today? There are a lot of really good, 
talented people in the military. Rut. 
there's also a lot of folks in there who 
are so unqualified they can’t read a 
simple list of instructions to open a 
can of Spam.

Think I’m kidding? Check it out. 
Just about every military installation 
is opening a school for remedial 
reading!

No, I’m not beating the drums of 
war. Far from it. Rut I’ve lived 
through three and some things 
become clear after a while. And one of 
them is, you must be ready if there is 
any possibility of a military conflict.

You don’t wait until after the 
rattlesnake bites you to read the first 
aid booklet, and find out you forgot to 
bring the kit with you.

It 
has been said the 6th graders can 
move to the blue building at the 
junior high. At first, the board said 
the 6th graders could hold PE classes 
between the buildings then, when 
pressed, they said they probably 
C iiu ld  u s i*  I h e i r y m .  W e  w i l l  b e  p i o v i n t f

these 6th graders from a school 
having gym facilities with showers to 
playing outside or maybe using the jr. 
high gym. The fifth graders, if moved 
to the two elementary schools would 
be housed in existing Music and PE 
rooms with Music being forced to 
share the library (supposedly library 
and Music classes do not overlap, 
however at times they do). That is, 
they say, if they don’t go back to the 
plan brought forth a few' years ago to 
split the elementary schools w-ith 
certain grades at one school and the 
remaining grades at the other. This, 
too. was to save money but met with 
much parental disapproval and was 
not implemented.

Let’s urge the school board to plan
t h e  n e x t  s t e p  in  d e t a i l  b e f o r e  c l o s i n g

the Valley View campus. When this is 
done, then let the people use their 
cool heads and open minds to decide if 
it’s worth it.

Fields infested with mites 
usually have a grayish or 
silvery appearance when 
viewed from the distance. 
They feed at night and 
return to the ground during 
the day making them 
difficult to find. Their body 
is almost 1 black with 
reddish orange legs. Since I 
have trouble seeing red 
green colors, it is difficult for 
me to distinguish the leg 
color on the mites.

The sudden lush growth 
on some wheat fields is 
resulting in bloat problems 
for livestock producers. Ray 
Hicks and Randy Davis of 
Iowa Park found one bloated 
dead cow and two bloated 
stocker calves still alive on 
wheat this past week.

They gave the calves a 
pint of mineral oil each to 
relieve the bloat. These 
animals were sent to 
market. The sale of chronic 
bloaters is a management 
t e c h n i q u e  u se d  to  r e d u c e

l o s s e s  t o  l > i o ; t f .

As the wheat pastures 
become more lush, other 
cattlemen grazing wheat 
will want to watch for 
bloating problems. Feeding 
hay, bloat guard blocks, or 
liquid feed, containing po- 
loxalene will usually elimi­
nate bloat losses.

This mild winter could 
result in a premature 
invasion of greenbugs. 
Emory Boring, Extension 
entomologist said, “Green 
bug populations increased 
last week, but infestations 
are still light." The Wichita 
County wheat scouting is 
performed by Tim Geotz in 
fields between Elect ra. 
Punkin Center, and Iowa 
Park.

Last year’s severe cold 
resulted in virtually no 
green bug problems. This 
year's mild conditions could 
cause thi1 opposite. Green 
bugs reproduce rapidly 
between 55 degrees and 90 
degrees, however. their 
natural enemies cannot 
r e p r o d u c e  in t e m p e r a t u r e s  
be lo w  65 d e g r e e s .  A mild

greenbugs. On the other 
hand, temperatures below 
20 degrees for 5-7 days can 
greatly reduce greenbug 
populations. Growers are 
alerted to greenbug possi 
hilities during the coming 
weeks so they can keep 
fields under regular obser 
vation.

The varieties in the wheat 
demonstration by Dan 
Flippin at Bunkin Center 
have been observed in their 
early growth. There are 13 
wheat varieties in this test 
which includes the two 
newly released varieties - 
TAM 105 and TAM 106. 
Flippin indicates the TAM 
105 made a slow start 
compared to the others. We 
do not know if this is a 
variety characteristic or the 
vigor of the seed planted. 
In all probability, it was the 
lower vigor seed. Yields will 
be taken at harvest to 
evaluate the performance of 
each variety.

on increase across country
Do-it-voursell oil changes are and smack the chisel handle

with a mallet This will loosenon the increase throughout the 
country

A recent survey finds that 
,45 h percent ol all men and 
women w ho bought motor oil in 
1975 changed oil themselves 
This figure increased to 4b 4 
percent last year

One ol the principal reasons 
for this increase in D1Y oil 
changing activity is increasing 
oil and service costs. But cer­
tainly another has to he the fact 
that so many people find what 
they formerly thought to he a 
tiresome chore to he a eonipara- 
tivelv simple task, according to 
the Penn/oil Company

Assemble the few tools you'll 
need: An adjustable open-end or 
box wrench to remove the 
crankcase drain plug, a filter 
wrench, and receptacles to re­
ceive and dispose of the used 
oil Check your owner's manual 
and have on hand the correct 
number of quarts of motor oil 
required for your particular car. 
and a new oil filter

2 Wait for crankcase to 
empty — usually about three 
minutes But let it drain longer, 
if possible. The more dirty oil 
you allow to drain, the less dirty
011 remains in the engine. Be 
careful—oil will be hot!

5 Clean dram plug and. w ith 
plug gasket in place, screw plug 
clockwise into oil pan by hand 
If you feel resistance, check that 
plug is not in crosswise This 
will damage threads. Tighten 
firmly with wrench, hut don't 
overtighten as you may destroy 
oil pan.

4 Changing filter. Place a 
w aste pan under the oil filter and 
use your oil filter wrench at the 
base ol the filter to turn it 
counter-clockwise. If the filter 
is frozen in place, hammer a 
chisel through the filter canister

the filter, which can then be re­
moved and discarded Remove 
old gasket with filter.

5 Important—clean filter
seating surface. Use putty 
knife to scrape oft any remain­
ing gasket material which may 
be stuck to engine surface. Lub­
ricate new filter gasket with 
used oil. Spin new filter
clockwise onto engine. When 
lilter becomes difficult to turn 
by hand, give it one more half­
turn by hand ONLY.

ft. f ill crankcase through the 
oil fill opening at top of engine 
with the required number of 
quarts. Check oil level with 
dipstick

7. Start engine and run it at 
fast-idle for a minute or two. Do 
not race engine. Turn off igni­
tion and check under car for oil 
leaks If there's a leak, tighten 
drain plug or filter a little more.

follow your owner's manual 
recommendations and change 
your oil more frequently under 
these extreme driving condi­
tions.

Windshield w iper care is fre­
quently neglected when spring 
and summer weather arrive. 
Too often, motorists believe 
that winter is the only time for 
special concern about wind 
shield visibility.

Spring rainshowers. dirt 
splattered on windshields from 
other vehicles, and improperly 
functioning equipment all cun 
be a source of motoring 
headaches.

For most of these problems, 
there can be an easy solution. 
Here are a few tips on solving 
common windshield woes.

When you are driving tn light 
rain, use windshield washers to 
cut through smear-causing, oily 
road film.

When wipers smear in only 
one direction, it usually indi­
cates hardened rubber. Washing 
the rubber refills in warm water 
and exposing them to warm air 
will usually solve this problem.

Rubber refills that have stif­
fened and lost flexibility can 
cause chattering and skipping. 
If that happens, these rubber re­
fills should he replaced. Chat­
tering can also occur if the metal 
part of the blade is bent.
