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Man shot to death 
Monday afternoon

A 46-year-old Iowa Park man died 
Monday afternoon after the first of 
two shootings in the city in a 10 hour 
period. The other individual, 
reportedly an attempted suicide, 
survived.

James Leon Harrington Jr. was 
pronounced1 dead at the scene, 1002 
East Cash, by a local physician. Dr. 
Erwin Soell.

Police were notified approximately 
5:25 p.m. by Park Clinic, to which a 
telephone call for help had been made 
by the victim's wife.

Officer Bill Hamilton was the first 
to arrive, and found Harrington lying 
blood covered kitchen floor.

Four other people were in the home 
at the time. They were Mrs. 
Harrington, her two sons, and her 
mother, Mrs. Myrtie Martin. They 
to ld  Officer H a m ilto n  th e  d e a d  man 

had e n te r e d  th e  h o u se  th ro u g h  th e  
o u ts id e  V tilthen  d o o r, tro m  th e  b a c h  
y a rd , b le e d in g  tro m  th e  m o u th  a n d  
n o se , a n d  te tt  t o  th e  floor.

Upon his arrival at the house. Chief 
Charles Whittingstall contacted his 
radio dispatcher and had all off-duty 
officers to report to assist in the 
investigation.

Harrington had been working in 
the yard that afternoon, cutting 
weeds and unwanted iris leaves and 
hauling them to the rear of the place 
where they were dumped.

Officers followed traces of blood 
through the back yard to where 
Harrington had been dumping the 
cuttings. There, between two sheds, 
the trail of blood ended, possibly 
indicating he first began bleeding at 
that point.

Police combed the overgrown 
neighborhood for any signs which 
might indicate someone had shot a 
gun at Harrington, because no 
weapon was found at or around the 
end of the trail of blood.

None of the occupants of the home, 
nor any of the neighbors, could 
remember hearing a gunshot, 
Whittingstall said.

Tracing the possible route, some 35 
steps, Harrington took from the rear 
of the  house, blood sp la tte rs  
increased in frequency.

An Iowa Park woman was in the 
intensive care unit of Wichita General 
Hospital Tuesday afternoon after a 
reported attempt to take her life.

Neena M. Lucas, 28, was treated 
for two 'small calibre shots in her 
abdomen in the hospital, where she 
was taken by ambulance.

I)r. Soell said, after a preliminary 
look at the body, that it appeared a 
small calibre bullet had entered 
Harrington’s right cheek. He said it 
was possible that the bullet had 
punctured the main artery, causing 
him to hemmorhage to death.

An autopsy was ordered Tuesday 
morning in Wichita Falls, but its start 
was delayed until 1 p.m. Whittingstall 
sit id he was hopeful that the bullet 
could bo found still in the body, which 
would be important to his investiga 
tion.

Officers searched the neighbor­
hood, and also the Martin house, until 
10 p.m. Monday, and resumed their 
search Tuesday morning.

Harrington was released April 23 
from the state prison at Huntsville 
after serving a three-year term. 
According to one source, he had been
c h a rg e d  w ith  th e ft  o v e r  $ 2 0 0  fou r
different times in 1976.

Police received a telephone call at 
3:21 a.m. Tuesday, and found Mrs. 
Lucas, her husband and o ther 
members of the family in the home at 
300 W. Pecan.

ordinance a paragraph at a time, 
aldermen found only one section with 
which they could not agree and 
instructed City Administrator Steve 
Morath to rework it for action at the 
next meeting, which is not scheduled 
until July.

Members disagreed with a 
requirement that all mobile homes 
should have a storage building made 
of fireproof materials, but did agree 
with a sentence which stated “No 
storage of any material will be 
permitted underneath the mobile 
home.’’

One section requires mobile homes 
to be completely underskirted with 
masonry, porcelainized steel, baked 
enamel steel or other material equal 
in fire resistance, durability and 
appearance.

Iowa Park, Holliday 
tax rebates higher

While the June sales tax rebate 
to cities was down slightly, 
state wide, Iowa Park and Holliday 
enjoyed a healthy increase over the 
same period last year.

The 936 Texas cities reported 
receiving $65.3million this month, 
down from the $67.7 million for June 
of 1979.

Iowa Park’s check was for 
$12,180.33, over the $7,66&11 it 
received the same month a year ago.

Holliday's check almost doubled the 
June 1979 check, $7,465.94 as 
compared to $4,416.76.

Iowa Park has received $41,387 so 
far this calendar year, well above the 
$31,943 for the same period in 1979, a 
29 percent increase.

