Hawks how the 1980 season opened.

Those who weren’t on the varsity 
have been reminded several times by 
the returning veterans that another 
team which dresses in green and 
white handed the Hawks a 20-6 
season debut dumping.

A lot of things have changed since 
that game. Both the Hawks and the 
Buckaroos have new head coaches, 
and both were hit heavily by 
graduation.

David Baugh has taken over the 
Head Hawk position from Tommy 
Watkins, while Bill Pearce was 
moved up from an assistant position 
to replace Breck’s Larry Parker.

Though the Hawk offensive platoon 
is much the same as last year, the 
defensive secondary was totally 
wiped out when diplomas were 
handed out last spring.

Neither team has the same 
quarterback that played last year. In 
fact, Iowa Park won’t have the field
general who was expected to start 
this year.

Curtis Martin was graduated last 
spring, and senior Tim Smith was to 
take over this year. But in an 
inter-squad scrimmage Friday after­
noon, Smith broke his right leg and 
will be out for most or all of the 
season. Junior Wayne Hodges has 
been tabbed to take his place.

Kyle Parker has taken the place of 
his older brother, Brent, as 
quarterback of the Buckaroos. Both

are the sons of the former Breck
coach.

Breckenridge was the top ranked 
AAA team in the state when the 1980 
season opened, and held that ranking 
through most of the season until 
losing 23-28 to Stamford.

The Buckaroos aren’t ranked 
nearly as high this year, but could be. 
They have beaten both Mineral Wells 
and Decatur in pre season scrim 
mages. Decatur is ranked seventh in

the state in one poll.
Besides Smith, another veteran 

from last year has been lost for the 
season. Danny Coletrain, 205 pound 
fullback, injured his knee during 
workouts in shorts and was recently 
told by his physician that an 
operation would be necessary.

But (loach Baugh believes strongly 
that his team will be ready for the 
Bucks when they take the field in 
Hawk Stadium at 8 tomorrow night.

Offensively, he plans to start 
Hodges (150, jr.) at quarterback, 
Steve Stewart (206 jr.) at fullback 
and Jim Smith (160, sr.) at tailback. 
Linemen will be Jon Dressier (20H, 
sr.) at center, Eric Bussell (145, jr.) 
and Raymond Tyler (155, jr.) at 
guards, and Jeryl Brixey (225, sr.) 
and Frank Johnson (176, jr.) at tackle.

Steve Harris (195, sr.) will start at 
tight end. Split end will he alternated 
by Russell Hay Icy (178, sr.) and Î es

Smith (170, sr.), while wide receiver 
will also be alternated by Keith 
Mowery (145, sr.) and Steve Fairchild 
(145, sr.).

Defensively, Harris will probably 
start at noseguard, but Lynn Fulfer 
(145, jr.) will see lots of action there. 
Tackles will be Stewart and Brixey

Bothwell, real estate manager for 
Wal Mart on the project, but he was 
away from his office in Bentonville,
Ark., headquarters for Wal Mart.

However, it was learned that the 
date for contractors to submit their 
bids for construction has been 
changed from Sept. 9 to Sept. 17.

One source indicated the extension 
of bid deadline was done to allow for a 
change in construction.

The original structure was to 
contain 35,475 square feet, 155 feet 
deep and 225 feet wide. And space 
was to be left on the west end for a 
20.000 square foot future expansion.

The plan now apparently calls for 
the expanded structure to be
constructed all at once.

According to plans provided for the 
city, to permit study for conformance 
with city building codes, call for the 
structure to be built on the north side 
of the lot, facing the south. That part 
of the lot not covered by the building 
is to be paved for parking.

The site was held under option for 
more than a year, for construction of 
a TG&Y family center. But because 
TG&Y could not obtain a super 
market to locate adjoining it, the 
company called off its plans and
relinquished its option.

At the time TG&Y was planning its 
family center, Wal-Mart was planning 
to build on the land adjoining the 
expressway, between Pacific and 
Lake Gordon. That development, 
which was to include several other 
businesses, has apparently now been 
shelved.

Wal-Mart recently opened a store 
in Graham, and reportedly has plans 
to build in Burkburnett. However, no 
bid date for construction of the 
Burkburnett facility has been 
announced.

Wal-Mart stores are said to be 
similar to K-Mart and Target 
discount stores, in merchandise sold. 
The chain is spreading to the west
from its Arkansas base.

A formal announcement of the 
store's opening is expected later this 
fall, by the Wal Mart headquarters.

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IRS Tax Tips
Earned Income Credit 
Rerelved in Two Ways

Persons qualified for the Earned 
Income Credit may continue 
receiving the credit in paychecks or 
as a part of their tax refund at the end 
of the year, according to the Internal 
Revenue Service.

