But how much will it help you today? Or 20 years from now?
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Pecan tree fertilizing time is now

Don D. Decker
County Agent

Pecan fertilization needs to be
completed as soon as possible,
especially on yard trees. Early
fertilization enables the pecan trees
to take up most of the fertilizer before
the lawn grasses begin to grow. The
fiberous root system of lawn grasses
makes for a tough competitor in the
uptake of nutrients and moisture
from the pecan trees.

Pecans make all of their growth
during the first 40 days of spring.
This is the reason nitrogen and zinc
need to be available to the pecans
early in the spring.

If pecan shoots make less than four
inches of growth during a year, it
indicates too little fertilizer. When
the shoot growth is over 12 inches, it
indicates too much fertilizer. This
rule of thumb can be used to gauge

now a grower is doing with their
pecan fertilization.

The only fertilizer which pecans
respond to is nitrogen. Either
ammonium  nitrate (33-0-0) or
ammonium sulphate (21-0-0) can be
used. Mrs. Erie Miller of Wichita
Falls fertilized her pecan trees

recently with ammonium nitrate at
the rate of three pounds per inch
diameter of the tree trunk.
Ammonium sulphate is recommended
at the rate of four pounds per inch
diameter of the tree trunk. Mrs.
Miller placed the fertilizer a little
short of and a little beyond the drip
line of her pecan tree. The fertilizer
was applied on the surface then
watered into the soil.

Nitrogen moves with soil moisture.
As the water moves into the soil, it
carries the nitrogen with it. For this
reason, it is not necessary to punch
holes into the ground for applying
fertilizer.

Zinc cannot be applied into the soil,
as it becomes tied up with other
elements. Zine is applied as a foliage
spray beginning at bud break. Three
or four zinc applications during the
first 40 days of growth will do
wonders for the pecan trees.

This was evident in the pecan pest
management demonstration con-
ducted by Jim Kuehler in 1981. His
trees received six zinc applications
between April 6 and June 5. His shoot
growth averaged a little over four
inches. His trees had a dark green
color and made the best growth of

any previous years.

Euonymus is a popular shrub in
this area, but it is one which has a
problem with euonymus scale. This is
evident by white, crusty spots which
develop on the stems and leaves. If
uncontrolled, this pest will eventually
kill the shrub.

Piner Avis of Wichita Falls is
experiencing scale problem on his
euonymus shrubs. Since this pest is
rather difficult to control, he is using
dormant oil mixed with diazinon. His
mixture includes six tablespoons of
dormant oil and one teaspoon of
diazinon per gallon of water. Avis is
making application late in the
afternoon to avoid any leaf burning
caused by the sun shining through the
oil upon the leaf surface. He is careful
to thoroughly wet the foliage and
stems for the control of this pest. One
application does the job.

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This year's city budget calls for
expenditures of $178,938. That
includes $51,663 for operation of the
landfill, where the trash is buried,
and $127,275 for trash collection.

These figures are probably
accurate, but there's more to it. They
don't include the »city having to
dispatch crews out on the county
roads between here and the landfill to
pick up the trash.

Wait a minute, now. What they're
picking up isn't what blows off the
trucks, though there is a little of that.
The main work they do is picking up
what others dump in the ditches.

Charlie Helms told me this week
the city is expending about 30
manhours a month outside the city
cleaning up after people.

Why would they do that? Well, the

city feels responsible for the
roadways to the landfill, since city
vehicles use them daily to haul away
our garbage.

If you want to cut down on your
city’s cost of operation, get the name
or license number of anyone you see
dumping trash between here and the
landfill, and turn it in to the police
department.

Helms was also saying some of our
residents are getting busy trimming
trees and shrubs. The problem is,
they're piling the debris so high in the
alley, the truck is having a hard time
passing through to pick them up.

If someone ever comes up with a
workable method of making money
from all the trash we bury daily, let
me know. We can package it, sell it,
and cut the cost of living for us all.
