Christian Science: The Key 
to Happiness

A large appreciative audience 
was present Sunday afternoon, Feb­
ruary  15, when Mr. Wflllach spoke 
in M idwestern U niversity auditori­
um, under auspices of the F irs t 
C hurch of Christ. Scientist, of Wi­
chita Falls, Texas.

The lecturer spoke substantially
as follows:

Every human action, it has often 
been said, is dictated by the quest 
for happiness So deeply is the de­
sire for happiness implanted in the 
human mind that all of us strive to 
obtain the things we believe will 
bring happiness Now it is plain 
that some men, fired by a purely 
hum an determ ination, forge ahead 
in a m anner which can bring them 
only a fleeting sense of joy, never 
finding the ’ ey to genuine hap­
piness.

In fact, the unhappiest person 1 
have ever known was a young man 
who had everything. T hat is, a l­
most everything As a very young 
m an he had been fortunate—or 
shall I say unfortunate?—enough 
to  am ass a considerable fortune. 
He decided, quite properly, that 
th is was enough money for him, 
and so he decided to retire and 
spend the rest of his days being 
good to himself

He took trips around the world 
on luxury liners, spent much time 
st the w orld’s famous resort and 
am usem ent spots—and came to the 
conclusion that life really wasn't 
worth living! He could not sleep; 
he couldn’t enjoy his am ple and 
luxurious food; he becam e very 
m iserable. W hat was wrong? He 
possessed, in abundance, those 
things for which most persons long 
and which some people envy His 
health was good; his conscience 
reasonably clear. W herein lay his 
difficulty?

Centuries before, the great and 
w ise King Solomon also had en­
deavored to find happiness at first 
in the pursuit of m aterial posses­
sions and pleasures In spite ot his 
vast w ealth and power and fame, 
apparently  he was not happy Un­
like the man I just told you about, 
however, he began to realize the 
value of understanding the spirit­
ual natu re  of all tha t is tru ly  satis­
fying, real, and enduring.

In the brief but interesting book 
entitled “Ecclesiastes” in the Bible, 
the son of David goes to great 
lengths to impress upon us the 
vastness of his resources for hu­
m an pleasure. But he begins to 
aw aken to a very im portant fact, 
for he adds (Eccl. 2:11; 3:14); 
“Then I looked on all the works 
th a t my hands had wrought, and 
on the labour that I had laboured 
to do; and, behold, all was vanity 
and vexation of spirit. . . .  I know 
that, w hatsoever God doeth, it 
shall be for ever.”

Solomon had, indeed, made a 
g reat discovery. He learned that 
happiness is not found by follow­
ing the w ill-o’-the-w isp  w ander­
ings of the  hum an imagination; 
neither is it the product of m ate­
rial w ealth  and the things which 
money can buy Surely happiness 
is not the result of intellectual 
brilliance, pleasant surroundings, 
nor even harm onious human rela­
tionships. For it is a sadly obvious 
fact th a t many who possess the 
very things we deem most desir­
able from  a human viewpoint are 
plainly joyless and unsatisfied.

In P roverbs (3:13) Solomon said, 
“Happy is the man that findeth 
wisdom, and the man that getteth 
understanding.” He is evidently 
•peaking of spiritual understand­
ing, for he has ju st counseled, 
“T rust in the Lord with ail thine 
heart; and lean not unto thine own 
understanding” (Prov. 3:5).

The road to happiness, then, is 
the  way of spiritual understanding, 
th a t consistent recognition of m an’s 
unity  with God which forever 
blesses and heals. With her cus­
tom ary clarity, Mary Baker Eddy, 
in “Science and Health with Key 
to the Scriptures,” says (p 209), 
“Spiritual sense is a conscious, 
constant capacity to understand 
God.” You may be tem pted to say 
th a t th is is impossible, that it is 
beyond our present capacity to en­
te rta in  a conscious, constant recog­
nition of the divine presence and 
power. But some of your neighbors 
are beginning to take marvelous 
strides along this line! In every 
com m unity, there a re  Christian 
Scientists whose improved health 
and morals, whose joyous helpful­
ness to those around them , bear 
rad ian t w itness to the ir increasing 
aw areness of the ever-presence of 
spiritual good. They are bearing 
w itness to their understanding that 
m aterial things, so called, may be 
the expression, but a re  never the 
custodian, of happiness. Christian

Happiness Based upon Principle
Happiness, then, is the natural, 

reasonable effect of spiritual un­
derstanding, and it comes to the 
one whose consciousness is based 
upon the solid rock of divine, un­
changing Principle Yes, there is a 
Principle to happiness, and this 
Principle is the divine Mind, God

