A. M Bedford, 83, 
Retired Cowboy, 
Taken by Death

A beloved veteran Texas cowboy, 
A  M. Bedford. 83, died Monday, 
Feb. 2, in a Wichita Falls hospital 
after a long illness.

Funeral services were held Wed­
nesday afternoon at 2:00 In the 
Methodist church with Rev. Guy

Mr. Bedford took his first steady 
job after he was the father of four 
children, and followed the life of 
a cowboy until he was forced to 
retire about 15 years ago.

He worked for the Loving ranch 
at Loving and the Waggoner ranch 
at Jacksooro and Electra.

After his retirement the Bedfords 
moved to Iowa Park where they 
have lived the past 13 years. They 
celebrated their r.Oth and 60th an­
niversaries here in the home of 
their son Wilburn Mr. Bedford died 
on their 63rd anniversary.

It was a 
thrilling sight to have so many 
porchlights go on at 7:00 and to 
hear the fire siren sound every few 
minutes to let the world know our 
community was taking part in this 
battle against disease.

This fight was for boys and girls 
and adults like our own hometown 
boy, Donald Cope, son of Mr. and 
Mrs. Joe R. Cope, Valley Farms. 
Donald was stricken Friday, July 
13, 1951. He was in the hospital 
about four months. Since that time 
he has made a slow but marvelous 
recovery.

He says It has taken will power 
and determination and everyone 
has been wonderful to him, encour­
aging him in every way. Donald 
studied at home last year and made 
H i credits. This year he has at­
tended school and is classified as 
part freshman and part sophomore. 
The first semester he just attended 
school part of the day, but now he 
is able to take a full course. He 
swims at the B o p  club in Wichita 
Falls twice a week for exercise.

One of his subjects is agricul­
ture. Donald is feeding sheep as a 
project. He bought 21 lambs Nov. 
15 with an average weight of 60 
pounds. He started feeding them 
bundle feed and later added ground 
corn and cottonseed.

January 14 he sold them In Fort 
Worth. Their weight averaged 88 
pounds. His records show a profit 
of about $25.

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Don’t be surprise W Congres*- 
man Frank Ikard doesn’t get home 
aa often aa before, this year and
next.

Party leaders in both houses, 
particularly the Republicans, will 
constantly be urging their mem­
bers to be present when Congress 
is In session. Democrats will have 
the same reasons for attending 
every session.

The reason is the slim margin of 
Republican control. This will make 
It important for Republicans to be 
present for important roll oatls. It 
also will make U easier for Demo­
crats to capitalize on Republican 
absenteeism.

During the past four years the 
Republicans won some important 
House votes because of Democratic 
absenteeism—a situation which the 
Democrats will keep in mind this 
Congress.

The Republicans have a 10-mem­
ber majority—221 to 211—in the 
House, where there is one Inde­
pendent, Rep. Reams of Ohio. The 
margin will melt to eight when 
special elections fill the seats of 
the late Representatives Cox of 
Georgia and Sabath of Illinois.

The Senate has 48 Republicans 
and -17 Democrats, with one Inde­
pendent, Morse of Oregon.

In order to have control of com­
mittees, Republicans had to change 
the rules this year to permit a

member to serve on more than one 
legislative committees. They had 
to fill 237 committee seats to as­
sure themselves of control, but had

to major committees. In Vtrlct de­
parture from usual policy, a few 
Republican first-termers even were 
named to the Appropriations and 
Ways and Means (taxation) com­
mittees. Ordinarily, flrtt-term mem­
bers arc excluded from those two 
committees because of uncertainty 
as to how they will co-operate with 
party leaders.

The job of seeing to It that mem­
bers aro on hand when their votes 
are needed fall to the party whips 
in the House and Senate. Discuss- 
ing hi* party’s margin, Representa­
tive Arends of Illinois. House ma­
jority whip, says, “We anticipate 
many anxious days In the 83rd 
Congress."

Arends also served as House ma­
jority whip in the Republican con­
trolled 80th Congress of 1947-48. 
He knows from experience that a 
certain amount o f absenteeism la 
unavoidable.

'N o  member of Congress can 
discharge his duties and responsi­
bilities and be present every hour 
of every day the House meets," 
Arends says.

‘ He has a large volume of mall 
from home to answer. He frequent­
ly must go to a department of gov­
ernment for an interview or con­
ference on some matter involving 
his district or problem of a constit­
uent.

’ He is asked during the course 
of the session to return home to 
tpe&k at this meeting or that. And 
it is part o f the duties o f a repre­
sentative to keep in close touch 
with folk back home that he may 1 
know their views and they his on 
questions of the day.”

Arends hints broadly to Republi- 
can Ho.iso members that someway 
somehow, for the sake of the party 
program, they are going to have to 
stick close to the floor at voting 
time.
