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City council names 
new administrator

Iowa Park will have a new city 
administrator Monday.

James Barrington received an 
unanimous vote of the city council 
during its meeting Monday evening. 
He will become the third to hold that 
position since it was created almost 
seven years ago.

Though the 30-year-old Barrington 
is not currently in public works, he 
takes the position with considerable 
background.

He was graduated with a Bachelor 
of Science degree from East Texas 
State Univ., with honors, and then 
took his Master’s at the same 
institution in public administration.

His first employment was in the 
personnel department at Texarkana, 
Ark. He then was appointed director 
of manpower planning for the CETA 
program with the Ark-Tex Council of 
Governments, also in Texarkana.

Barrington later was named CETA 
director for the Panhandle Regional 
Planning Commission in Amarillo, 
and more recently he was city 
secretary at Glade water, a position 
he held a year and a half. Gladewater

He left public works last May to

enter sales in electronic machinery, 
but explained he soon found he 
missed working for the public and 
wanted to return to his chosen field.

Barrington, who was preceeded in 
the Iowa Park position by Gene 
Britton and more recently by Steve 
Morath, says he feels his strongest 
traits are in the fields of personnel 
and community relations.

The city administrator’s position 
has been vacant since Morath’s 
resignation Oct. 15. Mayor Charlie 
Lee has been acting as administrator 
during the interim.

Dallas native. She taught in the 
special education program at Hooks 
until the couple’s youngest daughter, 
Cari, was born.

The couple has two daughters, 
Karlee, six, and four year-old Cari. 
The family has its membership in the 
Church of Christ.

Vote of approval on Barrington was 
after a 22-minute executive session 
by the council.

Mayor Lee explained, following the 
session, that the final decision 
resulted from Nov. 13 interviews 
with Barrington and three other 
finalist for the position.

Motion to hire was made by 
alderman George Hammonds and was 
seconded by Lita Watson. There were 
no desenting votes.

Following the vote count, Lee said 
he had been told by Barrington that 
he would be able to assume his 
responsibilities Monday, if selected. 

OTHER BUSINESS
In other business, council members 

approved re-zoning of two lots in the 
south part of town, accepted a bid for 
purchase of a new police car, and 
discussed resuming monthly rubbish 
collection in the alleys.

Acting on the recommendation of 
the planning and zoning commission, 
and after a public hearing during 
which no comments were received 
from the public, the council re zoned 
lots one and two, block 161, original
t o w n a l t e ,  f r o m  n l t i K l n  f a m i l y  r e a l -

dence to convenience commercial.
The mayor explained that the site, 

just south of Koonce Oil property on 
FM 368, would be used for a gun 
repair business.

Shaw Motor Co. submitted the 
lowest of two bids for a new police 
car, priced at $9,846. The other bid 
was $10,238.

Lee recommended to the council 
that a former practice of the city, to 
have a dump truck pick up rubbish in 
the alleys on a month basis be 
resumed.

He explained that the current 
practice of renting a truck to be 
placed for filling at a requested 
location had not worked, and people 
were still piling tree limbs and other 
refuse in the alleys. People are also 
putting engine blocks, large pieces of 
metal and other materials in the 
metal containers which are damaging 
to the collection vehicles, he said.

Council members agreed that the 
program should be changed, but it 
was pointed out enactment would be 
delayed until the next meeting to 
allow for a new ordinance to be 
drafted and the issue placed on the 
meeting agenda.

Aldermen complimented the trash 
collection department personnel for 
the way the two new trucks are being 
maintained.

It is said that the 
first settlers in America complained 
about the quality of the American 
plums, naturally enough, because 
they were comparing them with a 
plum which had many years of 
cultivation behind it.

The first European who reported 
seeing plums in America seems to 
have been Bernal Diaz, chronicler of 
the Conquest of Mexico, who wrote 
that on Easter Sunday in 1519, the 
caciques brought a supply of food to 
the Conquistadors including plums 
"which were then in season."

Pecans are hulling which is the best 
time to collect samples for the 
Wichita County Pecan Show 

, scheduled Dec. 3-4 at Sikes Senter 
Mall. Wichita Falls. Yard tree and 
commercial pecan growers in 
Wichita, Clay, and Archer Counties 
are invited to participate in this 
event.

