Job Done

Conservation w o r k  costs 
money. That’s why wc have an 
ACP, Tommie Harris, Chairman, 
Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Callahan County 

j  Committee, said today. He point- 
out that being convinced about 
the benefits of conservation is 
not enough, and expressed the 
belief that some farmers and 

I ranchers still may not under­
stand that they can obtain pro­
gram  help in gett'^e the need­
led conservation job done on 
' their farms.
j "Just drive around the coun­
try.” the Chairman declared, 
“ and you can easily spot the 
farms where conservation farm­
ing is being practiced. In most 
cases, you would also find that 
the Agricultural Conservation 
Program is cooperating with the 
farmer or rancher in carrying 
out the conservation practice on 
the land.”

For farmers who may not ful­
ly understand just how ACP 
works, Mr. Harris explained that 
the program’s purpose is to en­
courage the establishment of 
soil, water, woodland and wild­
life conservation practices need­
ed in the public Interest. The 
program, therefore, has an in­
centive type of approach to the 
problem — it "shares the cost” 
of sound conservation measures 
which the farmer would not 
carry out without such assist­
ance.

Funds for this purpose are 
authorized by Congress in recog­
nition of the fact that the Na­
tion’s natural resources are vital 
not only to the farmers and 
ranchers who operate the land 
but also to the health and well­
being of each citizen, both now 
and in the future.

Mr. Harris states that a good 
example of cooperation between 
livestock producers of this coun­
ty and the ASC Office is the 
amount of rangeland that was 
aerial sprayed in the past 
month. By forming a partner­
ship in regard to the cost of 

I this practice a total of 38 live­
stock producers had over 10,000 
acres of mesquite aerial sprayed. 
This means that over $15,000.00 
in government cost-share plus 
another $15,000.00 of the pro­
ducers own money was used to 
Improve pastures.
