72.

And local bonuses and benefits
paid by the various school districts
are also not included.

Over the years, it's become ap-
parent that union leaders must make
a big fuss about salaries or benefits,
in order to justify their being.

There is only one reason for the
timing of the TSTA leadership. The
Texas Legislature is about to open
another session in January, and he
wants to get his big foot in the door.

About that $5,000 each teacher
should get as an increase in salary:
there are several heads of households
here in Iowa Park, who still haven't
found work since the slump in the
oil business, who likely won't make
that much this entire year.

Widow accepts husband's medal

"Awarded to Floyd W. Merriman
for Honorable Service While a
Prisoner of War."

Merriman was captured by the
Japanese in May of 1942 during the
fall of Corregidor, and released when
the Japanese surrendered in 1945.

He was only 17 years of age
when captured, after having enlisted
in the U.S. Army in February of
1941 at the age of 16.

Merriman passed away in Jan-
uary of 1977.

GENERAL ELECTION
NOVEMBER 8, 1988

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 8 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
providing that when the federal
government reimburses the state for
expenditures of state funds dedicat-
ed to acquiring rights-of-way and
for constructing, maintaining, and
policing public roadways, such fed-
era] funds must also be used for
those purposes,

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutiona] amendment
and/or clarification providing
that federal reimbursement of
state highway dedicated funds are
themselves dedicated for the pur-
pose of acquiring rights-of-way
and constructing, maintaining, and
policing public roadways.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 2 proposes
a constitutional amendment to estab-
lish an economic stabilization fund
in the state treasury. The fund
would consist of one half of the un-
encumbered balance of general rev-
enues at the end of a biennium and
three fourths of the difference
between the net oil and gas produc-
tion taxes received in a fiscal year
and the net oil and gas production
taxes received in the 1987 fiscal
year. During any fiscal biennium,
the amount in the economic stabili-
zation fund could not exceed 10% of
the total deposited in general reve-
nue in the preceding biennium.

The state comptroller and the
state treasurer could decide to trans-

fer monies from the fund into the
general revenue fund to alleviate a
temporary cash shortage in general
revenue. The legislature could make
appropriations from the fund on ap-
proval by a three fifths vote of each
house to make up the difference
between anticipated general revenue
and appropriations. On approval of
two thirds of the members of each
house of the legislature, the legisla-
ture could appropriate monies from
the fund for any purpose.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment

est:;blishing an economic stabili-

zation fund in the state treasury

to be used to offset unforeseen

shortfalls in revenue.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 5 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that establishes the Texas growth
fund. All investments of the Texas
growth fund must be directly re-
lated to furthering economic growth
and employment opportunities in
Texas. At least 50 percent of the
fund must be invested in equity
and/or debt security for the initial
construction, expansion, or moderni-
zation of business or industrial fa-
cilities in Texas. Not more than ten
percent of the fund may be invested
in venture capital investments. Of
the funds available for venture cap-
ital investments, not more than 25
percent may be invested unilateral-
ly, and the remaining investments
must be matched at least equally by
funds from other sources. The Texas

growth fund will be mana by a
board of trustees consistin:e:f fzur
members appointed by the Governor
and one member from and elected by
the'membership of each of the fol-
Iow-mg: The Board of Regents of the
University of Texas System; The
Board of Regents of the Texas A&M
System; The Board of Trustees of
the Teacher’s Retirement System of
Texas; The Board of Trustees of the
Employee’s Retirement System of
Te)gas; and the State Board of Edu-
cation. The trustees may set the in-

vestment policy of the fund, enter
into investment contracts, and take
any action necessary for the crea-
tion, administration, and protection
of the fund. The amendment autho-
rizes the Board of Regents of the
University of Texas System and the
Stgte Board of Education, in man-
aging the permanent university fund
and 'the permanent school fuﬁd, to
acquire, exchange, sell, supervise,
manage, or retain any kind of in-
vestment, including investments in
th_e Texas growth fund., The fund
wnll_be phased out after the tenth
anniversary of its creation, but the
Legislature may create ga second
growth fund by a two thirds vote of
ea%‘};‘ house,

Bucks tOpple Hawks 14-13

Iowa Park's attempt to score a two-point con-
version fell short, and the Hawks dropped their third
game of the season 14-13 to Breckenridge here Friday
in a non-conference game.

The Hawks mounted two sustained drives to
score, with the second touchdown pulling the Mean
Green to within one point of their visitors.

lowa Park scored on its first possession to
cap a 50-yard drive, and then, after Breckenridge had
taken a 14-7 lead with two second-quarter touch-
downs, mounted a 56-yarder.

With 5:18 still remaining on the scoreboard
clock, quarterback Jimmy Duggins attempted a
rollout around his right end, attempting to put the
hawks in the lead by a point, and was cut down at
the four yard line.

The Hawk defense held Breckenridge twice
more after that, handing the ball over to the offense,
first with 3:10 remaining at the Hawk 40, and the last
time at the Buckaroo 45 with 17 seconds remaining.

The final play of the game was a 60-yard
field goal attempt by Kelly McClure, who had a mild
breeze to his back. But it fell short and to the left of
the goal posts.

Breckenridge, on the second play from
scrimmage, lost the ball on a fumble when Marc
Cruz tackled the runner and Ken Allen covered it on
the 50 yard line. It was the first of four turnovers

suffered by the visiting Bucks, two fumbles and a pair
of interceptions.

Three carries by fullback Matthew
Blackman, one a 37-yarder, plus a one-yarder by the
other fullback, Gary Tatum, quickly took the ball to
the Breckenridge seven yard line. After each team took
five-yard penalties, Duggins hit Michael Johnson in
the end zone to light up the scoreboard for the first
time, and McClure split the uprights with his kick
for a 7-0 lead. Only 1:59 had ticked off the clock at
that point.

Breckenridge was given an opportunity to
score late in the second quarter when an exchange of
the ball between Duggins and Bunkie Imboden failed
and the Bucks covered on the Hawk 31. However,
four plays later, lowa Park took over on the 32.

A pair of interceptions the remaining portion
of the second quarter thwarted Breckenridge's attempt
to score. The first was by Vance Edwards on the
Hawk 21 and the other, on the final play of the half,
was at the Iowa Park 19 by Imboden.

Breckenridge scored midway in the third
period on a fluke play. Nailed back on their own 19,
the Buckaroos attempted a long pass play, and the
receiver was covered by two defenders, Edwards and
Imboden. Their efforts knocked the ball into the air,
and each other to the ground, and the receiver took the
ball about the 50 and scampered untouched into the
end zone. The play covered 81 yards, and the score
was tied at 7-7 with 5:54 remaining in the third.

Breckenridge was driving on its next
possession, but a fumble was covered by Bruce
Palmer on the Hawk 31, ending the drive.

From there, the Hawks marched to the
Bucks' 36 before stalling. Breckenridge quickly got
off a pair of 19-yard runs on the next two plays, and
used seven more plays to go into the lead, scoring on
a four-yard plunge over right guard.

Towa Park took the following kickoff and

Some state laws require a door-
to-door salesperson to immediately
show customers identification indica-
ting who they are, the name of the
company they represent, and the
purpose of the visit. In many cities
and counties the sales crews must
register with local authorities.

Often sales supervisors ignore
such regulations and do not tell their
salespersons they are violating the
law.

For those considering this type
of job, always check out the com-
pany with the Better Business Bureau
office located nearest its headquarters.
Get all details in writing about the
job, such as food and lodging
programs, who is to pay for or
provide transportation, etc. If at all
possible, try to speak to several
