Price of electricity
drops 3.7-percent

Local electric customers should
notice slightly lower bills this
month.

The Public Utility Commission
recently approved TU Electric's re-
quest to reduce fuel charges and to re-
fund about $55.6-million to its cus-
tomers.

TU Electric includes the utility
firm formerly known as Texas Elec-
tric Service Co.

Because of the drop in the cost
of natural gas, which is used to gen-
erate about half the electricity used
by TU Electric customers, the com-
pany had asked the PUC to decrease
its composite charge for fuel from
2.45-cents per kilowatt-hour to 2.19-
cents.

The average residential customer
wills average about $30 per year
because of the lower fuel charge, a
3.7-percent annual reduction in the
average residential electric bill. The
lower charge will go into effect in
February.

The reduction in rates caused by
decreasing fuel costs is the second for
TU Electric customers within a year.
Residential customers' bills were low-
ered by five percent annually in
March of 1986.

The refund approved Jan. 18 rep-
resents further savings to customers
from lower fuel costs. The refund
will be made through a credit to Feb-

Education of students to meet
state standards is not "cost efficient."
And unless schools provide all the
courses and equipment being required,
they face losing accreditation, and,
hence, state funding.

The first move to close small
schools by consolidating them into
larger districts was made back in the
mid-1960s. But that was beaten down
because in those days, we still had a
large number of rural district represen-
tation in the legislature,

No so today.

There are numerous school dis-
tricts in the state where students now
must ride their buses well over an
hour, both to and from school. That,
in many districts, would be doubled
if they were forced to join other dis-
tricts.

Either that, or rent a room in the
town where they went to school.

I opposed the earlier movement,
as | oppose it today. Not only be-
cause of the students, but because of
the communities where the schools
are located.

In the 1960s, Dolores and I had
the newspaper at Kress, in Swisher
County, which had a population of
only 500.

It became immediately apparent
to me that if the school in Kress
were to close, most of the businesses
of the community would likewise
have to close. Kress would be erased
from the map.

But, away from economics of
communities, let's also take the
parents into consideration. How
would a mother of a...say six or
eight year old....student feel if she
received a call the child had become
ill at school, which was an hour's
drive from the house?

Bigger is not necessarily always
better. There are people to consider.

The refund is the fourth for TU

Fish Oil Relieves
Arthritis Pain

Daily doses of EPA-rich fish oil have proved to be
effective in the relief of pain of rheumatoid arthritis and
other inflammatory diseases.

These are the findings of two studies reported at the
recent meeting of the American Rheumatism Associa-
tion,

Other studies have shown that EPA (eicosapentae-
noic acid) reduces risks for coronary heart disease by
increasing blood levels of HDL - the "good cholesterol.”

When used as a dietary supplement, EPA capsules
reduced tenderness of joints and fatigue in about 50%
of rheumatoid arthritis patients studied by Dr. Joel M.
Kremer of Albany Medical School. Similar results were
reported in a study conducted by Dr. Richard I. Sper-
ing at Harvard Medical School. Patients ingested 15-
20 capsules of fish oil each day, in addition to their
reqular diet.

Other scientists are testing EPA as supplemental
treatment for systemic lupus erythematosus and in
asthma. The NIH is conducting a multi-center clinical
thal to evaluate the effect of daily fish oil
supplementation on about 60 patients with lupus.
Results should be available before the end of the year.

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SCHOOL SCENE
Does your child have a learning
disability?

Suppose your youngster is hav-
ing trouble in school. The teacher or
principal tells you the problem is a
"learning disability.” What does that
really mean?

The term attempts to describe a
condition for children who have been
proved in tests to be sound in body
and mind but who just cannot seem
to get the hang of reading, writing,
and arithmeticc and who Ilag
noticeably in school. The "LD" child
may have normal or even superior
intelligence and a strong desire to
learn. Yet the youngster cannot
perform the way formal, regular
education demands. In short, there is
a marked gap between capability and
performance in school.

Learning disabilities take many
different forms. The youngster may
have difficulties with reading,
language, math, or relating one
concept to another. Many "LD"
children have trouble in developing a
sense of direction or position (such
as distinguishing between right and
left, and up and down), or understand-
ing time. Often "LD" problems
appear in combination.

What can you do at home if your
child has a learning disability?
Perhaps a parents’ greatest contri-
bution is understanding. Maintain a
warm and supportive emotional
climate. This helps raise the child's
opinion of himself and helps him
realize your opinion of him is high.
Look for genuine opportunities to
give praise and recognition, especial-
ly in front of others. Concentrate on
help with language skills. Learning
disability symptoms usually center
around difficulties with language
development of one type or another -
speaking, reading, writing, and so
forth.

It's important to watch for
possible learning problems, but don't
confuse ordinary differences in
development between your child and
others with signs of more serious
