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Stores burglarized 
here over weekend

A suspect is in county jail after 
two Iowa Park businesses were bur­
glarized over the weekend, and 
another man has been arrested on a 
charge of aggravated sexual assault of 
a 12-year-old girl.

Deputy sheriffs had a man in 
custody early Sunday morning and 
three guns with price tags still on 
them betore they found out where 
they had been taken.

Deputies stopped a vehicle travel­
ing east when the driver failed to dim 
his headlights. When the vehicle was 
approached, the three guns, two were 
shotguns and the other a rifle, were 
lying in the back seat, in plain view.

The suspect allegedly told the 
oft icers he didn't know they were 
there or where they came from.

The man was taken to county 
jail and a teletype sent out about the 
guns.

Shortly after 3:30 p.m. Sunday,

Kenneth Via and other employees had 
gone to Parkway to inventory mer­
chandise. They discovered the safe 
had been ransacked and called police.

It was then Iowa Park police 
asked Via if he were missing guns. 
Still unaware any were missing, Via 
checked his gun cabinet and saw 
some were missing. Serial numbers 
from the teletype were compared with 
Via's records, and their ownership 
confirmed.

Via said about $2,800 was 
missing from the office safe, also.

Entry was gained through a ceil­
ing vent, investigators surmise.

Then, Monday morning, Shirley 
Rains discovered someone had been 
in her place of business, and entry 
was gained through another ceiling 
vent.

Approximately $200 was mis­
sing and files and records were in a 
shambles, she said.

The suspect, who deputies have 
reportedly determined is wanted on a 
parole violation in Ohio where he 
was also arrested for burglary, was 
said to be scratched. The scratches, 
officers figure, came from his sliding 
through the narrow vent openings.

At the first sign of mealtime 
preparation, the question very often 
asked in American homes is "What 
for dessert?"

There was a time, however 
when the answer would have been 
bread pudding, as a glance through an 
old family treasure recipe book will 
show. Bread pudding is still a 
delicious dessert, but there are so 
many different ones to choose from 
today.

In reading the methods of food 
preparation in earlier years, modem 
cooks with the advantages of modem 
equipment, methods and food can 
hardly conceive of how their 
ancestors ever prepared a meal.

Patti (Mrs. Joe) Hughes' dessert 
recipes this week can certainly 
answer the question, "What for 
dessert?” They all sound like they 
would be a grand finale to any meal, 
but the Scripture Cake seems to have 
a special kind of appeal.

Mr. and Mrs. Hughes and their 
daughters, Shellye, seven, and 
Sharia, five, moved recently from 
Garland when he purchased Settle 
Drug.

SCRIPTURE CAKE
Mrs. Hughes explained that the 

recipe for the cake first appeared in a 
1904 Christmas edition of Gold 
Medal cookbook, but the ingredients 
amounts were not given; one was 
supposed to look them up in the 
Bible and use her/his own judgment 
as to the amounts. She said that the 
recipe was published later in a Fort 
Worth paper with the amounts, but 
one could look up the references in 
the Bible.

Jeremiah 6:20 - 1 cup sugar 
Isaiah 10:1-3 eggs, separated 
Exodus 16:31 - 1 tablespoon honey

Leviticus 2:13 - 1/2 teaspoon baking 
powder
1 Kings 10:10 - 3/4 teaspoon 
cinnamon and 1/4 teaspoon each of 
ground cloves, allspice and nutmeg 
Judges 4:19 - 1/3 cup milk 
Genesis 43:11 - 1/2 cup blanched 
almonds, chopped
1 Samuel 30:12 - 1/2 cup dried figs 
and 1/2 cup chopped raisins

Cream butter and sugar until 
light and fluffy and all sugar is 
dissolved. Add egg yolks one at a 
time, beating well after each one. 
Beat in honey. Add sifted dry 
ingredients alternately with milk and 
beat only until smooth. Stir in nuts 
and fruit, then fold in stiffly beaten 
egg whites. Pour into greased loaf 
pan lined on the bottom with wax 
paper cut to fit. Bake at 350 degrees 
about an hour.

