Rip Smith's dream of a golf
course for Iowa Park isn't dead yet.

In fact, it appears now to be very
possible, according to what he said
Monday at the city council meeting.

Smith wants to build a golf
course in the northwest part of town.,
His initial effort was to form a
country club, in an effort to partially
fund construction on land he is pro-
viding.

That failing, he next sought to
sell shares to investors. And that
didn't work either.

He was recently contacted by a
public relations and fund-raising firm
in Wichita Falls and told that group
would undertake finding investors,
for a fee. And he accepted.

The project has now been expand-
ed, however, to increase appeal to
investors, as well as golfers, Smith
explained.

Besides having a club house,
Smith said the plans now call for the
entire 18 holes to be lighted, for
nighttime play, he told the council.

Actuon on the bid was taken
during a called meeting of the board
Tuesday night.

Actually, the low bid came in at
$245,548, but administrators worked
with the contractor, Electra Construc-
tion, and cut out skylights and lock-
ers to knock the cost down to
$236,538.

High bid on the project was
$265,399. Eight bids were submitted
in all,

Trustees also approved the first
reading of a new policy to determine
graduating honors students, a tenta-
tive calendar for 1986-87, and a pro-
posal to use school buses for two
special projects.

The new policy for honors stu-
dents was set after the school adopted
a mandated program for curriculum of
college-bound and non-college-bound
students to graduate.

In return for laying a six-inch
line to the course, the city is to
receive initially three percent of green
fees paid by golfers. That is to in-
crease over seven years to an eight
percent figure, where it is to stay,
according to the agreement.

Explaining his trash pickup
proposal, Smith said an alley separat-
ing the back yards from the course
would be distracting. Homes on the
north side of the street would not be
a problem to be served by alley trash
collection, however, he said.

Vandal pranks costing

Acts of apparent vandelism are
beginning to cost more than the city
wants to finance.

Mike Price, public works direc-
tor, said this week a number of trash
rollout containers are being stolen
from homes, and something has got
to change.

Te rollouts are issued to homes
that are not served with large contain-
ers in the alley. They are picked up
in front of the homes and left for the
owners to return from the curb.

Some residents are apparently
not taking the rollouts inside the

afternoon they are dumped, and some-
one is carting them off to deposit in
ditches, lakes or places they don't
belong.

Because the carts cost approxi-
mately $100 each, their loss is more
than the city cares to finance.

Under the city's ordinance, the
homeowners are responsible for keep-
ing them safe, and can be charged in
case of their loss.

The monitary loss amounts to
about two years gross revenue for
trash service to a home, according to
James Barrington, city administrator.

Aldermen voted unanimously to
abide by those agreements made
earlier, as well as the trash service
proposal.

Smith did not say how soon the
fund-raising effort would be complet-
ed, but mentioned a desire to be play
ing on the course by August.

City workmen to begin
tearing down buildings

City crews will commence dem-
olition of buildings Monday morn-
ing across Wall from city hall, to
make room for additional parking
space, according to James Barring-
ton, city administrator.

Residents are asked to not park
on the south side of Cash, from City
Cleaners east to Wall, until the work
is completed.

Mike Price, public works direc-
tor, said the area will be roped off to
give motorists an indjcation of where
not to park.

The project is expected to contin-
ue approximately three weeks, Price
estimated.

City workmen began in January
to tear out the interior of the build-
ings, in preparation for demolition.

The city council, several months
ago, purchased the structures so they
could be cleared, deeming them a
blight to the downtown area because
of lack of maintenance.

Council members also stated at
the time that parking in the area of
Wall and Cash is at a premium,
especially when members of the
Friendly Door are meeting.

The city intends to smooth and
pave the vacated area for parking.

Council members directed city
employees Monday night to get the
project started.

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Peruvian weaving skills
topic of program speaker

Mrs. Calvin Hansen of Wichita
Falls, who went with her husband to
Peru in the summer of 1985 as mem-
bers of the Hobra Tours of Florida,
presented the program on "Culture
and Arts of Peru," emphasizing the
weaving skills of the people for the
23 Study Club Thursday afternoon.

The meeting was held in the
home of Mrs. C.E. Birk with Mrs.
China B. Smith serving as co-
hostess.

The headquarters for the tourists
in Peru were at Cuzco, Puno and
Lima, the ancient center of Inca
culture.

"Weaving signals the land of
Peru," Mrs. Hansen stated. She said
it began in the coastal desert where
Lima is located, and that the village
people still maintain their weaving
traditions hundreds of years old. She
said each village has its own
particular designs in clothing from
headgear to hem. She said the people
were encouraged by the Spanish to
continue  their woven clothing
traditions and they continue to do it
to this day.

It was Mrs. Hansen's privilege
to attend a weaving demonstration
held especially for the tourists in a
courtyard on the north side of Cuzco
that was built in the 1500s by
Franciscoff Pisara. Some of the
village people who attended the
demonstration had to walk three days
before they could catch a bus to carry
them into the city.

The weaving of the different
village people was exhibited through
an assortment of articles that the
Hansen's brought back from Peru,
and through photographs in albums.
The articles included men's and
women's clothing, pancho, jacket,
sweater, ceremonial cloths, bags for
coca leaves and cards that showed the
early weaving of the people.

During the social hour, the
refreshment table was decorated with
a miniature reed boat, tiny figures
representing the village customs,
hand-hammered tools, chica
ceremonial cups, and pottery, all
from Peru.

However
the fruit is  versatile and is;
compatible in salads and sauces with
meats and vegetables for meals
anytime of the year. The salads and
sauces are two of the most popular
uses of the fruit. However, cranberry
bread is growing in Popularity as a
dessert or to serve with coffee or tea
when guests drop in between meals.

Cranberries were an important
food for the Indians, who ate them
raw long l_)efore the Europeans arrived
in America. The Indians are also
credited with having invented the
cranberry sauce by cooking the
berries and sweetening them with
maple syrup or honey,

John Josselyn, who visited New
England in 1639, reported that the
Indians and English made sauce to eat
with their meat by boiling them with
sugar.

Cranberries are reputed to have
been the first North American fruit
shipped to Europe commercially,
Cape Cod cranberries were being sold
in London early in the 18th century
for four shillings a jar. From there
they spread to the continent and
gained special favor in Germany.

accountants have to prove they are
competent if they cost a business
thousands of dollars because of one
slip of the fingers on a calculator?

The sample tests that I have seen
have nothing to do with being a
competent teacher. The tests I have
seen deal only with the mechanics
and vocabulary associated with
college English courses and the
abbreviations and ideas dealing with
college education courses. The
sample tests do not show in any
form or fashion how well a teacher
associates with a student, or how the
student is motivated by the teacher.
The tests do not show the concern
the teacher has for the child of
abusive, uncaring or absent parents.
These same parents are some of the
same ones who did not do well in
school or who did not care enough to
stay in school. The tests do not show
the pain inflicted on a child of
parents who never take an interest in
him or attend any of his activities.
Those parents who give money and
