shall not die. . . . Thou are of purer
eyes than to behold evil, and canst
not look on iniquity.”

Consciousness which is aware of
man's oneness with God, knowing
but one Mind, sees clearly that evil
is not in that knowing. The one
Mind which cannot “look on in-

iquity” could never have been the

creator of iniquity. Sin, disease, and
death are iniquities unknown to
God. They are therefore illusions,
hallucinations of the human mind,
which fade into nothingness when
the reality of being is realized.
Again let us take note of Mrs.
Eddy’s teaching on this vital point.
She says in “Miscellaneous Writ-

ings” (p. 335): “One mercilessly as- |

sails me for opposing the subtle lie,
others charge upon me with full-
fledged invective for, as they say,
having too much charity; but nei-
ther moves me from the path made
luminous by divine Love....The no-
tion that one is covering iniquity by
asserting its nothingness, is a fault
of zealots, who, like Peter, sleep
when the Watcher bids them watch,
snd when the hour of trial comes
would cut off somebody’'s ears. Such
people say, ‘Would you have me get
out of a burning house, or stay in
it?”
