Travel to Jacksboro to open conference race
The slate has been wiped clean.
Everybody in District 3-3A is start­

ing from scratch with identical 0-0 
records heading into play this Friday 
night when the games start counting 
for real.

The Iowa Park Hawks will travel to 
Jacksboro to take on the Tigers in the 
district opener for both teams tomor­
row night at 7:30 and will be looking 
to notch their first victory of the "new" 
season.

The Tigers on the other hand have 
yet to to be defeated and come into the 
game against the Hawks riding a five- 
game winning streak.

Jacksboro opened the season by 
beating Valley View 28-7 and fol­
lowed that by downing Elcctra by the 
same score before blowing out its next 
three opponents: Olney 44-3, Boyd 
43-14 and blasting Decatur last week 
by the score of 45-23.

The Tigers are averaging over 37 
points per game and a whopping 44 
points in their last three games while 
allowing only 11 points per contest. 
Jacksboro has had good success 
moving the ball on the ground aver­
aging 256 yards per game and another

79 yards through the air and is giving 
up an average of 191 yards per contest, 
141 rushing and 50 passing.

"There's not anything real special 
about them,” Iowa Park head coach 
Weldon Nelms said. "They aren’t real 
big, they have good speed but not great 
speed and their quarterback isn't 
spectacular he just doesn't make a lot 
of mistakes. Defensively they are a 
strong physical type team with a real 
good middle linebacker that we are 
going to have to block to have success.

"I don't want to take anything away 
from them, but I don’t think they have 
played near the level of competition 
that we have played so far," Nelms 
added. ” The key for us to winning will 
be if we can play good sound defense 
and can control the ball on offense. We 
as a coaching staff are trying to stress 
that this is a new season and it doesn't 
matter what happened earlier in the 
year. I've seen teams start off 0-5 and 
still make the playoffs and I believe we 
have as good a shot as anybody in the 
district. We’ve seen the kids play at a 
high level in a big game like the 
Southlake game and I expect them to 
rebound and play well Friday night

against Jacksboro."
Offensively the Tigers look to se­

nior quarterback Ty Pippin to get them 
going along with 185-pound junior 
fullback Matt Fryar. But when they 
need a big first down look for the ball 
to be in the hands of Will Rumagc a 
190-pound senior halfback who has 
been the go to guy so far this year. 
When Jacksboro goes to the air they 
look for tight cnd£tcwart Chalmers a 
200-pound junior.

On the defensive side of the ball, 
everything centers around Fryar who 
is their big play maker. The Hawks 
must account for him on every play 
according to the coaching staff to have 
success on offense. Joining Fryar are 
David Brancom a 205-pound senior 
outside linebacker and Casey Conway 
a 165-pound defensive end. Both are 
in on a majority of the tackles for the 
Tigers.

The Hawks, coming off last week's 
poor showing against Springtown,. 
look to get the offense back on track to 
where it was in the Hamlin and South- 
lake games.

As you've probably decided after 
reading this space for a while, I don't 
take a slap in the face well.

When I read a "house ad" in the 
Wichita Falls paper Monday morning, 
my feeling was more like having been 
insulted than anything else.

"No other news organization in 
North Texas and Southern Oklahoma 
can give you news reported and eaitcd 
by experienced professionals."

That self-promotional piece was 
under a heading of "A great newspaper 
is as good as its word..."

Well, it was either written by one 
of their non-professionals, a newcomer 
who doesn't know the area, or a damn 
stupid fool.

A feature part of the ad is a picture 
that apparently showed the staff. I 
counted 32 in it, and less than half a 
dozen appeared to be dry behind the
ears, age-wise.

Several of them I include among 
my friends.

Let me tell you something about 
experience and staff.

