wheat outlook for West Texas
has been summed up bythe
Texas Employment Com-
mission in two extremes: Good
and poor,

The second farm labor bul-
letin for the season, issued by
TEC this past week, said that,
in general, dryland wheat is
poor in the Panhandle and
South Plains, but irrigated
wheat is poor in the Panhandle
and South Plains, but irrigated
wheat is generally good, Said
the bulletin: ““Dry-land wheat
in the Panhandle and South
Plains area is in poor condi-
tion, and up to 60% has been
reported plowed under or turn-
ed to grazing. Recent rains
have been very beneficial to
crops planted on summer fal-
low land, Irrigated acreage is
considered good, with average
yields expected.”

AUSTIN — Considering a case
which could effect every ranch-
er, farmer and other landowner
in the state — so far as water
rights on their own land is con-
cerned — are the three judges
who make up the Third Court
of Civil Appeals in Austin,
