Such people were said to be god- 
sib, nu-.aning related in God. This 
gave the godsibs the privilege of 
speaking to each other ubout mem­
bers of that family. They could also 
speak cf any of their own number 
who might be absent. They more 
than practiced the privilege often 
and to such an extent that godsib 
came to moan a person who enter- 

l tained others with idle tulk about 
] people who weren't present.
