is an update of another that

is available in the Tom
Burnett Memorial Library.

The book contains 1,626

pages.

(EDITOR'S NOTE: The following biography is
being reproduced as it appeared in the recently-
published book "Flora of North Central Texas.")

William F. "Bill" Mahler grew up in lowa
Park, Texas, where he was born August 30, 1930
Upon graduation from W.F. George High School
in 1947, he enrolled at Hardin College in Wichita
Falls, Texas. After three years he enlisted in the
U.S. Army instead of enrolling his last year in
college and served from September 1950 to
September 1953. After basic and advanced
training in Headquarters Co., 8th Inf. Reg. 4th
Inf. Div. he volunteered for airborne and ranger
training. He served with the 14th Ranger Infantry
Company (Airborne) at Fort Benning, Georgia,
and Fort Carson, Colorado, until they were de-
activated in 1951. In the meantime, the 4th Di-
vision had been sent to Friedberg, Germany. He
returned to his old company and spent nearly two
years in Germany. In 1954, he returned to school
and received his B.S. degree in 1955 in Agricul-
ture from Midwestern State University with a
major in Soil and Plant Science and a minor in
Animal Husbandry. Mahler and Lorene
Lindesmith, from Addington, Oklahoma, met in
his home town and were married in 1955.

In 1958 he went to Oklahoma State Univer-
sity in Stillwaterto pursue graduate work. Mahler
received his M.S. degree in Botany/Plant Tax-
onomy from OSU in 1960, working under U.T.
Waterfall. For the next six years he served as an
assistant professor at Hardin-Simmons Univer-
sity in Abilene, Texas, teaching botany and es-
tablishing the HSU herbarium. Subsequently he
continued his graduate studies by attending the
University of Tennessee at Knoxville where he
received the Ph.D. in Botany/Plant Taxonomy in

1968. Upon graduation he joined the faculty of

Southern Methodist University in Dallas, be-
came editor and publisherof Sida, Contributions
to Botany in 1971 following the death of L.H.
Shinners, and assumed leadership of the SMU
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herbarium in 19737"Mahler was publisher of
Sida, Botanical Miscellany after he and Barney
Lipscomb founded the journalin 1987. Under his
guidance, the SMU herbarium grew by 72,000
specimens, eventually reaching about 400,000.
Mahler published Shinners’ Manual of the
North Central Texas Flora (1984, 1988), well
known forits clarity and ease of use. The manual,
thatincluded the summer and fall flora for North
Central Texas was an expanded version of
Shinners' (1958) Spring Flora of the Dallas-Fort
WorthAreaTexas.Forhis work, Mahlerreceived
the Donovan Stewart Correll Memorial Award
for scientific writing on the native flora of Texas
in 1991 from the Native Plant Society of Texas.
Other notable publicationsinclude the Keys to the
Plants of Black Gap Wildlife Management Area,
Brewster County, Texas (1971), Flora of Taylor
County, Texas (1973) and The Mosses of Texas
(1980). Mahler's specialties include Fabaceae,
Baccharis (Asteraceae), mosses, floristics, pol-
len morphology, and the study of endangered
plant species. In 1988, Mahler was the first re-
cipient of the Harold Beaty Award for his work
with endangered plant species in Texas from the
Texas Organization of Endangered Species. The
Native Plant Society of Texas again honored
Mahlerin 1995 with the Charles Leonard Weddle
Memorial Award in recognition of a lifetime of
service and devotion to Texas native plants.

In 1987 MSU putits herbariumon permanent
loan to a newly created organization, The Bo-
tanical Research Institute of Texas (BRIT).
Mahler received early retirement from SMU
(Associate Professor Emeritus) and served as the
first Director of BRIT (1987-1992), Along with
Andrea McFadden and long-time associate
Barney Lipscomb, they were instrumental in its
establishment as a free-standing research insti-
tutton. Currently, Mahler is BRIT Director
Emeritus and he and his wife are retired and
living in lowa Park, Texas.

Wanda Huntersays she hasbeen
concerned about the waler situation
before the restrictions were imple-
mented. As a result she and Sam
began saving rain water to water their
garden and other foliage they just
couldn't bare to lose.

She said they recently purchased
a 200 gallon tank to keep the rain
water in. They sit plastic barrels and
buckets around the edges of the house
o catch rain, Wanda says she was
surpriscd at how much water they are
able 1o catch running off the house.

She saysthey havealsocutdown
on their water usages during bath
time. She explained they wet down
with a shower head turn the water off
lather-up and then turn the water back
ontorinse. She says we all would like
to have a nice long shower but we

Somcone has been remodeling
the interior of their home, and it's
been an ongoing project for years.

Our dumpster is regularly filled
with discarded lumber, sheetrock,
paint cans and assorted debris on a
regular basis.

Often, 1t's virtually impossible
1o dump half of my trash basket,
because the bin is so full.

Only the other day, Tevenhad o
shove some material that'sapparently
used to insulate central heating/
cooling ductwork out of the way, so
I could make my deposit,

Alew weeks back, though Tdidn't
have to move it, there was cven a
complete wooden shipping pallet in
the darn thing.

In addition to cutting the bath
time shesitsabowl witha spoutin the
sink and catches all the water that
doesn'thave grease in it such as water
from washing vegetables and pours
that into a five gallon bucket that she
carrics o water plants outside. They
arcalsotrying togeta well going they
have on their property that has been
closed about fifteen or twenty years.

Janice Newman and her family
have cut their water usage by ten
thousand gallons the past month bya
few simple changes. She saysall four
family members showers with a five
gallon bucket. The water caught in
thebuckets isused for watering plants.
She said in the past she always rinsed
all ten loads of laundry twice but now
only rinscs them once. She also only
washes full loads of laundry. Every
tume she turns the water on she is
conscious ol water usages.

City Administrator, Mike Price,
says at home he has put a gallon milk
Jug filled with water in the ilet tank.
They have stopped all outside water-
ing. He suggest catching rain water
and washer water for outside water-
ing.

One of the big things he says
people need to do is check their toi-
lets and make surc itdoesn'tlcak. The
city has available, ink strips free of
charge, that are placed in the toilet
tank and if the ink shows up in the
bowl there is a leak. Price recom-
mends toilets be checked at least ev-
ery three months.,

According to Mike Price we arc
still taking water from Lake lowa
Park and taking 1/3 of our water from
Wichita Falls. With the continuing
usc pattern we have about 120 1o 150
days of water left.

Price stated with the rate in-
crease they have seen a drop on water
usage from 1.5 millions of water per
day 10 1 1o 1.2 millions a day. How-
ever the water situation is still critical
and he doesn't expect it o get any
better until September or October.

The rain we received helped in
acouple of ways. Though we did not
receive enough Lo increase the water
levels in the lake a lot we didn't lose
any toevaporation those days itrained.

Depending on the weather (hot
and windy) we can lose up to 800,000
to 1 million gallons a day.

Price says the water situation is
still critical. Everyone needs to be
very aware of the water they use.

With no rain in the horizon resi-
dents are sure Lo continue 1o come up
with more creative ideas 1o save wa-
ter and get through the drought.
