The equipment consists of 
a walk-in refrigcrator/frcczcr, a 10 
burner stove with 2 ovens, 2 con­
vection ovens, a vent-a-hood, a fire 
suppression system, and a food sliccr 
with sharpener. The Dial cost to the 
Friendly Door for this equipment is 
$21,500. The storage facility's quoted 
cost estimate is $20,000.

About the love of God? "He hath It >vrth not knoweth not God; for God is love” (1 

John 4:8). Although God is love, He does n< 11< >vc everything. In fact, there are some things God 
hates. Through thy precepts I get undet standing: therefore I hate every false way” (Psalm 
119104). These six things doth the I.ORD lute: yea, seven are an abomination unto him: A 
proud look, a lying tongue, and heads that shed innocent blood, An heart that deviseth wicked 
imaginations, feet that be swift in running to inf i liief, A false witness that speaketh lies, and he 
that soweth discord among brethren (Proverbs 6 1619). It was the evil imaginations of man’s 
heart that prompted God to destroy man fre>ni the earth, with the exception of Noah and his 
family.

Gtxl hates "every false way and inspires all of us to love the truth but He does not 
force His truth upon any of us And witli all deceit ableness of unrighteousness in them that 
perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved. And for this 
cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie: That they all might be 
damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness in them that perish; 
because they received not the love of the truth, that they might lx- saved And for this cause God 
shall send them strong delusion, that they should Ixlicvc a lie: That they all might be damned 
who believed not the truth but had pleasure in unrighteousness" (2 Thessalonians 2:10-12). It 
is extremely difficult to harmonize this It ac of truth with the modern concept that “it makes no 
difference w hat one believes It is equal to saving. It makes no differente what Gtxl hates and 
what He loves.” God's truth alone makes one free from mu and it must be known (John 8 32).

The other" abominations' of Proverbs 6, mainly relate to our behavior and responsi­
bilities to one another. We could never harm i >r destroy one another with God's truth but we 
can hurt others by lying, misrepresentation, gossip and physical abuse. Marriage, family and 
social relationships are often destroyed by these. And even m< ire sad is the effect these abomina­
tions have upon the spiritual relationships in churches. The absence of God’s truth and the 
presence of “self1 is the formula for disaster in am relationship.

We would do well to look to the Son of G(mI to learn to stand firm for what is right 
to uphold truth without compromise, to lx: compassionate toward others, concerned and car­
ing without the self-centeredness that seems to have invaded our lives. "Let nothing be done 
through strife or vainglory, hut in lowliness of mind let each esteem other Ix'tter than them­
selves" (Philippians 2:3), is a truth of (rod that seems most diffit tilt to employ in our lives. We 
should remember that all these tilings w< irk in I ah dim  tions and what we throw at others will 
ultimately come home to us

Love worketh no ill to his neighbour therefore love is the fulfilling of the law" 
(Romans 13:10).

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Know your local fireman
By Sherrie Williams

Bobby Williams Watson joined 
Ihc Iowa Park Fire Department July 
14,1999.

He says he joined the lire de­
partment because he wanted to be a 
part of the team he had watched save 
homes and lives while riding with his 
mother, Sherrie Williams, to scenes 
( j take pictures for the Iowa Park 
Leader.

He added that because he was 
such a "pain" as a teenager, when he 
moved out on his own he wanted to 
do something good. He says he fell 
besides helping people of the com­
munity by joining the fi re departmen t 
he would make his dad, Floyd Wil­
liams, proud.

Bobby says when he joined he 
never thought he would love it as 
much as he does. He says the thrill 
and satisfaction he gels each lime he 
goes out and helps save a life or 
properly is like nothing he has every 
experienced.

Besides feeling good about 
helping the community the camara­
derie at the fire department is special 
to him. He says it's something he was 
never a part of during his school 
years.

He added most of the firemen 
refer to Francis Skinner, wife of Fire 
Chief Danny Skinner, as "Ma" and 
that Archie Laylield and his wife, 
Lcnnic, have become like a second 
set of parents to him.

Bobby says he had gone on n lany 
types of calls the last year and had 
been with the lire department one 
week short of a year when he went on 
his first call where the patient might 
be deceased. He says he felt helpless 
at the scene.

Just two weeks later he went on 
his second call of possible deceased 
patient. Again, Bobby said he fell 
helpless and more determined to 
someday become an EMT.

He explained he wants to be 
able to help the EMTs more and un­
derstand what they are doing and 
why.

Williams is cm ployed alCcrbay 
and works rotating 12 hour shifts six 
weekdays and six weeknights, which 
prevents him from being able to 
attend EMT classes but he hopes to 
someday be able to.

Bobby explained w hen the fire­
men arc toned to a call their goal is to 
gel to the scene as quickly as possible 
without putting anyone in danger.

I Ic says they come from all ar­
eas of tow n and each one has some 
sort of emergency lights on their ve­
hicle alerting people they arc re­
sponding to an emergency, but not 
everyone yields to them.

Just four months after joining 
the lire department, Bobby had a 
wreck responding to the station. He 
says the accident was a learning ex­
perience and he now watches other 
vehicles more closely when respond­
ing to a call.

Volunteer firemen arc not al­
lowed to exceed die speed limit by 
more than five miles a hour when 
responding to the station.

He recalled the first structure 
lire he went on was a mutual aid call 
for Burkbumctt. He said he rolled out 
of bed, jumped into his truck and off 
to the lire station. There he pulled on 
his bunker gear (fire protective suit)

before loading onto die truck.
Alter the fire was extinguished 

one of the veteran firemen told him 
he needed to take oi l his bunker gear. 
Bobby told the fireman he couldn't 
because he was not fully dressed 
under his gear. Now he always has 
pants near his bed.

He says w hen the firemen finish 
fighting a fire they arc always soaked, 
w ith sweat, not w ater. The gear keeps 
the water off them.

He says he prefers going inside 
the structure during a structure lire. 
"I can’t explain why," Bobby said, 
"its just where I feel I can do the most 
good."

Bobby says he would like to be 
a firemen lull time. But, only as a 
volunteer. He says if he got paid to 
fight the fires and answer EMT calls 
he doesn't feel he would get the same 
satalaclion as he docs when he is 
volunteering his time.
