Several parents appeared before
the school board during a meeting
last Thursday night to voice concern
over the policy for calculating grade
point averages and determining class
ranking.

The current policy, which has
been in place for the last two years,
uses only grades from common core
classes such as English, science, math
and social studies to determine grade
pointaverages (GPA) and class rank-
ing. Advanced Placement or honors
classes, such as calculus, are not
used in the calculation.

Deanne Schram, whose son has
beenin the Gifted/Talented program
since elementary school and is con-
sistently on the honor rolls said he
has taken many accelerated courses
to be prepared for college. She said
only recently did it come to her atten-
tion that the policy had changed, and
these classes wouldn't be included in
his GPA. Mrs. Schram said math and
science students will be penalized for
taking advanced courses, and it is
possible to have a valedictorian who
took no honors classes.

Diana Collins, a high school
science teacher, said her son, who
has graduated, took AP classes, in
which he made A's and B's, with no
reward because they weren't included
in his GPA. She said she has honor

students taking her advanced classes
in order to prepare for college. "The
way our GPA is setupnow," she said,

Trustees hear parents' concerns

They are considering a draft of
an Academic Achievement Class
Ranking policy that would include
advanced classes in the calculation of
a student's GPA.

The class
of 2002 would have three semesters
to add AP courses to their GPA.

In addition to an update on
progress of facility construction, the
board discussed a bid to re-roof the
vocational building and decided to
get additional bids.

Both those businesses plan to
use the water.

The second phase of the trans-
mission line, once approved, would
carry affluent to be used on the pro-
posed golf course.

Affluent that would be trans-
mitted in the second phase would
have to undergo additional treatment,
however, aldermen were informed.

To finance a drainage project on
South Texowa, the council approved
selling certificates of obligation to
American National Bank of Iowa
Park, which offered an interest rate of
six percent per annum.

Aldermen approved selling a
strip of land to the school district, for
a price of $5,000. The undeveloped
property is on the west end of the
block on which the school adminis-
tration is located.

Concerning an unoccupied house
at 703 North Wall that the city gave
the owner 30 days to correct alleged
violations of the city code, aldermen
approved extending an additional 30-
day period to make improvements.

The council was informed that
