C ity restricts
Faced with the continuing loss 

of water in Iowa Park's two lakes, 
caused by the ongoing drought, the 
city council Monday night adopted 
Stage Five of its droughtconlingency 
plan.

As of Tuesday morning, all 
outdoor watering and other nones- 
senual use of water is forbidden until 
further notice.

Actually, the action concerning 
water was only one of a number of 
major issues covered by the council 
during it's regularly-scheduled ses­
sion.

Among the other issues were the 
adoption of the tax rate, contracting 
with a private firm to get money back 
from the federal government, joining 
another municipality in a suit against 
utility companies seeking delinquent 
franchise fees, adopting an ordinance 
concerning unauthorized use of trash 
containers, seeking financing for a 
storm drainage project, and con­
tracting for engineering on an afflu­
ent transmission line.

The council adopted the same 
tax rate of $0,672 per $100 valuation 
as was assessed last year for the 
general fund, which is $2,254,850. 
The utility budget for the next year 
was set at $1,411,200.

In an effort to see refunds for 
gasoline taxes used during 1999 by 
city equipment, the council approved 
contracting a private firm. Municipal 
Tax Consulting and Management 
Services.

City Administrator Mike Price 
estimated the city should receive 
approximately $3,800, of which the 
firm would be paid one third of the 
refund.

Price added that time to file for 
the 2000 refund is approaching, the 
first of October.

A resolution approved Monday 
authorizes thecity’sparticipalion with 
Denton and other municipalities in a 
joint cause of action against Texas 
Utilities Company and Lone Star Gas.

The municipalities are seeking 
franchise fees that have not been paid 
by the utilities. Estimated cost of the 
suit to Iowa Park is $3,036, Price told 
the council.

Because numerous business 
owners have complained to the city 
that people are dumping (heir trash in 
the large metal containers, without 
authorization, an ordinance had been 
requested governing such use.

The activity, aldermen were told, 
has increased since the metal con­
tainers were removed from allcysand 
residents issued 95-gallon rollout 
containers.

The administrator was granted 
permission to advertise for proposals 
from banks to finance the storm 
drainage project on Texowa Street. 
The financing of $640,000 would be 
paid for in 10 years.

Aldermen authorized the city's 
engineer to design plans and specifi­
cations for a water reuse transmis­
sion line from the wastewater treat­
ment plant to Lake Iowa Park.

The affluent would be distrib­
uted to three intended users, includ­
ing I.E.S.I., Cryovac, and the pro­
posed golf course at Lake Iowa Park.

Three other proposals also were 
approved during the council's meet­
ing.

The adm inistrator was granted
permission to advertise for bids to 
rent uniforms for Public Works em­
ployees for another year.

A resolution was approved which 
allows the city to encourage the 
Cowboys to return to Wichita Falls 
again next year for their training camp.

The Hardcastle Report

For millions o f Texas children, the first day of school began the second or 
third week of August-for some kids, even earlier. For the past ten years school 
bells have rung earlier and earlier in school districts across the state. Most of 
us remember the days when schools started late in August or even after Labor
Day.

Texas law currently does not set a specific start date for public schools, but 
the vast majority of districts began the 2000-2001 school year between August 
7 and August 18, despite continued debate on whether starting school this early 
is beneficial to students. According to a poll of 1,000 Texans, 60 percent 
preferred starting school anywhere from a week before to two weeks after 
Labor Day. Sixty-four percent favored requiring all public schools to start on 
the same day across the state. Most states leave the start date up to local school 
boards, although Iowa, Minnesota, Missouri and Virginia require all schools to 
start after September 1.

Bills were filed during the 1997 and 1999 Legislative Sessions that would 
have prevented Texas public schools from starting the fall semester before 
September 1, but the House Public Education Committee took no action and the 
bill died in committee.

Many lexans have expressed their support for a uniform start date in 
Septembei. Parents complain that family vacation time is cut short. Teachers
say that it is difficult to take courses for their continuing education because o f arrived, the three approached the 
the early start date. Older students' employment experiences are affected, residence in their vehicles, stopping 
Supporters say that an August date causes Texas' tourism industry to lose within 50 yards because there was no 
millions of dollars.

Hawks overcome Burk, 30-22
What a difference a week makes.
After looking less than impressive against 

Holliday in the season opener, Iowa Park 
traveled to Burkburnett Friday night and 
looked like a different team, beating the 
Bulldogs 30-22 in front o f a packed house.

It was Burkbumett’s season opener and 
the first game for new head coach Bill Dalke.

It was also the first win as a head coach 
for Iowa Park's Chris Ellis.

It didn't take long for things to get going.

After a three-and-out by the Bulldogs on 
their next possession, Iowa Park took over at 
it’s own 40 with 10:18 left in the half. Ellis 
dipped into his bag o f tricks on a fourth-and- 
seven from the 43 and faked a punt, with 
Chris Simmons finding a wide open Mitch 
Singleton who took the ball all the way to the 
Burk six. On the next play Wright gave the 
Hawks their first lead of the season when he 
scored over the left side of his offensive line. 
His point after gave Iowa Park a 10-7 lead 
with 7:48 left in the half.

Then things got a bit crazy.
Matt Kelly recovered a Bulldog fumble 

by Ryan Matthews and was off to the races 
before being dragged down from behind at 
the Burk 10.

Our N ation’s tax code is a 
good example It punishes hard 
work and success when it should be 
doing just the opposite. It taxes you 
when you work. It taxes you when 
you get married. It taxes you when 
you retire. And it taxes you when 
you die. If there was ever a time to 
restore some com m on sense to the 
tax code and bring some real relief 
to the American people, it is now.

The federal government is 
running a budget surplus. We need 
to pay down the debt and strengthen 
Social Security and Medicare. But 
we also need to return some o f this 
m oney to you. Over the past few 
months, the House and Senate have 
passed a num ber o f  bills that will do

United States l ax Code
just that.

In July, the House passed 
legislation to repeal the 1093 tax that 
taxes up to 85 percent o f  a retiree’s 
Social Security benefits. In June, the 
House voted to get rid o f  the death 
tax that threatens so many families 
and small businesses. In May, the 
I louse voted to repeal a 102-year-old 
excise tax on telephones that was 
originally passed to help pay for the 
Spanish-American War. And in 
February, Congress passed legisla­
tion to reduce the marriage penalty 
that affects nearly 56,000 couples in 
our District alone.

President Clinton vetoed 
this marriage tax penalty relief bill, 
and he remains opposed to repealing 
the death tax and providing broad 
relief in other areas. But it’s critical 
that we keep pushing and try to 
return part o f  the surplus to you.

After all, you earned it, and 
I’m afraid that if  it’s left lying on the 
table in W ashington, it will end up 
being spent.
