Electrons Petition 

Against By-Pass
Citizens Highway Committee for 

U.S. Highway 287 Present Route, 
recently organized at Electra, has 
done more than object to the pro­
posed new expressway which is 
planned to bypass that city.

Members have circulated a peti- 
tion, secured about 306 signatures 
of Precinct 4 taxpayers, and filed 
them with the Wichita county com­
missioners court.

Addressed to members of the 
commissioners court individually 
and collectively, the petition reads:

“We the taxpayers and citizens 
of Electra Precinct 4 Wichita 
county, do respectfully submit to 
you the petition attached objecting 
to the proposed route of the Elec­
tra bypass on U.S. Highway 287 in 
Precinct 4.

"We propose that you re-evalu- 
ate and consider the following 
facts. We voted the bonds in our 
precinct for the development of 
the precinct route on Highway 287. 
We were informed at a meeting 
by L  B. Dean, district engineer of 
Texas Highway Department, that 
287 right of way was sufficient in 
width. Maps were circulated by 
mail showing the route on U.S. 
287 route, newspaper publicity, let­
ters and at meetings we were told 
by those in authority that the route 
would be the present route paral­
leling VWDC railroad.

We Object to the Diversion of 
Our Tax Money of Precinct 4 
Being Used to Build a By- 
pas Around Electra.

1. The present route follows a 
straight line between the borders 
of Precinct 4.

2. The right of way cost of the 
proposed route would be excessive, 
and the route would have curves, 
overpasses, underpasses, clover- 
leafs, and would increase the dis­
tance of travel, and does not con­
form to good practice of engineer­
ing and safety.

3. The cost of 17 homes, cutting 
circular and diagonal through 
farms, oil leases and ranches, 
would cause relocation of oil, gas, 
City water, sewer lines, and vacu­
um lines for two gasoline plants, 
and paying for lease equipment 
oil storage tanks, which all leases 
will have to have duplicated equip­
ment on both sides of the bypass.

4. The proposed route will create 
a serious problem in the secondary 
recovery of oil by water flooding, 
and if we have to pay damages to 
the operator for underground re­
serve it will be expensive.

5. We propose to you that pas­
sage of the $33 Billion Interstate 
Expressway program has changed 
the situation. We ask you to inves­
tigate the Houston-Dallas-Amaril- 
lo-Denver expressway that is now 
being planned. We feel like the 
Federal Bureau of Roads will not 
duplicate and appropriate money 
to a proposed route of bypasses, 
and other features that do not con­
form to limited access of Federal 
Interstate system. They will pay 
90 per cent of the right of way and 
construction cost; the state, 10 per 
cent.

6. We propose that our money be 
spent on lateral roads and the 
present route of Highway 287 for 
its improvement, and that a bridge 
be built across Red river located 
at a point where Texas Highway 
25 is paved to the river, and a 
bridge be built between Burkbur- 
nett and Grandfield, Okla. at the 
old bride Town Site on the river. 
We ask you to get the Highway

Department to extend Texas High­
way 240 from Burkburnett to Pe- 
trolia to intersect Texas Highway 
148 to Henrietta.

7. We vigorously object to the 
abandonment of U8. 287 from 
Iowa Park to Wichita Falls to the 
county for upkeep. Mr. L. V. Dean, 
district engineer of the State High­
way Department, at a meeting at 
Electra, made this statement and 
elaborated on the same.

We the undersigned qualified 
voters of Precinct 4, Wichita 
county, do hereby object to the 
proposed Highway 287 expressway 
to be built through this precinct. 
We hereby ask that this read be 
reconsidered and planned into a 
four-lane divided highway on the 
present 287 route.”

Lester also gave a report on the 
district cabinet meeting held last 
Sunday in Ft. Worth. He and Mrs. 
Brooks were accompanied by Saw­
yer and Woodall.
