What many persons do not real-
ize is that the same rule applies
when meeting a stopped school
bus, While everyone is interested
in protecting our children, un-
thinking violators of this simple
safety rule greatly outumber those
who comply, Failure to follow the
law can lead to fines up to $200,
even when no accident occurs. ¥Fol-
lowing an accident in which some
child is injured or killed, the pen-
alties are more serious.

Although the above rule does
not always apply when passing a
stopped school bus in a business
or residential district of a town,
the necessity for caution in such
locations is obvious.

When it comes to overtaking and
passing moving vehicles, exercise
of ordinary common sense will gen-
erally keep a driver within the law,
For instance, when passing a car
it is only common sense to proceed
on past it a safe distance bcforo|
cutting back to the right side of |
the highway. Also, any driver
should realize #ae danger of in-|
creasing his speed while another
is attempting to pass him.

In the same category is the pro-
mibition against passing on the
right under most ordinary condi-
tions, Of course you may legally
pass on the right in a few specific
instances, such as when the vehicle
overtaken is making or about to
make a left turn, or upon a one-
way street witth two or more lanes,
or upon a four-lane highway,

However, our traffic laws state
that even when passing on the
right is allowed, it shall be done
only under conditions permitting
sudh movement in safety, And, in
no event should such passing be
accomplisred by driving off the
pavement or main-traveled portion
of the roadway,

Familiar to all are the no passing
zones designa’ed by dash lines on
one side of the center stripe on
our highways. Not so well known
are the restrictions against cross-
ing the center line when approach-
ing within 100 feet of or when
traversing any intersection or rall-
road grade crossing,

A driver should never cross the
center line of a highway when the
left side of the road is not clearly
visible and free of oncoming traf-
fic. Generally speaking, when not
*ngaged in passing another vehicle,
one should not drive to the left of
the center of the roadway,

Failure to follow the
law can lead to fines up to $200,
even when no accident occurs. ¥Fol-
lowing an accident in which some
child is injured or killed, the pen-
alties are more serious.

Although the above rule does
not always apply when passing a
stopped school bus in a business
or residential district of a town,
the necessity for caution in such
locations is obvious.

When it comes to overtaking and
passing moving vehicles, exercise
of ordinary common sense will gen-
erally keep a driver within the law,
For instance, when passing a car
it is only common sense to proceed I
on past it a safe distance bcr()rn|
cutting back to the right side of

the highway. Also, any drivor'
should realize the danger of in-|
creasing his speed while another

is attempting to pass him.

In the same category is the pro—'
nibition against passing on the
right under most ordinary condi-
tions, Of course you may legally
pass on the right in a few specific

overtaken is making or about to
make a left turn, or upon a one-
way street with two or more lanes,
or upon a four-lane highway.

However, our traffic laws state
that even when passing on the
right is allowed, it shall be done
only under conditions permitting
sudh movement in safety. And, in
no event should such passing be
accomplisred by driving off the
pavement or main-traveled portion
of the roadway,

Familiar to all are the no passing
zones designa’ed by dash lines on
one side of the center stripe on
our highways. Not so well known
are the restrictions against cross-
ing the center line when approach-
ing within 100 feet of or when
traversing any intersection or rall-
road grade crossing,

A driver should never cross the
center line of a highway when the
left side of the road is not clearly
visible and free of oncoming traf-
fic. Generally speaking, when not
*ngaged in passing another vehicle,
one should not drive to the left of
the center of the roadway,
