There is much confusion over 
the Holy Spirit in the realm of 
religion today. Why? Because, we 
fail to accept the teachings of the 
word of God.

Some teach there is only one 
mode by which the Holy Spirit is 
conferred and that is by the lay­
ing on of the hands. If this is so, 
then there Is no Holy Spirit to aid 
the gospel of Christ today.

There were three measures by 
which the Spirit was given. Two 
of these measures have passed on 
as their usefulness has been ac­
complished.

First, the Holy Spirit was given 
in a Baptismal sense when He 
gave the words to the Apostles by 
which the world might be saved 
(Acts 2:1-4; 10:44-47; 11:15).

Second, the apostles had the 
power, by the laying on of the 
hands, to confer the gift to others 
(Acts 8:12-17; 19:6; I Tim. 4:14; 
II Tim. 1:6). None but the apostles 
could confer the Holy Spirit, by 
the laying on of hands. “Apostle” 
means witness, thus an apostle can 
have no successor. An apostle had 
to be a witness of Christ (Acts 
1 : 22) .

Third, the general gift of the 
Holy Spirit which is given to all 
as a comforter or counselor, after 
we have been baptized into Christ 
(Acts 2:38-39; Gal. 3:27). This is 
the only measure the Holy Spirit 
is given in today. adv
