J. C. Keiningham, water super-
intendent, reports residents of IP
are using the full capacity of wa-

ter supply here—3850,000 gallons
each day.
The city has 2 water towers,

100,000 gallons and 250,000 gal-
lons and one underground storage
of 350,000 gallons capacity.

Lake lowa Park with 2565 acre
feet capacity, is standing two feet
below the spillway. Keiningham
says there is plenty of water in
the lake, but because of the small
8-inch line leading to the water
line, he unable to pump the
million gallons daily which are
needed to give ample water sup-
ply.

The water district has ordered
an 850,000 gallon pump and mo-
tor to replace the 450,000 gallon
pump in use now.  This can be
used when a 16-inch line has been
laid into town. Another 850,000
gallon pump is already in use.

Keiningham reports 59 water
taps and 60 sewer taps have been
made since Jan. 1. Now there are
1683 water users and 1548 sewer
users.