Holliday is 86 percent above 1979 
so far, having received $31,604 as 
compared to $16,919 last year.

action on mobile home ordinance
Another requires all mobile homes 

to meet requirements set by the 
state, which mainly deals with 
tie-downs.

The fourth paragraph deals with a 
requirement that mobile homes in the 
dty, but not in mobile home parks, 
must be owned by the same person 
who owns the land on which it is 
located.

“If a mobile home or trailer is 
located outside of an approved and 
conforming mobile home park, then 
the lot and mobile home or trailer 
must be owned by the same person as 
evidenced by certificate of title and 
deed, respectively," it states.

Mayor Johnny Crawford said the 
section encourages home-owner pride 
and discourages unapproved mobile 
home parks.

If the ordinance is approved, those 
affected will have two years in which 
to comply with the provisions.

Never use home canning "short 
cuts," such as a microwave oven 
which can explode jars or leave food 
unsafe to eat, advises Barbara 
Cornelius, W ichita County Extension 
Agent.

Use either a water bath canner or a 
pressure canner for home canning, 
and know the difference between the 
two. Water bath canners will safely 
preserve high acid foods, such as 
tomatoes, fruits and pickles. These 
foods need only reach boiling point 
temperature for safe processing. On 
the other hand, pressure canners are 
a “must" for low-acid foods, meats 
and poultry.

Low acid foods include all vegeta 
hies, except tomatoes. Pressure 
canners are necessary for low acid 
foods, because these foods must reach 
temperatures about 212 degrees 
(boiling point of water) for safety.

Pressure canners process these 
foods safely when their temperature 
reach 240 degrees, the temperature 
required to kill any botulism toxin 
producing organisms which can 
thrive on low acid foods if not des

troyed in processing. In addition, 
both water bath canners and pressure 
canners will equalize the pressure 
inside and outside jars during 
processing, to prevent explosion.

Microwave ovens cannot equalize 
pressure, so explosion likely will 
occur. Also, microwave ovens 
produce an uneven heat transfer, so 
jar centers probably do not reach a 
temperature high enough to sterilize 
food.

As a second safety step, heat all 
home-canned food on the stove top 
before eating: 10 minutes for pints of 
food; 15 minutes for quarts.

That will kill any botulism toxin 
that may have formed because of 
improper canning methods.

Do not use a microwave for heating 
home-canned foods, either. Research 
has not determined the time length 
necessary to kill botulism toxin in 
microwave ovens.

In the midst of this period of 
chaotic change in the moral realm, 
modern man, whether he is young or 
old, needs to know essentially two 
things.

City purchases pickup, 
raises policeman’s pay

H olliday News
Holliday city council accepted a 

bid from Murphy Brothers Chevrolet 
for a 1980 half-ton pickup and raised 
Holliday policeman Larry Spencer’s 
salary to $900 per month, in major 
action taken Monday night.

The bid from Murphy Brothers 
Chevrolet was lowest at $5,168. Other 
bids opened were Bates Barrios 
$5,246.96, Ralph Morgan Dodge 
$5,678.30, and Shaw Ford $5,654.45.

When asked by council members 
who would drive the pickup, mayor 
Tom Hall said, "I will drive it most of 
the time, but it will also be used by 
other city workers, including those at 
the new sewer plant."

The pickup now being used by 
sewer plant w orkers, a 1972 
Chevrolet, was said to be badly in 
need of repairs, and councilman Fred 
Daume moved to have repairs done as 
soon as possible.

After meeting in executive session 
for approximately 30 minutes during 
the beginning of Monday’s meeting, 
councilmen voted to raise Spencer’s 
salary from $750 to $900 per month. 
Spencer was hired in February after 
Don Pennington left the city because 
of conflicts with the city adminis­
tration.

In other business, the sewer use

ordinance was discussed and tabled 
until the next meeting, the ceramic 
dub discussed condition of the 
community center, and councilman 
Jimmy Willis motioned for all 
Holliday women to wear dresses 
during the county’s centennial 
celebration.

The sewer use ordinance, tabled 
since May, was again tabled until the 
rity engineer returns from a trip and 
is present at the next meeting. City 
secretary Laverne Slatton remarked 
that the Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) sent a letter to the city 
recently, stating that all monies 
towards the new sewer plant will be 
deferred until the ordinance is 
passed.

Three members of the ceramic club 
met with the council to report on the 
conditions of the community center. 
The women explained that the 
center, used extensively in the past 
for club m eetings and family 
reunions, is being used less now

because of the delapidating conditions 
of the building.

The women cited no air 
conditioning, a faulty bathroom, 
warped boards on the floor, and lack 
of clean up maintenance as the major 
problems, and asked that the city 
take action to upgrade its conditions.