Before the 1979 law change, 
qualifying persons received Earned 
Income Credit in the form of a tax 
refund after they Hied their Federal 
income tax return. Now, eligible 
taxpayers can receive the credit in

the same way, or, may roose to gel it 
in advance payments each payday 
Qualified persons must present a 
signed Form W 5, “ Earned Income 
Credit Advance Payment Certifi 
cate," to their employers, if they 
choose the paycheck option.

The law change raised the base 
amount, to 10 percent of earned 
income up to $5,000, for a maximum 
credit of $500. In other words, the 
closer earned or adjusted gross 
income gets to $10,000, the smaller 
the credit, until it reaches zero at 
$10,000.

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Eagles open season at Seym our
Holliday's Eagles open the 1981 

football campaign tomorrow night in 
Seymour, after dominating previous 
scrimmages against highly-touted 
Knox City and Class AAA Bowie.

Dear Parent or Guardian:

The Holliday Independent School serves nutritious 
meals every school day. Students Kindergarten 
through Third grades may buy lunch for 75c and 
breakfast for 40c. Fourth through Twelfth may buy 
lunch for 90c and 50c for breakfast.

Children from families whose income is at or below the 
level shown on the attached scale may be eligible for 
either free meals or meals at a reduced price of 40c for 
lunch and 30c for breakfast.

To apply at any time during the year for free or 
reduced price meals for your children, complete the 
attached application and return it to the school. Within 
ten [10] days of receiving your application, the school 
will let you know whether or not your children are 
eligible.

If, during the school year, there are changes in your 
family size or substantial changes in your income, you 
should report such changes to the school’s officials in 
order that appropriate eligibility adjustments be 
made.

PROOF OF CURRENT FAMILY INCOME - If you 
have applied for free or reduced price benefits in other 
school years, you will note some changes to the 
application form. The application now requires the 
name and social security number of all adult family 
members. Adults without social security numbers 
must indicate that they do not have one. Schools may 
verify the source and amount of income as well as 
household composition.

FOSTER CHILDREN - In certain cases, foster 
children are also eligible for these benefits. If you have 
foster children living with you and you wish to apply 
for such meals for them, please notify us or indicate it 
on the application.

NONDISCRIMINATION - All children are treated 
the same regardless of ability to pay. In the operation 
of child feeding programs, no child will be 
discriminated against because of race, sex, creed, color 
or national origin.

FAIR HEARING - If you do not agree with the 
school’s decision on your application, you may wish to 
discuss it with the school. If you wish to review the 
decision further, you have a right to a fair hearing. 
This can be done by calling or writing Mr. W.T. 
Mankins, Box 224, Dundee, Texas, telephone 586-1606.

residents have held in good faith and 
paid taxes on for at least 50 years.

“The need for this legislation

Johnson and his family had made 
improvements on the property and 
paid all the necessary taxes to 
maintain his homestead over the 
years. However, because certain 
documents were not processed 
correctly at the time of purchase, it 
was later discovered that Johnson did 
not have clear title to his property.

In response to his plight, the 67th 
Texas Legislature passed HJR 117 
which calls for this constitutional 
amendment to remedey this situa­
tion.

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Fertilizer pays way
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Luther Shaw named

The check plot in the 1981 Loys and 
James Barbour wheat fertilization 
test has gone three years without the 
addition of any fertilizer. If a farmer 
ever gets to wondering whether or 
not his fertilizer program is doing any 
good, a look at these results will 
provide solid proof of fertilizer value.

Most fertilizer demonstrations are 
located on a site with fertilizer 
history. As a result, there is some 
carry-over of the fertilizer to the 
check plot. Barbour's have conducted 
wheat fertilization demonstrations 
for the past three years at the same 
site. The check plot has been 
maintained in the same spot over this 
period of time. This has given us a 
chance to observe what would happen 
if fertilizer was not available.

The result is astounding. The yield 
on the check plot with no fertilizer for 
three years was only 23.1 bushels per 
acre. The lowest fertilized yield was 
39.0 bushels per acre coming from 
40-0-0. This is a difference of 15.9 
bushels per acre valued at $61.22. 
Cost of the 40 pounds of nitrogen was 
$10 which includes application. This 
leaves an added return of $51.22 per 
acre.

As we combined the plots, James 
Barbour remarked, "looks like that 
check plot is going to get to where it 
won’t make anything. Another year 
or two without fertilizer, and it won’t 
be worth combining.”

As agriculture has come “under the

gun" of inflation, high interest rates, 
and low farm prices, they are looking 
at ways to cut costs. This 
demonstration clearly shows one of 
the practices which cannot be 
sacrificed is crop fertilization.