F ar removed from the original 
sense of the word (related  to 
“happen” and “happenstance” ), 
happiness is not accidental, the 
sport of circum stance It results 
from obedience to well-defined and 
—on the part of Christian Scien­
tists—w ell-understood law Chris­
tian Scientists study daily a tex t­
book which explains this law which 
expresses d ivine Principle Their 
textbook is entitled “Science and 
Health with Key to the Scrip­
tures.” Its au thor, Mary Baker 
Eddy, is the Discoverer and 
Founder of Christian Science and 
the revered Leader of the Chris­
tian Science m ovem ent You have 
a right to expect that, because 
Christian Science is Science, its 
explanations will be logical and 
dem onstrable. You will find, as 
you read the textbook, tha t it pre­
sents in clear language the propo­
sition and proof tha t the universe, 
far from being a hodgepodge of 
m aterial outgrow th or evolution, 
is the expression of orderly law. 
You will also find that this tex t­
book, this “Key to the Scriptures,” 
is also the key to happiness!

Here are a few samples from this 
great work:

“Happiness is spiritual, born of 
T ruth and Love” (p. 57).

“For true  happiness, man must 
harmonize with his Principle, di­
vine Love” (p 337).

“Harmony is produced by its 
Principle, is controlled by it and 
abides with it. . Man’s happiness 
is not, therefore, at the disposal of 
physical sense” (p 304)

What priceless understanding is 
this, that there is a Principle to 
happiness and existence which you 
can apply in your own experience!

You will discover, in studying 
the Christian Science textbook, 
frequent use of this word Principle 
—spelled with a capital le tte r—as 
a synonym for God. Herein lies 
one of the greatest contributions 
to the religious thought of the ages. 
Those who properly evaluate Mrs. 
Eddy’s mighty advancem ent of 
m ankind’s concept of Deity are im­
m easurably grateful for her per­
ception of God as Principle.

The Bible, a Record of Progress
It is deeply satisfying to know 

tha t Scriptural inspiration coin­
cides with e 'earest logic. Christian 
Science is based wholly on the 
Bible, and while various modern 
translations are often used by 
Christian Scientists for reference, 
the King Jam es Version, rich in its 
sonorous beauty of prose and po­
etry, is used in our church services 
and for individual study of the 
Christian Science Lesson-Sermons.

Plainly the Bible is the record 
of the advancing unfoldm ent in 
hum an thought of the tru e  nature 
of God. While the earliest Hebrews 
believed in a deity who must be 
satiated w ith constant sacrifices of 
sheep and doves, of calves and 
goats, you and I could never be­
lieve in such a god. We could 
never accept a god who com­
manded his prophets, his priests, 
and his kings to ex term inate their 
enemies; a god who was, in effect, 
the personal monarch of his own 
“chosen people," to the exclusion 
of all others!

Yet these views are  recorded in 
some of the earliest books of Scrip­
ture. Obviously they often rep re­
sented the highest religious con­
cept of certain  early  leaders, as 
well as the ir efforts to prevent loss 
of the ir monotheistic religion 
among the surrounding heathen 
tribes with the ir gods many.

However, some of these spiritual 
leaders caught inspired glimpses 
of the real nature of divinity. 
G radually  a broader and tru e r con­
cept of God as the Lord of the 
whole earth , the ever-presen t and 
om nipotent, began to replace lim ­
ited and false views. Faith  in a 
deity whose fluctuating goodness 
and mercy m ust be begged and 
bought, slowly began to give way 
to recognition of the undeviating 
rightness and illim itable love of 
Him whose “mercy is everlasting; 
and his tru th  endureth  to all gen­
erations” (Ps. 100:5), as the 
Psalm ist records.

The New Testam ent, luminous 
with its accounts of the life and 
teachings of Jesus and its writings 
of the Apostles, forever silenced 
justification of the dogma “an eye 
for an eye” and brought infinitely 
nearer to you and me the realiza­
tion of God as the tender, power­
ful F ather of all.

God as Principle
Mrs. Eddy brought this m aturing 

concept of God to completion by 
her discernm ent of God as P rin ­
ciple. This word “Principle” has 
the twofold m eaning of First 
Cause, or origin, and the source of 
basic, unchanging law. In the light 
w ith which Christian Science il­
lumines the Scriptures, we leave 
th e  shadows of belief in the uncer­
tain, unpredictable nature of God 
for perception of the fact that 
“God is love” (I John 4:8), as 
St. John states—unchanging Love. 
We leave the shadows of belief in 
the variable, questionable will and 
wisdom of Deity for recognition of 
God as divine Mind, pure, un­
changing intelligence, the same 
Mind “which was also in Christ 
Jesus” (Phil 2:5) Yes, we leave 
the shadows of belief in destruct­
ible life for com prehension of the 
fact tha t God is Life, even that 
eternal Life whom to know aright 
gains for us the consciousness of 
Life eternal.