The pecans harvested early in the 
season have higher quality than those 
harvested later. This is the reason it 
is important for growers to collect 
their samples early in the harvest 
season.

An entry consists of 40 pecans, any 
variety, placed in a paper sack 
bearing the owner’s name, address, 
and variety if known. If the variety is 
unknown, it will be identified 
correctly by show officials. The 
deadline for entry is 5 p.m. Monday. 
Entries can be left at the county
agent's o f f ic e  in  W ic h i ta  F a l ls  o r  the
Experiment Station near Iowa Park.

If this is your situation, you need to 
update the name that Social Security 
has attributed to your Social Security 
number.

Social Security also pays millions to 
folks who are not able to work at all 
due to a severe physical or mental 
impairment. This category of 
beneficiaries is a large one and one of 
the most important in the scope of the 
social security program. These 
individuals and their dependents are 
paid monthly checks for as long as the 
wage earner remains unable to work. 
Often, the disabled person’s medical 
condition may have improved, 
according to the law, his or her 
benefits should cease if the individual 
is capable of doing substantial gainful 
work.

fatalities. Major Bell said, “Speed and 
alcohol are the main contributing 
factors in the majority of traffic 
deaths in Texas.”

A total of 4,701 fatalities was 
recorded on our streets and highways 
for 1981 and statistics show 923 fatal 
accidents caused 1,082 deaths and 
17,343 injury accidents that caused 
27,907 injuries in Texas that involved

a drunk driver, according to Major 
Bell.

“ Many drivers are not tested,” 
Bell said, “ because Texas has no law 
requiring chemical test on drivers in 
fatal accidents and it is probable that 
more than 50 percent of the deceased 
drivers in Texas were driving while 
intoxicated and were not reported as 
DWI.’’

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Rehab Center installs program for infants
The long-awaited expansion of 

the Infant Development Program at 
North Texas Easter Seal Rehabilita­
tion Center, Wichita Falls, became a 
reality this month when a portable 
building was installed on the grounds 
behind the Center.

The need for the program has been 
so overwhelming since its induction in 
1980 that expansion of both space and 
treatment was necessary. The new, 
bright cheerful building will enable 
Iowa Parkan Nancy Gholson, 
speech-language pathologist; and

Barbara Taylor, occupational thera 
pist, to evaluate and treat even more 
children with problems.

When the IDP services were 
“officially" begun two years ago, 
therapists enrolled six children for 
treatment and hoped there would be 
at least 15 within a few months.

Now, 98 children have been seen in 
a program that treats infants from 
birth to three years for all types of 
physical, developmental and language 
problems.

The new building has more

equipment, larger rooms and the 
advantage of a separate facility just 
for these young children.

Some of the children in the Infant 
Development Program have cerebral 
palsy, Down’s Syndrome, spina 
bifida, chromosome abnormalities. 
Some have vision and hearing 
problems, delayed speech and motor 
development, or, are simply termed 
“at risk” infants.

“ Many of these children were born 
prematurely. In fact, of the 98 
children we have seen, 35 of them

were born from one month to three 
months prematurely. Actually, there 
might have been more but on some of 
our children who were adopted, there 
is no birth information," Mrs. Gholson 
said.

“Children who are delayed in gross 
and fine motor development, speech 
and language skills and-or personal 
social behavior are also eligible for 
the program,” she said.

All patients must have a doctor’s 
referral-the same requirement for 
any evaluation or treatment at the

rehab center.
Scheduling of children varies-some 

may be seen on a checkup basis; 
others for an hour’s session three 
times a week. Therapy is based on the 
needs of the child. One reason for 
group therapy, Mrs. Gholson said, is 
the need for children to interact with 
each other-to socialize. This is 
especially important for a language- 
delayed child. Infant development 
patients also may receive other 
services, such as physical therapy or 
audiology at the rehab center.

Parents are encouraged to 
participate by observing their child in 
therapy and by telling the therapist 
how the child's behavior at home 
compares with therapy behavior.

After the children become 4 years 
old, they may be referred to other 
services offered by the Rehab center, 
which treats both children and adults 
for all types of speech-language, 
physical handicaps, hearing problems 
and perceptual motor difficulties.

Eagles9season ends with 7-7 tie
Holliday’s Eagles earned the 

respect of the state's top ranked 
Class AA team as well as the large 
crowd gathered at Memorial Stadium 
in Wichita Falls last Friday night as 
the Big Red tied Eastland 7-7, in area 
playoff action.