BISCUIT COFFEE CAKE 
3 cans biscuits 
1 cup sugar 
1 teaspoon cinnamon 
1 cup brown sugar 
1 stick margarine 
1 cup nuts

Cut all 30 biscuits into fourths. 
You will have 120 pieces. Dip each

piece in cinnamon/sugar mixture and 
roll. Drop in ungreased bundt pan. 
Melt margarine and brown sugar 
until dissolved. Sprinkle nuts over 
biscuits and pour brown sugar/butter 
mixture over all, being sure to get 
plenty around the edges.

Start in COLD oven. Turn 
temperature to 350 degrees and bake 
30 minutes. Turn out immediately 
on plate.

1 - 14 oz. bag caramels 
2/3 cup Pet milk, divided 
1 box regular German Chocolate cake 
mix
3/4 cup butter, softened 
1 cup chopped pecans 
1 - 6 oz. pkg. semi-sweet chocolate 
chips

Combine caramels and 1/3 cup 
Pet milk in top of double boiler, 
cook, stirring constantly until 
caramels are melted. Remove from 
heat.

Combine cake mix, remaining 
1/3 cup milk, butter, mixing with 
electric mixer until dough holds 
together, stir in nuts. Pour half of 
cake mixture into greased 13x9 pan.

Freshmen hardest hit 
by no-pass, no-play rule

A summary of ineligible 
students during the first semester of 
the 1985-86 school year for grades 
nine through 12 were released 
recently by Holliday High School 
principal, Bill Lee.

The first six weeks of school 
showed 44 per cent or 30 of 68 
freshman students failing one or 
more courses. The second six weeks 
showed a 50 per cent failure rate 
among freshmen, but the figure 
declined in the third six weeks to a 
36 per cent failure rate, making the 
semester average 43 per cent.

Lee accredited the high failure 
rate of the freshman class to many 
students trying the advanced academic 
program as opposed to the regular 
high school program, which resulted 
in many failures, proving costly to 
the students. He also cited that failure 
to turn in homework was a problem.

The tenth grade failure rate for 
the first six weeks was 16 percent, 
for the second six weeks, 22 per cent, 
and 20 per cent for the third six

weeks, averaging 20 per cent for the 
semester.

Eleventh graders failing one or 
more classes in the first and second 
six weeks resulted in a 16 per cent 
failure rate each grading period, and a 
17 per cent failure during the third 
six weeks, averaging to a 16 per cent 
failure for the first semester.

Twelvth graders did fare well 
during the semester, but it is noted 
that the senior class is almost half 
the size of the other three at the high 
school.

Two students out of 33 failed 
one or more classes the first six 
weeks for a six per cent failure rate, 
with a duplicate amount of failures 
the second six weeks. Failures 
dropped the third six weeks for a 
three per cent failure rate and an 
average of six per cent for the 
semester.

Students being kept from 
participating in extracurricular 
activities, as mandated by the no 
pass, no play rule, proved costly for 
the vocational department as well as 
the home economics.

There were 14 freshmen kept 
from participating in vocational 
activities, 10 from home economics, 
eight from band, six from athletics, 
and two from UIL drama.

Sophomores unable to 
participate in extracurricular activites 
total eight in vocational, three in 
home economics, one in band, two 
in athletics, and two in drama.

Eleventh graders kept from extra­
curricular activites include seven 
from vocational, seven from home 
economics, two in athletics and six 
in drama.

Of the seniors, only one was 
kept from participating in each home 
economics, band and drama.

Of these figures, there are 
duplications of one student unable to 
participate in different activities.

I had the opportunity Tuesday 
night to attend my second annual 
banquet honoring volunteer firemen.

This time, it was Holliday's 
department of 13, and it was easy to 
see the pride they have in their organ­
ization.