The five-member staff of the Iowa 
Park Leader has accumulated over 150 
years in the newspaper business. Thai's 
an average slightly over 30 years per

Praises volunteer firemen
Dear Mr. Hamilton,

I read your editorial concerning 
the disagreement between the county 
commissioners and the outlying vol­
unteer fire departments in regard to 
liability in last week's paper. This past 
Sunday and Monday really brought 
the realities of the situation home to 
me. Having rural fire protection is 
something none of us can not afford to 
be without.

On Sunday afternoon, we experi­
enced the first of three fires in the span 
of 28 hours on our land four miles west 
of the city limits on FM 367. With the 
southerly winds gusling to about 10- 
15 miles per hour, a small grass fire 
spread into a wide 100 yard line in less 
than five minutes. The Iowa Park 
volunteer fire department responded 
within ten minutes, but over 5 acres 
had been engulfed by this time. Thanks 
to the quick reaction by Mr. Skinner, 
the lowaPark Fire Chief, multiple units 
were dispatched from the volunteer 
fire departments of Elcctra, Kamay, 
and Wichita WesL Without the dedi­
cation, cooperation, and hard work by 
all these fine men, there most likely 
would have been no homes left north 
of 367 from my home eastward to Old 
Elcctra Road. Even with all these units 
and multiple tanker trucks from FOUR 
VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPART­
MENTS, it took them until around 7 
PM to contain the blaze as it was 
spreading both north and east.

Monday afternoon, my family and 
I returned home from work to find that 
the Iowa Park and Wichita West De­
partments were again at our home, 
fighting another fire which appeared 
to have started in the bar ditch cast of 
our house. This was the second time on 
this day that they had responded to 
calls at my home. Some workers on an 
oil well had started a fire approxi­
mately at 2 PM while attempting to 
repair oil lines damaged from Sunday's 
fire. The third fire (around 4 PM) had 
engulfed a bam east of my home which 
was full of hay. Without their quick 
reaction, it would have destroyed our 
new home also.

I can not express my appreciation 
enough to everyone who helped during 
this time, from the people who spotted 
and reported the fires to those fire 
fighters and other volunteers who came 
out and worked themselves to the point 
of exhaustion.

Consider what result would have 
been if Electra and Iowa Park would 
not have responded. Potentially, there 
would have been several hundred 
thousand dollars worth of damage, plus 
the potential of many people being

Let me point out that Bill and Jo 
Ann Glassford, publishers of the Clay 
County News, and SJ. McBeath, pub-

killed. The realities are that we must 
have support for fires in rural areas, 
and even the cities will not be safe. The 
issue of support for the volunteer fire 
departments should be remedied 
quickly and handled in a fair manner. 
These men and women involved are 
volunteering their time and risking their 
lives to protect their fellow man. The 
county certainly should realize their 
value and do the proper thing to see that 
they are supported in a fair and equi­
table fashion. If there is no rural fire 
protection, insurance companies will 
be forced to charge rates that will be 
prohibitive to cover homes outside the 
city limits.

At the very least, the city and 
county leaders need to recognize the 
value of these volunteer fire depart­
ments, and cooperate to see that fire 
protection is available county wide. If 
you have not called or written your 
county commissioners on this issue, it 
is time to do so. I urge you to think 
seriously about this matter. If rural 
fires arc allowed to spread unchecked, 
it could potentially lead to whole cities 
being destroyed. Now is the time to 
speak out on this issue.

One of the bonuses of being on the 
regional staff of this newspaper is be­
ing able to go to towns in our circula­
tion area and do stories on people and 
things there.

But one of the not-so-nice aspects 
of the job is having to stand by and 
watch a small town die. This has hap­
pened several times over the past few 
yeurs, and believe me, it's not pretty to 
watch.

I've learned, however, that any 
community must have two important 
things to remain healthy -  a school and 
a newspaper. Without those, a town 
loses its community strength. It has 
nothing to hold its citizens together.

People will drive 15 or 25 miles to 
buy their groceries or do their banking, 
but take away their school and their 
newspaper, and the town has nothing 
to bind it together.