Other fertilizer rates, yield in 
bushels per acre, and added net 
return above fertilizer costs and 
application were: 96-37-0 (equivalent 
to standard rate of 75 pounds of 
anhydrous ammonia and 75 pounds of 
18 46-0 per acre) - 39.6 bushels and 
$37.73 net return per acre; 40-40 40 - 
41.3 bushels and $52.07, 80-0 0 - 44.6 
bushels and $66.78.

Other rates and results were 
40-40 40 - 45.7 bushels with $63.01 per 
acre; 25-25-25 - 46.2 bushels with 
$76.19; and 80-80-0 - 51.2 bushels and 
$76.19.

There is an indication of crop 
response to both phosphorous and 
potassium in this test. This is the first 
year potassium has shown response 
on this farm.

There isn’t a lot of difference 
between the fertilized plots. The "eye 
opener” is the difference between no 
fertilizer for three years and plots 
with a fertilized history.

Louis McCarthy may hit the 
"jackpot” with his broadcast cotton 
just southwest of Iowa Park on FM 
368. This is cotton following grazed 
out wheat. He just barely had time to 
get the land plowed, herbicide 
applied, and seed planted before the 
dry weather sets in.

McCarthy was trying to get out 
about 11 pounds of seed per acre. 
Instead he ended up planting 7 
pounds of seed. In view of the dry 
weather conditions, his planting rate 
provided plenty of plants per acre. 
When viewing the field from the road, 
plants appear to be too thick. 
However, it loos about right out in 
the field. This field has about 30 - 
35,000 plants per acre. It has held up 
very well and very few small bolls 
have fallen as a result of stress.

I am not an advocate of broadcast 
cotton because of the many problems 
which can arise from this cultural 
technique. However, one can not 
argue with success. McCarthy is 
making it work for him this year. The 
major factor contributing to his 
success is the lower seeding rate 
giving the correct number of plants 
per acre. Most broadcast cotton is 
planted too thick resulting in a field 
which cannot withstand our usual 
summer conditions.

An athlete should envision his winning moves to enforce a positive mental 

attitude but shouldn't loose his concentration, i.e., a player needs to be alert 
but not rigidly stare. If a batter is told. “Don't strike out" it may plant a 
negative seed that causes him to do exactly what he visualizes: strike out! 
Or. a football player may fumble an easy catch because he is thinking of the 
touchdown he was going to make. A duffer who looks up to see where his 
golf shot went may find the ball still at his feet.

Another useful idea is that the smaller the target, the better the visual 
concentration, e.g., in basketball, shooting at a small spot on the back of the 
rim or in baseball aiming at the chest of the first baseman. In football and in 
boxing the athlete should watch his opponent’s eyes to better second guess 
where the next move will be.

For athletes who need corrective lenses there are several types of frames 
available, e.g., a rubberized frame that protects the eyes and the lenses. 
And contact lenses can be fitted when glasses are impractical.

disaster may not be the event itself. 
Often the aftermath takes the largest 
toll on life and health. Lack of food, 
clean water, heat, light, first-aid 
equipment, trained medical help-it's 
the lack of preparation, not the 
disaster itself, that often kills.

At a general conference of The 
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day 
Saints, church members were 
instructed to include among their 
recommended year’s supply of food, 
clothing and fuel an emergency 
two-week supply. And a good place to 
store much of it, they were told, is in 
a garbage can.

A sufficient stash of food, medical 
supplies, flashlights, blankets and 
other necessities can be unobtrus­
ively stored in a clean garbage can in 
a corner, in a garage or under a table. 
If disaster strikes, you’re prepared. 
Just grab the garbage can and head 
for shelter.

If a can would be too heavy, use a 
backpack for the same purpose. Have 
it packed and ready to go,
conveniently stored where it's
accessible. Or if you have a car, 
consider keeping part of your trunk 
stocked with emergency supplies. 
This is a wise idea for times other 
than disasters, too. If you have a flat 
tire or a suddenly dead engine in an 
isolated place, your emergency 
supplies might help.

relying solely on a cache in your car 
won't help unless your trunk storage 
is packed in an easily carried form. 
You couldn't take much with you if 
you had to carry heavy cans and 
bulky sweaters in your arms. But a 
backpack makes it simpler.

Your emergency supply should 
include several essentials. Consider 
water purification tablets, matches, 
candles, a filled canteen, a flashlight, 
batteries, warm clothing, a first-aid 
kit, a transistor radio, needed 
medications, an area map, food and-if 
you have canned food-a can opener.

You might also include a poncho or 
other protection against rain, first-aid 
instructions, a list of emergency aid 
locations in your community, basic 
tools, flares and a sleeping bag.

Probably the heaviest item on the 
list is food. Light, freeze-dried foods 
that need only moisture and cooking 
are available, although they can be

expensive. Avoid carrying food in 
glass containers. Store foods that are 
not easily perishable and are high in 
calories and nutrients. Also include 
vitamin tablets.

Once you’ve organized an emer­