Thus Christian Science reveals 
God as the Love, Mind, and Life 
^which may properly be used as 

vnnnyms tor Principle Christian

There can never be a cause w ith­
out effect The effect of deific 
Principle, divine Mind, is pure, 
orderly ideas Thus the natu re  of 
man, the image and likeness of 
God, is that of spiritual idea, ex ­
pressing and utterly  governed by 
the pure Mind in which he exists 
as Mind’s perfect reflection The 
search for happiness, then, am ounts 
to a search for the spiritual under­
standing of one’s own true nature 
and character, the understanding 
of m an’s satisfying, indissoluble 
relationship to Deity, a relation­
ship which Mrs Eddy characterized 
as “ . . . God giving all and man 
having all that God gives” (The 
First Church of Christ, Scientist, 
and Miscellany, p 5)

The Psalm ist’s sentence, "Happy 
is that people, whose God is the 
Lord” (Ps 144:15), surely applies 
to Christian Scientists, for we un­
derstand tha t He whom we w or­
ship is not unpredictable, but re­
liable, for His unchanging goodness 
and love are tru ly  the m anifesta­
tions of Principle Thus viewed, 
one can never object to the term 
“Principle” as cold and unloving, 
for it is synonym ous with the un­
changing love of divine Love itself 
It is as impossible for you to escape 
from, or be an exception to, the 
infinite love of God as for some 
little num eral ”2" (tw o) to escape 
from, or be an exception to, the 
universal governm ent of the prin ­
ciple of m athem atics

The average person, however, 
seems as unaw are of the fact that 
there is a Principle to his existence, 
and therefore a Principle to his 
happiness, as is the untutored sav­
age tha t there is a principle to 
num bers, or the science of m athe­
matics.

One of the early  African ex­
plorers, so the story  goes, told of a 
certain  occasion in his travels when 
he came upon a group of natives 
fighting in w hat appeared to be a 
friendly sort of way The ground 
about them was littered with 
coconuts. F irst one group would 
rush in and try  to gather up all 
the coconuts it could Then some 
others would rush in and try  tc 
take them away, and make ofl 
with all they could manage Aftei 

1 watching this perform ance for 
some time, the explorer inquired 
through his local in terpreter what 
this excitem ent was all about

He was inform ed that the group 
had been gathering coconuts, anc 
now the men w ere simply trying 
to divide them equally Sn he got 
these savages to stop fighting foi 
a few m inutes while he quickly 
counted the coconuts and the men 
Then he proceeded to divide therr, 
and hand each one a certain num ­
ber. When he finished, the men 
looked at their coconuts and then 
at each other, and to their am aze­
ment found th a t each had exactly 
the same num ber of coconuts!

And then, do you know what 
they did? They bowed themselves 
to the ground and worshiped this 
explorer as a god! To them , he 
had perform ed a miracle! How 
much easier it seems for human 
thought to worship a person than 
to com prehend a principle! Just 
suppose the explorer had responded 
to their adulation by saying some­
thing like this: “Oh, no, boys, 
you’ve got me all wrong. ,I ’ll ex­
plain to you ju st how it is done.”

Wouldn’t he have had a fine time 
explaining to those illiterate sav­
ages som ething of the fundam en­
tals of m athem atics—a principle 
which they could neither touch 
nor taste nor even smell! Surely 
he would have had much explain­
ing to do! He really would have 
needed to educate, or cultivate, in 
them a new sense of existence 
And doubtless he would have had 
to destroy many long-held super­
stitions, prejudices, and fears. Pos­
sibly some of those savages would 
have rejected his explanations, 
preferring to rem ain undisturbed 
in their ignorance.

Even so, m ortals are often un­
willing, in every walk of life, to 
face the fact tha t all things are 
basically m ental, governed by di­
vine Principle. They rush in and 
try  to grab each his own arm load 
of coconuts, so to speak, deter­
mined to get his own w ants satis­
fied, unready to learn that right at 
hand there exists a simpler, surer 
road to happiness. To mortal 
thought, compounded as it is of 
fear, disbelief in the poVvcr and 
reality of good, and conviction in 
the reality  of evil, joy is indeed a 
miracle.

But when we learn tha t happi­
ness is a sta te  of consciousness 
which is ours by reason of our own 
intim ate, indissoluble relationship 
to all-harm onious, divine Mind 
then joy ceases to appear m iracu­
lous As we consciously and con­
sistently reflect divinity we find 
ourselves in rich possession of ev­
ery needful thing. Before this 
takes place, however, we mnv need 
to cultivate in ourselves a whole 
new sense of existence based upon 
spiritual values, and also relin­
quish many long-held superstitions 
and fears We may need to become 
disturbed out of our complacent 
ignorance!