The Mavericks, now 11-0-1 for the 
year, advance to the regionals due to 
a 14 8 advantage in first downs, after 
both teams claimed two penetrations.

Minutes after the game was over, 
which in itself wasn't decided until 
the final gun had sounded, some 
Eagle players slumped to the 
carpeted turf in disbelief, others 
threw their helmets in a moment of 
rage, and a few more made it halfway 
to the dressing room, only to stop at 
the asphalt ramp beneath the 
scoreboard, trying to put the outcome 
in an acceptable perspective.

To them, there was no other 
perspective.

The senior laden squad had just 
defied all odds in matching the tough 
Mavs step for step. Experts had 
Holliday as much as two touchdown 
underdog before the game even had 
begun.

Instead, the two teams played an 
excitable, edge of-your-seat defensive
game.

Both teams went into the g..'ne 
averaging over 400 yards a game in 
total offense, but together managed 
only 324 yards. The Big Red defense 
actually was most impressive, forcing 
three turnovers and mounting a 
successful goalline stand from their 
own three to derail the Mav’s potent 
attack.

Eastland didn't come into the game 
h a l f  asleep, either, shutting down 
much o f  the time Holliday’s rushing
game.

‘T’ve got more respect for Holliday 
than any team we have played in the 
last three years,” Eastland coach Rod 
Hess remarked minutes after the

game. “We knew the Eagles were 
going to be tough, and if either one of 
us got the breaks it could go either 
way,” he continued.

Hess’ son, Jay, a returning all state 
quarterback, led the Mavs to their 
lone touchdown in the final quarter, 
utilizing a gusty wind at his back to 
complete five straight passes in the 
80 yard drive. The senior signal caller 
is one of seven Mavericks that have 
started since their sophomore year, 
winning district each year.

“We knew going into the game that 
we would have to shut Holliday out,” 
Hess said. “ We figured if we could 
score at least once, our defense would 
be able to keep them out of our 
endzone.” As it turned out. the Mav 
coach said he was “ tickled to death" 
his team was able to pull the game out 
with more first downs.

Holliday won the coin flip and 

eU*cted to receive, with Eastland 
electing to take the strong southerly 
wind in the initial period

Gill Gilbert relumed the kick 14 
yards to the 24, and the following plav 
Maverick standout linehacker James 
Morton met Eagle fullback JefT 
Belcher at the line of scrimmage, 
making a jarrig tackle to stop Belcher 
for a short gain.

Gilbert then ran a reverse five 
yards, followed by a seven yard pass 
completion from Mike A. Parker to 
Barry Hardin for Holliday's initial 
first down.

Three running plays from the 
Holliday 37 netted only five yards, 
and A. Parker punted 19 yards to the 
Mav 41.

Eastland’s Thomas Sanders broke 
open for a 19 yard gain to the Eagle 
41 on the Mav’s first play from 
scrimmage. But the Big Red defense 
stiffened, allowing five yards on two 
rushes while Kevin Blankenship 
tipped a Hess aerial to force the Mavs

into a fourth and five situation.
Holliday took over once again at its 

24, and three straight rushes by Brad 
Harmon netted 14 yards and another 
Eagle first down at the 39. A Parker 
was dropped for a four yard loss on 
the next play, hut completed a 
nine yard pass to Mike W. Parker to 
the 44. Following an incompletion. 
Parker punted 27 yards to the Mav 
29.

Eastland sustained its longest 
drive of the quarter, driving to the 
Eagles three yardline in eight plays, 
aided bv a 22 yard pass completion 
and a defensive holding call coating 
Holliday 15 yards

Eagle defensive end Bruce Bynum 
made an outstanding play with 
Eastland facing a first and goal from 
the three Brushing his blocker off. 
Bynum caught Hess for a four yard 
loss, and the Mavs never recovered, 
handing the ball over three plays 
later at the two.

Holliday punched it out to the eight 
in two plays, hut a high snap to 
Belcher in a quick kirk formation 
hacked the line of scrimmage to the 
two once more. Parker booted a 
45 yard punt (early in the second 
quarter) to take the Eagles out of a 
hole.