My earlier banquet, of course, 
was Iowa Park's department.

Though small in numbers, 
Holliday has five members who are 
certified Emergency Medical Techni­
cians. That's an unually high percent­
age out of 13 members.

Besides chasing sirens more 
than 30 years as a reporter, I’ve had a 
life-long admiration and respect for 
firemen, especial volunteers. I’ve 
even served on a couple of depart­
ments myself.

One of my earliest recollections 
as a child in Grandfield was a car 
racing down main street, its hom 
blaring, headed toward the doctor's 
office.

I was to learn a volunteer fire­
man, one of my parent's closest 
friends, had been injured fighting a 
fire. He didn't survive.

Then, soon after I had joined the 
staff at the Moore County News in 
Dumas on my first full-time job as a 
reporter, I was covering a fire that 
took 19 lives. Eighteen of them were 
volunteer firemen from Dumas and 

Sunray.

That fire was at the Shamrock 
refinery, and it was almost 30 years 
ago, July 29, 1956.

But I often wonder how many 
people realize what fire department 
volunteers go through to serve their 
fellow man.

There are regular training 
sessions, some more extensive than 
others. There's the getting up from 
the dinner table, or out of a warm 
bed, or taking off from work, when­
ever the call is sounded.

There's the risk not only of 
injury while fighting a fire, but that 
of dodging drivers who don't watch 
where they're going, both as firemen 
travel in their personal vehicles and 
also in the big, red trucks.

T h ere 's  the natural concern  shar­
ed by the wives and children, each 
time the fireman answers a call. Few 
ever express it, but the concern for 
the fireman's safety is always there.

Many people take the time to 
tell volunteer firemen how much 
they are appreciated. A year ago, 
Iowa Park's entire department was 
recognized by the Chamber of Com­
merce as the "Citizens of the Year.”

Tuesday's dinner for Holliday 
department personnel and their guests 
was paid for by Rusty Lindeman, of 
Windthorst. He insisted on paying 
for the event, and didn't ask how
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much it would cost. Lindeman ob­
viously appreciates the firemen.

Firemen don't ask much. At 
least not our's around here. Only for 
good equipment, which isn't a bad 
trade, considering what a paid depart­
ment would cost

I think, besides equipment, they 
are satisfied with a simple "thanks," 
from we citizens.

Knowing they've helped, maybe 
saved a life, and some acknowledge­
ment, is enough for a volunteer 
fireman.

these complicated tax topics will be 
held Mar. 11-13 in Lubbock. The pro­
gram is structured to help farmers and 
ranchers learn how to lower their tax 
burden and ease administrative 
burdens that affect passing their 
estates to their loved ones. In 
addition to discussing estate planning 
systems, tax savings possibilities 
will be discussed from corporations, 
partnerships and trusts when family 
members are involved in the 
business.

Tanner's Kuntry Store was 
declared a total loss with damage 
estimated at $250,000 after a fire 
occured in the building around 2 
Friday morning, according to Bettye 
Tanner, owner.

The fire was detected when 
Wiggie Tanner, the wife of Bill 
Tanner who is Bettye Tanner's son 
and partner in the store, smelled 
smoke in the bedroom of their home 
which adjoins the store on the west 
end.

Parks board topic of
executive session
During a called meeting of the 

Holliday City Council Monday night 
at the high school cafetorium, 
aldermen held a two-hour executive 
session to discuss the Parks and 
Recreation Board and funds associated 
with the Parks Board, and the 
ownership of Stonewall Jackson 
Camp.

When the meeting reconvened in 
open session, Mayor Don Duke 
announced that Stonewall Jackson 
Camp is not owned by the city, 
therefore it is not a city park. Rather, 
those serving on the city council at 
any given time are trustees to the 
camp.

"The council got their hats 
mixed up" between being aldermen 
and trustees of Stonewall Jackson 
Park, Duke commented.