Thinking about this the other day, 
I called two friends who just happened 
to be editors of two of the most suc­
cessful weekly newspapers in the area, 
Bob Hamilton of the Iowa Park 
Leader and Lewis Simmons of the 
Clay County Leader.

The question asked was, "What 
do you consider the most important 
duty of a community weekly newspa­
per?"

Hamilton, the senior of this par­
ticular duo, has been in the business 37 
years and has had the Iowa Park Paper 
since 1969. He didn't hesitate with his 
answer -- which isn't surprising be­
cause he seldom hems and haws around.

"Our job is to mirror the commu­
nity so that, hopefully, when someone 
20 years from now picks up that paper, 
it will give them a pretty good idea of 
what was going on here back then," 
Hamilton said.

He added that his determination to 
print the bad news along with the good 
isn't always appreciated by some of his 
friends who would prefer to see only 
the good news about their community 
printed.

"It's cost me a few friends," 
Hamilton said.

The editor of the Clay County 
Leader echoed similar sentiments but 
put it in different words.

"We give more attention to the 
little things; things that metropolitan 
papers wouldn’t use, because we feel 
all those little stories are important to 
somebody," he said.

Simmons also reinforced my 
contention about the importance of a 
community newspaper.

'T've always said if a town doesn't 
have a school, newspaper, bank and 
grocery store, it's not much of a town,” 
he said.

So there you have it. Both of these 
men arc excellent writers and could 
probably make more money working 
on a large daily newspaper, but they 
continue doing what they are because - 
- and probably neither would come 
right out and say it -  they have a deep 
sense of doing what is best for their 
communities.

And there's no argument that Iowa 
Park and Henrietta have the best there 
is when it comes to their weekly news­
papers.

But, as time went on, they began 
to dale, but soil argued. Luther joined 
the Navy and they corresponded.

Freddye had already decided 
niaybe she didn t dislike him as much 
8sshe had thought she did.

She and a girl friend went to Fort 
Worth to work during World War II. 
Freddye worked for Swift Co., break- 
*n8 for K-rations. She said you 
had to work fast to be able to gel your 
quota in for the day.

I was young and daring in those 
days," Freddye laughed, "I would flirt 
with the guys and they would help 
me. The excitement wore off that 
work before long.

Her grandmother was a mid-wife 
and had always told Freddye that she 
would be a nurse. Freddye started 
studying toward an LVN license and 
worked at the hospital in AmhursL 
She planned to continue her studies to 
become an RN. She loved to work 
with the babies.

Fifteen months before Luther 
completed his tour of duty, he and 
Freddye were married in 1945. In 
1947 they moved to Iowa Park where 
his parents were living.

Freddye did not complete her 
LVN training. They started raising 
their own family and as the children 
grew the Skinners became involved 
in all of their activities.

Freddye worked more with crafts 
that she had always liked. She worked 
with Cub Scouts and taught them many 
crafts. Luther served as scoutmaster, 
when their children were in that age 
range. They spent a lot of time with 
their children and entertaining in their 
home for them and their friends.

One of those who was lucky 
enough to enjoy the Skinners' hospi­
tality commented, "They were defi­
nitely pro-kids. One time kids were at 
their house every night for a month 
and they never seemed to tire of hav­
ing us around. And, we never got tired 
of being around, because they were 
always a fun family.''

In 1950 Luther went to work at 
Sheppard Air Force Base and stayed 
28 years as a civil engineer. He was a 
planner and estimator of materials. 
After he retired from S AFB he worked 
for the Iowa Park schools and then 
went to work at Cryovac where he 
spent seven years.

Freddye agreed to teach crafts to 
the youth at Sheppard in 1962, she 
thought for three months. She had 
three children in elementary school 
and did not plan to work full lime until 
they were older.

At the time she was a room 
mother, a PTA officer, youth leader at 
the Iowa Park Church of God, and a 
Cub Scout leader. She gave up those 
"jobs" when she went to work.