People are inclined to call any­
thing they do not understand, a 
miracle That is why so many con­
sidered Jesus’ healings miraculous 
That is why some people call the 
healings of Christian Science, based 
on the same law Jesus practiced 
and understood, m iracles C hris­
tian Scientists are showing that 
they understand Jesus’ method by 
healing in the same m anner as did 
he Has not the M aster assured us, 
“He that believeth on me, the 
works that I do shall he do also"? 
(John 14:12 )

Mrs. Eddy, by reason of her 
penetrating spiritual insight, not 
only discovered the Science of 
Christian healing but proved her 
understanding to be in com plete 
accord with Jesus’ methods.

Happiness Is Health Insurance
Now few things in terfere more 

with happiness than disease or ill- 
health Of course, discontent and 
discord are often acknowledged as 
inducing ailment*, while happiness 
is easily seen to  be the best health 
insurance.

A friend of mine who has a fine 
singing voice telephoned a practi­
tioner early  one m orning to ask for 
Christian Science trea tm en t She 
said she was expected to appear in 
a recital that evening, but had 
been taken with a heavy cold The 
practitioner, saying he would work 
for her, requested that she go to 
the piano and sing some of the 
lovely hym ns in the C hristian Sci­
ence Hymnal. “Oh, no!" prom ptly 
protested the young lady “To sing 
when you have a heavy cold may 
be harm ful to your voice ”

“All right,” said the practitioner, 
“then you can at least play some 
hymns and read the inspiring, 
healing words ’’ And he added, 
“Who m ade such a law, that to sing 
those glorious hym ns would hurt 
vou?”

In about an hour my friend 
called the p rac tit’oner, and her 
vibrant, joyous voice told at once 
that the healing had been accom ­
plished Then she told how she 
had obediently gone to the piano 
and played and read some hym ns 
Soon she found herself humming 
the hym ns and, shortly singing 
them softly to hersell Suddenly, 
realizing what she was doing, she 
said aloud, “Oh, I must not do that; 
I may hurt my voice ” And then 

| the words came to her with their 
full im port: “Who made such a 
law. tha t to sing these glorious 
hym ns will in jure my voice?” 
Then she added, “ I ju st burst into 
full voice and sang that cold aw ay!”

Friends, I have told you how 
Christian Science heals one of the 
sim plest of physical difficulties I 
would like you to know that this 
same method can be used—has 
been used countless tim es—to cure 
so-called serious ailm ents and d if­
ficulties as well It can be used 
to heal moral problem s, financial 
worries, and all those troubles 
which would rob one of his righ t­
ful freedom.

If there is one thing which m or­
tal mind, or the so-called mind 
which believes tha t erro r is real, 
cannot abide, it is a singing heart; 
for such singing indicates confi­
dence in good, and th is confidence 
is an essential ingredient of a n ­
swered prayer. The song of re- 
jo ’ring  in the presence and power 
of good, you see, am ounts to a 
rejection of the belief that evil is 
real How can evil be real, when 
the infinite God is good?

If there is one thing mortal 
mind, or error, w ants it is this: 
to be taken seriously—and you 
know tha t most folks are quite 
willing to take disease sarioua’y 
When I thin!: i I that word
“serious,” I often th ink of a series 
of zeros. If you w e.c to d iaw  upon 
a blackboard a series of zeros and 
then ask some small child just how 
much they represented, fie would 
doubtless answer, “Oh, a whole 
lot!” But you would know they 
did not am ount to any th ing—unless 
you put a figure in front of them 
So be careful not to put your own 
figure in front of the zeros of dis­
ease and sickness! In other words, 
refuse to take erro r seriously!

This does r.ot mean tha t C hris­
tian Scientists neglect to deal with 
symptoms or suggestions of illness 
and discord. We vigorously deny 
their reality and claim  to ex ist­
ence. Like the explorer about 
whom I told you, we understand 
tha t confusion end distress are 
brought about by ignorance, or a 
misconception of fundam ental spir- 
itual facts. And like the explorer, 
we set aside these misconceptions 
by the application of our scientific 
understanding of the allness of 
God, Spirit, and the consequent 
unreality  of m atter.

The misconception th a t m atter is 
the basic substance of all things 
today is rapidly giving way to 
recognition tha t m atter is but a 
m istaken, m aterialistic sense of 
substance Some m odern physicists 
are beginning to recognize the 
m ental natu re  of the so-called ob­
jective universe and so are ap ­
proaching a recognition of Mrs. 
Eddy’s statem ent tha t “there is no 
life, tru th , intelligence, nor sub ­
stance in m atter” (Science and 
Health, p. 468).