Returning the punt to the Eagles' 
14. Eastland ran three times for nine 
yards and, facing a fourth and-one at 
the 35. elected to go for the first 
down. Bynum, Chuck Evans and 
Harold Parsons stopped Morton cold 
for no gain, forcing the ball over on 
downs.

Runs of four and five yards by 
Gilbert and Harmon set up an 11 yard 
blast by Belcher in one of his few 
successful ventures up the middle. 
Three straight rushes netted seven 
yards following the first down by the 
Eagles, and A. Parker again utilized 
his kicking skills, punting the ball out 
of bounds at the Mav eight.

East Land could manage but one 
yard gain in three rushes, and punted 
21 to its 30.

A. Parker lofted a pass to 
Blankenship in the endzone on the 
first play, but two Mavs defending on 
the play were successful in breaking 
it up. Harmon was caught for a four 
yard loss on the next play, and a 
10 yard holding penalty moved the 
ball back to the Mav 44. A Parker was 
sacked on third for a 10 yard loss, and 
punted 42 yards to the Mav 12. Hess 
returned the ball to the 19. but was 
brought tlown by a picture perfect

open field tackle by Timmy 
Stubblefield.

The Mavs recorded a first down on 
a Hess aerial to the 29, but Eastland 
was again stopped, punting away four 
plays later to Holliday's 39.

The two teams traded turnovers 
shortly before the first half ended, 
with A. Parker being intercepted at 
the Eagles’ 44 by Kael Joiner, and 
Bynum recovering a Hess fumble on 
the next play which was forced by 
Evans.

the second half, penetrating the Mav 
line of scrimmage to bring Morton 
down for a four yard loss to the Mav 
16. Clint Sissom stopped Hess for a 
one yard loss on the next play, but 
Sanders broke free on a draw for 14 
yards and an Eastland first at its 30.

Parsons sacked Hess for a 
three-yard loss, and two plays later, 
A. Parker recorded his first of two 
interceptions at the Mav 38, 
returning it six yards.

hei third quarter, the Big Red began 
their lone touchdown drive, taking 
nine plays.

IRS Announces New 
Understanding Taxes Program

announced a major redesign of its 
“Understanding Taxes” program for 
1983.

“ Understanding Taxes” is a 
complete, free educational package, 
which teaches high school juniors and 
seniors important aspects of the 
federal tax system. Approximately 
five-million students used the course 
last year.

After a long study, the new 
“Understanding Taxes" curriculum 
will include more information and 
skill development than ever before, 
the IRS said. The materials will now 
be presented in a "modular” format, 
permitting teachers greater flexibil­
ity when scheduling and teaching 
“Understanding Taxes.”

The curriculum will include a 
line-by-line explanation of the Form

Your Health And 
Yourself

A 1979 survey found 
sixty percent of the public 
do not take good health for 
granted. And 20 million jog­
gers are a visible expression 
of the surge of interest in 
health and well-being.

Formal recognition of our 
willingness to take more 
responsibility for our own 
well-being was offered by a 
recent symposium, “ Self- 
Medication: the New Era,” 
sponsored by The Proprie­
tary Association, the trade 
association representing 
manufacturers of nonpre­
scription medicines.

In his presentation, “ Self- 
Medication: the Social Per­
spective,”  Lowell S. Levin, 
professor of public health at 
Yale University, said that 
probably the most signifi­
cant event in health care 
since the discovery of the 
germ theory of disease is the 
discovery o f the “ self” ; the 
new awareness of the role of 
self-service in health.

He pointed out that the 
home itself is being newly 
appreciated as a medical 
care facility. Not only are 
first aid materials common­
place, but recently blood 
pressure cuffs, pregnancy 
testing kits, do-it-yourself 
urine and throat culture kits 
have been added to many 
household dispensaries.

Self-medication is moni­
tored by the government, 
too. Dr. J. Richard Crout, 
Director of Bureau of Drugs 
of the Food and Drug Ad­
ministration stated, “ Our 
philosophy in this country 
is that OTC (over-the- 
counter) drugs must do what 
they claim to do, must be 
safe when taken according 
to directions, and must be 
capable of being labeled in 
terms that can be under­
stood bv the general pub­
lic.”

People who take the re­
sponsibility for deciding 
what they can treat safely 
and what should be treated 
under the doctor's guidance, 
may find that taking more 
responsibility for their own 
care may be a healthy idea.