Since the city does not own a 
park, the Parks and Recreation Board 
has nothing to look after, therefore it 
is expected that the board will be 
dormant until the time that the city 
has it’s own park.

A decision concerning the Parks 
Board will be rendered at the regular 
Feb. 18 meeting of the city council.

In other business, the council 
tabled consideration of spending 
unbudgeted money for a sewer main 
extension on Live Oak Ave. from

Bois D'arc west to the alley. The 
local city staff estimated the total 
cost of the project to be $3,514.80.

Alderman Jim Virdell objected to 
the expenditure of unbudgeted funds 
in the middle of the Fiscal year, 
questioning where the funds would 
come from.

Another unbudgeted item on the 
agenda was the payment for plowing 
and seeding of the closed sanitary 
landfill site in the amount of $400 to 
T.H. Stone.

Some questions arose from 
citizens and some alderman about the 
charges for seed, saying that the seed 
had already been payed for by the 
city.

City Administrator Brown 
Hudson stated that the seed had been 
paid for origionally, but after an 
inspection by the State Department 
of Health, it was found that some 
sections needed additional seeding, 
cover and grading.

Aldermen authorized Brown to 
pay Stone.

The council recognized Rusty 
Lindemon's contribution to the City 
of Holliday Volunteer Fire 
Department, after he offered to pay 
for the annual fireman's banquet held 
Tuesday night at a Wichita Falls 
restaurant in appreciation for the

outstanding service of the volunteer 
Firemen.

As a last unlisted item on the 
agenda, Virdell questioned Duke's 

•intention to run for mayor in the 
April election. He said," I think it 
would be a problem if you decide to 
run for re-election, living in another 
county."

Duke stated that he expected to 
be back in Holliday by March 1, and 
that his actions are legal as far as 
everybody they had talked to are 
concerned.

After the council meeting 
adjourned, members of the Riding 
Club and trustees of Stonewall 
Jackson Camp met to discuss the 
club's contract. It was agreed that the 
contract is valid another 16 years, and 
that the riding club may continue 
their activities at the camp.

Several fro st-tender crops, 
including tomatoes, cucumbers, 
melons and squash, can be har­
vested a month earlier than normal 
if they’re planted outdoors soon 
enough and protected from the cold 
and wind.

For an early harvest, you must 
plant well before the average frost- 
free date in your area. Normally, 
it’s recommended you plant two 
weeks after that date. For example, 
if the frost-free date in your area is 
April 1 and you wanted to be sure 
your plants wouldn’t be killed by a 
late freeze, you’d plant between 
April 15 and 20. However, you can 
plant earlier and still have healthy 
plants if you install protection 
devices, such as hotkaps, cans, milk 
jugs or plastic-covered tunnels. All 
of these help trap solar heat, store it 
in the soil and prevent it from 
escaping at night. Their advantage 
is that you can have production a

month earlier. These same devices 
also provide protection from the 
wind. Here’s the major items used 
ro protect plants and how thev 
work:

Coffee Cans: Cut the bottom 
out of an empty 3-quart coffee can 
that has a plastic cover on top. 
Then you can set out plants when 
they have three to five true leaves 
and place the can over them, push­
ing it into the ground to anchor it. 
W henever te m p e ra tu re s  are 
expected to get below 32 degrees, 
place the top cover on the can.

you must vent the jugs by cutting a 
hole at the top and bottom to pre­
vent excessive heat build-up.

Tunnels: These are formed by 
pushing U-shaped wire frames into 
the soil and covering them with 
plastic. These provide good protec­
tion, but are more difficult to 
install and can be expensive.

Hotkaps: These are miniature, 
cone-shaped tents made out of wax 
paper. They’re 11 inches in diame­
ter and 6 to 9 inches tall. Place hot­
kaps over the top of the plant and 
secure them by placing the soil 
around the bottom. This device 
makes an efficient miniature green­
house to trap maximum amounts of 
solar radiation for frost protection, 
but they are expensive.