She began on the "ground floor" 
doing anything there was to do, even 
helping the janitor at times, she said.

From that beginning she worked 
her way up to become the first woman 
to hold the position of director of the 
Youth Center at S AFB and the title of 
recreation specialist.

Her love of children and working 
with them through the years, in addi­
tion to teaching crafts, influenced her 
being able to do the job for which she 
was picked.

Freddye began by planning so­
cial and recreational activities for 
children of the military between the

ages of six and 18. She organized 
Lillie League programs and ordered 
all equipment and uniforms. Coaches 
were all volunteers and it was her 
responsibility to be in charge of that 
phase of the program.

Some years she had as many as 
40 Little League teams, but she en­
joyed her work and the challenges it 
presented as she became more pro­
fessional in her job.

She became social director of the 
young people and assistant director 
for adult activities.

The last 12 years she worked she 
was director for all social activities for 
youth and adults, was in charge of all 
sports and cultural activities and sum­
mer day camp.

Her job description changed from 
making art projects and playing 
games with the children to planning 
activities for 1500 children, workiing 
with a budget of $300 a month to an 
annual budget of $100,000.

Freddye had a full-time athletic 
director she assisted in sign-up cam­
paigns for two Top- O-Texas football 
teams, 10 soccer teams, 16 to 20 bas­
ketball teams and 500 children play­
ing Little League football.

She also was responsible for see­
ing that activities were available to 
entertain and instruct the base chil­
dren from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. Tuesday 
through Saturday, and provide regular 
evening social events.

Freddye attended many special 
courses and workshops during her years 
atSAFB.

By the time Freddye retired, it 
had been 28 years—a long three 
months, she said.

She had been involved in so many 
things for so long she thought, "I'll be 
lost I also wondered, how it would be 
when Luther and I were retired and had 
to be around each other 24 hours a day, 
thinking about how we argued in our 
younger days. But it has worked out 
great."

They work together on some of 
the crafts she does. She has made 
some shelf rabbits that he has cut out 
the wood faces for her to paint. She 
started making yarn cats and when 
people saw them she couldn't keep 
enough ahead for the people who 
wanted them.

She has recently finished some 
Santa Claus faces, using string mop 
heads for the beard and hair. She 
makes shelf angels and loves to do 
flower arranging.

Luther said, "I guess I'm lucky, 
she took over my office for her work 
room, but she did leave me enough 
room for my desk and chair, so I could 
use it to pay the bills."

He has enclosed their patio into a 
lovely sun room which looks very in­
viting for a place to relax.

Almost anywhere you look in 
their home there will bean example of 
Freddye's crafts, Luther’s carpentry, 
family pictures, mememtos in beauti­
ful souvenir pieces, or photo albums 
of their trips to Hawaii, cruises to Ja­
maica, several Carribean cruises, and 
from their last one which was to 
Panama.

Collections of Freddye’s are noted 
at vantage points in the home, includ­
ing an exquisite collection of silver 
crystal, some pieces she has bought on 
trips, other pieces were given to her by 
her children or friends and staff while 
she worked at the base.

so their children can go. The next 
place they want to return to is Puerto 
Vallarto and the Jack Tar Village, be­
cause it is such a great place for their 
grandchildren.

AUSTIN — Low-wealth school 
districts would get as much as $261 
million in state aid during the next 
biennium under a proposal by the 
Senate Interim Committee on Pub­
lic School Facilities.

The money would be earmarked 
for renovation and construction of 
school facilities to help satisfy a 
court order by state District Judge 
F. Scott McCown setting Sept. 1, 
1995 as the deadline for the Leg­
islature to adopt a plan to aid poorer 
school districts.

McCown’s order has been ap­
pealed to the Texas Supreme Court, 
which has not ruled.

Sen. Teel Bivins, R-Amarillo, 
chairman of the committee, said the 
proposal indicates that the state 
intends to pay its fair share for 
school facilities.