Healing Exem plified 1
Therefore, in dealing w ith dis­

ease, your efforts m ust be directed 
wholly along m ental lines. You 
must understand tha t the correc­
tion of thought corrects the body, 
for the hum an body is but the ob­
jectification of m ortal thought. 
How well our g reat Leader has 
explained this! Referring first to 
her own notable healing, she says, 
“When apparently  near the con­
fines of mortal existence, standing 
already w ithin the shadow of the 
death-valley, I learned these tru ths 
in divine Science;’’ and then she 
enum erates the four im portant 
points which form the basis for all 
Christian Science dem onstration: 
“that all real being is in God, the 
divine Mind, and that Life, T ruth, 
and Love are all-pow erful and 
ever-present: tha t the opposite of 
T ru th .—called erro r, sin. sickness, 
disease, death ,—is the false testi­
mony of false m aterial sense, of 
mind in m atter; that this false 
sense evolves, in belief, a subjec­
tive state of m ortal mind which 
this same so-called mind names 
matter thereby shutting  out the 
true sense of S p irit” (Science and 
Health, p 108).

Careful study of this im portant 
paragraph on page 108 of "Science 
and Health with Key to the Scrip­
tu res” will repay you well It will 
quicken in you that spiritual sense 
which enables one to perceive the 
spiritual reality and rightness of 
all about him It is this perception 
which enables one to reject a m a­
terial sense of existence, to nullify 
every unlovely, ungodlike ch a r­
acteristic, trait, and desire, to blot 
out fear and all the falsely edu­
cated beliefs in the reality of d is­
ease In this way you leave the 
fiqld to God. all-harm onious P rin ­
ciple.

Several years ago a friend of 
mine was healed of a bad anem ic 
condition through reading the 
Christian Science textbook which 
she had discovered in a public li­
brary Her healing came sw iftly 
and na tu ra lly  as a sweet sense of 
the allness of God and the conse­
quent unreality of evil flooded her 
thought

But a few y ea n  later she waa

taken w ith a severe lung a ilm e n t
Her b reath ing  became labored, and 
she was often so weak that she 
had to spend much tim e in bed 
She had C hristian  Science tre a t­
m ent and devoted most of her tim e 
to studying C hristian Science lit­
e ra tu re  and in declaring the tru th  
constantly  and alm ost fiercely 
Later she said, "1 tried so hard to 
get well, 1 kept myself sick ’’ C er­
tainly she was taking erro r se­
riously. sure that she had a big 
problem  on her hands which re­
quired herculean efforts to heal

Then one day her eyes fell on 
these lines in Science and Health: 
“C hristian Science silences hum an 
will, qu ie ts fear with T ru th  and 
Love, and illustrates the unlabored 
motion of the divine energy in 
healing the sick” (p 415) G ently 
the light broke upon her She had 
been m aking too much of the  erro r, 
sure tha t it was serious—therefore, 
real—substitu ting  her own labored 
energy for the unlabored motion of 
the divine

Then she rem em bered som ething 
very im portant At the tim e of her 
first healing in C b-i- ’ian Scio-'-> 
that of anem ia, she had been 
greatly  im pressed with Mrs Eddy's 
concluding sentence of the Preface 
to Science and Health, which reads 
in part, “ In the spirit of C h rist’s 
charity  . . . she com m its these 
pages to honest seekers for T ru th ” 
(p x ii) At tha t tim e she had noted 
that Mrs Eddy did not say she 
com m itted these pages to honest 
seekers for healing, but rather to 
honest seekers for T ru th . Accord­
ingly, she had read Science and 
Health with a sincere desire for 
understanding, confident tha t this 
sp iritualization  of thought would 
result in healing, which it did

So again she took up the te x t­
book, reading with the pure desire 
for increase in spiritual percep­
tion Slowly, but as surely and 
effortlessly as dawn dissolves the 
night shadows, cam e her healing 
She had learned the great lesson 
not to take erro r seriously. She 
had learned to let the healing corns 
as the inevitable result of sp irit­
ualization of thought This joyous 
w orker is now a consecrated prac­
titioner listed in The Christian 
Science Journal.

If you look up the w ords “song” 
and “singing” in a D ole con­
cordance, you will find a great 
r.ia.ry references. In the book of 
I .  alms, doubtless the m ost-loved 
book in the Old Testam ent, you 
will note constant adm onitions to 
sing and rejoice. “ Make a joyful 
noise unto the Lord, all ye lands 
Serve th e  Lord with gladness; 
come before his presence with 
singing,” the Psalm ist cried (Ps 
100:1, 2). Yes, th a t is the only way 
you can come into G od’s presence 
You can no more en ter His p res­
ence w ith a dark cloud upon your 
face—upon your thought—than  a 
shadow can en ter the sunlight.