In a Dallas Morning News re­
port, A1 Kauffman, an attorney for 
low-wealth districts, said the state 
is funding less than a fourth of the 
construction and renovation ex­
penses of Texas school districts.

And though he acknowledged 
that the money would help, 
Kauffman said the proposal “won’t 
take care of the problem long term.”

A report by the Texas Education 
Agency shows that to relieve over­
crowding and replace substandard 
classrooms, $1 billion is needed, 
and another $1.7 billion is needed 
to libraries, gyms, laboratories and 
to replace thousands of portable 
classrooms.

Judicial Campaigns Capped
The Texas Supreme Court last 

week decided 6-3 to set time limits 
on campaign fund raising for judi­
cial candidates, except for those
candidates running for slate Su­
preme Court or Court of Criminal 
Appeals.

Under the Code of Judicial 
Conduct, the revised time limits for 
fund raising — 210 days before the 
filing deadline and 120 days after 
the general election in which the 
candidate is running — will take 
effect Sept 1, 1995.

Though no new limits were 
placed on amounts and sources of 
contributions. Chief Justice Tom 
Phillips called the time limits “a 
modest first step” in showing that 
judges are different from other 
elected officials.

Three of the nine Supreme Court 
justices — Democrats Lloyd 
Doggett, Rose Spector and Bob 
Gammage — opposed the time lim­
its.

Porkeys jum p all over H aw ks, 49-7
Friday night’s game against Springtown 

wasn't a thing of beauty to look at if you were 
an Iowa Park fan as the Hawks couldn't get 
anything going and dropped their fifth con­
secutive game in a row, this one a 49-7 loss to 
the Porcupines.

After two impressive outings against 
Hamlin and Southlake, the Hawks came out 
extremely flat for this one and never really got 
on track as Springtown took the opening kick­
off and quickly marched 57 yards for a 
touchdown in the first two minutes of the 
game.

Porcupine fullback Cory Gilley scored from 
16 yards out on an option play to give 
Springtown an early 6-0 lead. Brad Haugen 
tacked on the first of his seven extra points to 
make the score 7-0 with 9:59 left in the open­
ing period. The Porcupines built the lead to 14- 
0 just 83 seconds later after the Hawks fumbled 
the ensuing kickoff. Four plays later, quarter­
back Mark Mathis scored from 17 yards out 
again on an option play to give his team a 14 
point lead before Iowa Park had run a single 
offensive play.

"It was just one of those games where we 
came out real flat and just weren't ready to 
play," Hawks head coach Weldon Nelms said. 
"We’d played well the two previous weeks and 
we just suffered a let down. We have to be 
ready to play every week and that's our job as 
a coaching staff to get the kids ready to play. I 
felt like we didn't play up to our caliber and 
when they jumped out to the 14-0 lead things 
just kind of snowballed from that point on."

On the Hawks' first possession, the offense 
managed only 5 yards and was forced to punt. 
Springtown took over at its own 44 yard line 
and four plays later faced a fourth-and-11 from 
the Hawk 38. The Porcupines then ran a fake 
punt 28 yards for a first down and scored three 
plays later to build the lead to 21-0 with 3:06 
remaining in the first quarter when Haugen 
dove over from the one.

Iowa Park moved to the Springtown 8 yard 
line midway through the second quarter after 
taking over on the Porcupine 44 following a

fumble recovery. The Hawks ran off 10 plays 
before facing a third-and-3 from the 8, but 
fullback Chad Simpson was tackled for a 2- 
yard loss and on fourth down, Jason Young 
was sacked for a 7-yard loss turning the ball 
back over to Springtown.