“It is a comely fashion to be glad,—
Joy is the grace we say to God,”

said the English poetess, Jean  
Ingelow.

Jesus Not Always a  Man of 
Sorrows

Too long the world has fastened 
upon Isaiah 's prophetic utterance, 
“ He is . . .  a man of sorrows, and 
acquainted  w ith grief,” as an ade­
quate description of Jesus of Naza­
reth. He who elected to take upon 
him self the problem s of a world 
unquestionably sorrow ed and su f­
fered a t tim es because of the 
w orld’s resistance to the  tru th  he 
offered. But he chose to take upon 
him self these problem s in order to 
prove to  the world the unreal 
natu re  of its sorrows and troubles 
by his C hristly  understanding  of 
the pure perfection of God and 
man Could he who proved con­
clusively th a t God is infinite good 
have gone about his business of 
healing the  sick, arousing the sin ­
ner, and even quickening the dead, 
w ith a sad countenance? W ere not 
those m om ents of sadness the fleet­
ing tim es when the w orld’s ing rati­
tude bore heavily upon h im 1'

Jesus was the W ay-shower, and 
his virile w ords of counsel tell us 
to look up to the F ather gladly and 
be aw are of the good all about us.
These things have I spoken unto 

you, th a t my joy m ight rem ain in 
you.^and th a t your joy m ight be 
full, said he (John  15:11). At 
another tim e he prom ised, “I will 
see you again, and your heart shall

and your joy no man taketh from you” (John  16:22).
ih e  m an Jesus identified him self 

com pletely w ith the C hrist, the ac­
tual, perfect, spiritual ideal, man 
as he exists in the d ivine Mind, 
in is  Christ-consciousness enabled 
him to behold every man in his 

C S a ? the whole and holy 
child of God. This consciousness 
of absolute T ruth  gave him power 
to trium ph over the m istaken be­
liefs of the carnal m ind, beliefs 
suggesting th a t m an has so fallen 
from grace tha t every evil occur­
rence m ust be accepted as norm al 
and inevitable. By unequivocally 
rejecting such thoughts, Jesus 
healed the w ithered arm , destroyed 
leprosy, and raised the  w idow ’s 
son from death.

Now th is Nazarene w as our Wav- 
shower. If we learn to reiect all
belr ! i  m ‘he reality 01 sin, disease, 
?.nd dcat,h as em phatically  as did 
the M aster; if we learn to love 
with as deep and broad a vision 
of every m an’s inheren t C hristli- 
ness; if we learn to use our God- 
given spiritual understanding as 
consistently and joyously as Jesus 
did and we have his assurance 
tha t we can—then we, too. shall 
heal, spontaneously, rejoicinelv 
com pletely And we shall ifiustrate 
to the  whole world, also, tha t we 
have found the key to happiness.

The prayer of faith shall save 
the sick,’ said Jam es (5:15) Here 
is a c lea r-cu t directive, but one 
which has not been followed due 
to m isunderstanding the true  na­
tu re  of p rayer The most commonly 
accepted m anner of pray ing—that 
of begging God for alm ost an y ­
thing and everything one desires 
—falls far short of th a t self- 
exam ination  and com m union with 
the F ather which tru ly  saves the 
sick and sinner.

Mrs. Eddy a Cheerful Woman
Even as Mrs Eddy has lifted our 

personal sense to perceive Deity as

divine P rincip le , so she has radi­
cally m atu red  our concept of 
prayei Not supplication , but reso­
lute affirm ation of our unity with 
the source of all goodness consti­
tu tes tru e  prgyer.

“T rue prayei is not asking God 
for love; it is learn ing  to love, and 
to include all m ankind  in one af­
fection,” said Mrs Eddy “P rayer 
is the utilization of the love th e r e ­
with He loves us P rayer begets an 
aw akened desire  to be and do good.
It m akes new and scientific dis­
coveries of G od, of His goodness 
and power. It shows us more 
clearly  than we saw before, what 
we already have and are; and most 
ot all, it shows us w hat God is”
(No and Yes. p 39).

In view of such noble s e n t i - r ^  
ments, it is not easy to see how 
anyone ever could fiave referred  
publicly to Mrs Eddy as “the 
p rayerless Mrs Eddy,” as was the 
fashion years ago. Her life, every 
corner of w hich has had the pitiless 
spotlight of public inquiry  throw n 
upon it, reveals a charac ter of 
such m agn itude th a t she consist- 
e ,Uy tr>"T,r,hed over the m any ob­
stacles in h e r path, never losing 
her sense of sp ’- ’Hial d irection, 
never losing her joy.