Cheddar Cornbre&d
1 cup yellow cornmeal
1 cup all-purpose flour
2 Tbsp. sugar
1 Tbsp. baking powder 
1 tsp. salt
1 cup milk
2 eggs, beaten
2 cups (8 oz.) shredded Cheddar cheese 

Combine first five ingredients in a 
large mixing bowl; set aside. Combine 
milk, eggs and cheese; add to dry ingre­
dients, mixing well. Pour batter into a 
hot. greased 10 1/2-inch cast-iron skil­
let. Bake at 425 for 15 minutes or until 
combread is golden.

Opal Collins' Pound Cake
1 cup shortening or margarine
2 cups sugar 
4 eggs
3 cups Hour
114 tsp. soda 
1 cup bu'termilk
I tsp. vanilla, lemon or almond extract

Cream the shortening and sugar. 
Add eggs, one at a time, beating well. 
Add Hour alternately with bultermii:., 
beginning and ending with Hour. Add 
soda and extract. Bake in a greased and 
floured tube pan, I hour at 350.

Potato Salad
6 medium potatoes
1 1/3 cup mayonnaise or salad dressing
2 tsp. sugar
1 tsp. vinegar
2 Tbsp. mustard
1/3 cup chopped dill pickles 
6-10 slices bacon

Cook potatoes in boiling water 20- 
25 minutes until they pierce easily w ith 
a fork. Drain and cool. Peel and quarter 
potatoes into a large bowl.

Combine next five ingredients and 
toss with potatoes. Refrigerate. Just 
before serving, fry bacon until crisp, 
blot up excess oil and crumble over 
salad.

Cinnamon Christmas 
Ornaments

3/4 to I cup apple sauce 
1-4 1/2 oz. bottle ground cinnamon 

Mix apple sauce with cinnamon to 
form a stiff dough. Roll out to 1 /4-inch 
thickness. Cut with cookie cutter. Make 
a hole for ribbon. Put on rack to dry. Let 
air dry several days, turning occasion­
ally.

October is a prime month for 
planting trees, cool-season colorful 
NxMingplams. overseeding lawns and 
other outdoor activites.

Follow this garden check hst for 
all of your October gardening and 
landscaping endeavors 
Planting

* Plant shade trees for vears of 
eniovment Fall is the best time to plan: 
and Texoma nurseries have excellent
supplies of trees

* Plant colorful pansies ornamen­
tal kale, and cabhage dianthus. stock 
and snapdragons in landscape beds and
containers

* Over-seed warm season lawns 
with rvegrass for a lush, green lawn all
winter.

* Vegetable gardens can be over- 
seeded with Elbon Rye for soil im­
provement and nematode control.

* Establish wildlife food plots for 
whitetail deer turkev and other game 
Acorn crops are limited in some sur­
rounding areas and supplemental feed 
ing will certainly help the game animals

* Plant bluebonnei> and other 
wildflowers for spring color

* Select quality bulbs at local gar­
den centers Remember that tulip and 
hvacinth bulbs should be refrigeratec 
for 45 days at 40 degrees before 
nlnnrm e. '"The crisner htrr o f  vo u r  re- 
tngerannr works fine )

* Establish fescue lawns from seec 
earlv in October

Fertilizers and Waterim
• Cool-season lawns such as fes­

cue can be fed with a 3-1-2 or 4-1-2 
ratio lawn food during October

• Warm-season lawns should be 
allowed to go dormant without any 
high nitrogen fertilizer application A 
winterizer fertilizer would he appro­
priate at this time as your last fertilizer 
treatment

• Continue to wate’’lawns weekly 
in the absence of rainfall. Drought 
striken lawns, especially St_ Augustine 
are more susceptible to freeze damage

* Trees and shrubs should also be 
irrigated weeklv as we move into the 
winter season.

* Finish pre-emergent weed con­

trol applications early in the month. Do 
not apply a pre-emergent if you plan to 
over seed.

UIL to study changes
The often-discussed issue of add­

ing a Conference 6-A will once again 
be an item of discussion at the Uni­
versity Interscholastic League's meet­
ing Oct. 16-18 in Austin.

Instead of banning the entire 
team, sideline the ineligible player.