Mrs. Eddy’s life well illu stra ted  
the old adage, “The sam e stone 
can be a stum bling  block or a 
steppingstone.” She used the 
stum bling blocks of ill-health , loss 
of closest rela tives, inadequate sup­
ply. betrayal by friends, opposition 
by clergy and press as stepping- 
stones upon w hich to reach sp irit­
ual heights from  which she could 
say, as quoted by one who knew 
her: “1 saw th e  love of God en­
circling the un iverse  and m an, 
filling all space, and th a t divine 
Love so perm eated  my own con­
sciousness tha t 1 loved w ith C hrist- 
like com passion every th ing  I saw.”
I have just quoted  from  the  first of 
tw o volum es en titled  "W e Knew 
M ary Baker Eddy” (p  J4 ) .

Like o thers who w ere closely 
associated w ith  Mrs. Eddy, the <
authors of these books tell of her 
un.'ailing k indness, of the  m any 
instances of healing  brought about 
by her sp iritua l clear-sightedness, 
of her sound business judgm ent, 
and the splendid  o rder w ith which I 
she conducted her hom e and her 
m anifold activ ities. M oreover, they 
tell us of her g rea t love for m an­
kind, and th a t Mrs. Eddy was a 
cheerful wom an in the finest and ' 
deepest sense of the  word.

Songs of g ra titu d e  invite into our 
consciousness the  angel-though ts of 
sp iritual vision before which the 
chains of im prisoning disease and  
lack fall from  us, and  ou r God- 
given heritage of freedom  is seen 
and  experienced.

You recall the  experience of 
Paul and S ilas as recorded in the 
book of Acts. These tw o valian t 
C hristians, w ho m ightily  preached 
the  Word of God, had been beaten 
and th row n into prison. The ii^  
istra tes charged the ja ilo r to 
them  safely, “who, having received 
such a charge, th ru s t them  into the 
inner prison, and m ade th e ir  feet 
fast in the stocks. And a t m id­
night Paul and  Silas p rayed, and 
sang praises un to  G od” (A cts 
16:24, 25).

Then follow ed, according to 
S crip tu ral account, the  inev itab le 
resu lt of p rayerfu l, joyous th in k ­
ing—nam ely, freedom . “And sud­
denly th e re  w as a g rea t e a r th ­
quake, . . . and  im m ediately  a ll 
th e  doors w ere  opened” (A cts 
16:26), and  P au l and S ilas w ere 
free.

How beau tifu lly  H enry  Van 
Dyke has sta ted  th is tru th :

“Self is the  only prison th a t can 
ever bind the  soul;

Love is the  only angel who can  
bid the gates unro ll;

And w hen he com es to  call thee, 
arise and follow  fast;

His way m ay lie th rough  darkness, 
but it leads to  light a t last.”

D uring th e  w ar a young m an I  
know  found him self in th is p re­
dicam ent: he w as flying a single­
engine p lane a t  g rea t height, fa r  
from  his base, w hen  he discovered 
th a t the p lane w as out of control.
He was gain ing a ltitude , yet w hen 
he tried  to  push the contro l stick 
in order to change the p lane’s d i­
rection to  descend, he found th a t 
the  stick w ould not budge. Ap­
paren tly  the contro ls w ere jam m ed. 
A fter ex e rtin g  all the force he 
could, the stick still failing to yield, 
he concluded it was necessary to 
bail out, and  m ade p reparations to 
jum p. •

But because he was an  earnest 
C hristian  S cientist, he had been 
praying, dec laring  the tru th  of d i­
vine M ind’s presence. Suddenly a 
g reat thought cam e to him. He 
dropped back into his pilot's seat 
and said aloud, “God controls the 
universe, including me.” He saw 
th is so c lea rly  th a t he pondered it • 
for a m om ent un til, alm ost w ithout 
realizing w hat he was doing, he 
P^shed the  stick. It y ielded easily, 
changing th e  position of thq a i­
lerons, and he m ade his way c/Mva 
to a safe landing. Exam ination 
proved th a t a sm all piece of m ech­
anism  had broken, m aking it 
physically im possible, so the me­
chanic said, to  change the position 
of the controls.

T hat s ta tem en t, “God controls 
the universe, including me,” may 

a pow erful basis for 
C hristian  Science treatm ent. You 
will note th a t it begins w ith “God” 
and ends w ith “me.” How many 
tim es we a re  tem pted to begin with 

me and end with “G od”! In fact, * < 
som etim es we begin w ith “me” and 
end w ith “m e,” and it is pretty  
much “m e” all through our prayer.
This is not the  unselfed prayer * 
which brings physical and moral 
health and happiness

“God contro ls the universe.” 
C hristian  Science unfolds the vast 
im plications of this statem ent. It 
prom ises th a t ali shall be freed 
from the binding lim itations of sin, 
disease, and death , from poverty, * 
disaster, war, and every distress 
of the hum an mind, as we learn 
th a t divine Principle, om nipotent 
Love, controls all the m inutiae of • 
ou r daily experiences

Discussed by Speaker 
At 23 Club Meeting

The caption  “Youth gives us 
hope th a t tom orrow ’s world will 
be b e tte r th a n  today’s ’’ signifi­
can tly  in tim ates why m em bers of 
the 23 Study cJub consider the 
“Y outh C onservation” program  one 
of the  m ost ou tstand ing  program s 
presented during th e  year

The m eeting w hich w as held in 
the high school audito rium  w as a t­
tended by jun io r h igh an d  high 
school students., The featured  
speaker w as Mrs. G raver C. John­
son of W ichita Falls, who addressed 
the group on  “N arcotics and 
Youth.

The program  likewise afforded 
an  opportunity  for youth partici­
pation w herein m usical selections 
rendered by young people opened 
and closed the program  on a  tri­
um phan t note. The school band 
directed by C. L. V aughn provided 
prelude music while an  a  cappella 
group of senior girls sang several 
num bers to  conclude the  program . 
Mrs. O. R. Owens is d irector of 
the chorus.

Mrs. F red  W idmoyer served as 
leader. In  keeping w ith the Ameri­
canism  em phasis of GFWC, Mrs. 
L. E. Brooks led the group in the 
pledge o f allegiance to  the flag

Mrs. H om er Blalock contributed 
the devotional, using for her sub­
je c t “E nlarge the place of thy  
ten t,” the scrip tu ra l background 
being Isa iah  54:2. She urged young 
people to  seize upon the  opportu­
nities to  enlarge the ir world and 
th e ir  knowledge of th a t  world, but 
rem inded them  th a t each expansion 
m ust be offset by a  sp iritual deep­
ening in order to  keep th e ir  ex­
panding te n ts  from  falling.

They en ter a 
town and pick a popular student 
to sell for them , paying the one 
h ired  exorb itan t wages.”

Mrs. Johnson presented a step 
by step analysis of the w ay in  which 
a  teenager becomes addicted to 
drugs, and concluded by urging 
studen ts to prove the ir good citi­
zenship by reporting  to officers or 
school officials the firs t sign of 
narcotics.

The eyes of bird lovers th e  world 
over tu rned to Texas th is week as 
a  flight o f 22 g iant whooping cranes 
re tu rned  to the ir w intering  grounds. 
This num ber represents the re ­
m aining few of a  m ajestic breed 
of b irds th a t once num bered into 
the hundreds of thousands, per­
haps millions.

Despite extensive efforts by ben­
evolent organization, by sta te  gam e 
commissioners, and by Canadian 
au thorities th e  huge birds seem 
doomed to extinction. L ast year the 
birds num bered 23 and it w as hoped 
th a t m ight increase, but in Novem­
ber one was found shot in the 
C anadian wilderness. The rare  bird 
was severely wounded of a  broken 
leg, but it was carried  by plane 
to Texas in an effo rt to  save its 
life. The best care medical science 
could offer was of no avail and 
the g rea t bird died November 9. 
PUBLIC LAND GRAB 

A move is on in  W estern and 
N orthern  sta tes to  introduce a  bill 
into Congress which would in ef­
fect give back to  the sta tes, or to  
private business, th e  180 million 
acres of national forest lands w hich 
have to  date  been kep t in reserve 
for fu tu re needs.

The vested m ining, lum bering 
and grazing in te rests  have not 
looked w ith  favor for some tim e 
on the increased use of the  public 
estate  by vacationists, anglers and 
nimrods. F o r m any years the lum ­
bering and  m ining in te rests  have 
attem pted  to acquire by w hatever 
m eans possble. v as t areas of pub­
lic lands. Much o f th is is virgin 
fortst, i t  is easily cut, th e  p rofit 
is trem endous in such tim ber, and 
selective cu tting  is som ething they  
fo rge t about. The fac t is th a t the 
available supply of forest is suf­
ficient to m eet present needs pro­
vided a  program  of selective lum ­
bering is followed along w ith  a  re­
forestation  program , both of w hich 
lum bering k ings seem  allergic to.

Proponents of th e  bill will w ork 
upon the  theory th a t if  tideland 
cii reserves can  be g ran ted  to the 
sta te s  adjoining so can o ther pub­
lic lands be g ran ted  to  the  sta tes 
in w hich they  happen to  exist. 
Should such a  bill pass, the public 
hun ting  a re a  would be decreased 
by m any millions of acres.
