All Over State
SEASON FOR FAIRS 
AT HAND IN TEXAS

In many a city and town of Texas today, community leaders are 
making plans for an important annual event which many folks have 
been eagerly looking forward to all year. During the next several 
months it will be fair-time throughout Texas — with county and 
regional fairs and festivals taking place in every section of the state, 
the culminating event being the State 
Fair of Texas in Dallas, October 7-23.

Texas possibly has a bigger percent­
age of large, widely patronized fairs 
than any other state. Several of Texas' 
l)ig regional fairs attract more visitors 
and have more impressive fairgrounds 
than state fairs in some other sections 
of the nation.

The State Fair of Texas is, of course, 
the largest annual fair in the United 
States in terms of attendance, with 
over 2H million visitors from all parts 
of America, and a magnificent fair­
grounds with facilities valued at $35 
million.

As with most fairs the country over,
Texas events carry a heavy emphasis 
on liv estock and agriculture. Entertain­
ment naturally covers a wide range, 
rom carnival sideshows, rodeos, folk 
•slivais to the Broadway musical 
nmedy “ Pajama Game” which will be 
resented at the State Fair. Competi­

tion in making jams and jellies, succu­
lent cakes a. d li.'es and other examples 
of traditional homemaking skills still 
occupies a big place in the program of 
most Texas lairs.

Fairs in Texas date back over 100 
years. The first fair to be held in the 
state may well have been one in Corpus 
Christi in 1852, which featured bull­
fights. a circus, cockfights and firc- 
works. During the same decade Dallas 
County 1 eca.nc the first county in the 
state to organize a rmT. The State Fair 
was rounded in 1880.

A good fair regardless of size can be 
a valuable ass.. to its community, in 
the opinion of James H. Stewart, gen- 
eral manager of the State Fair and vie*. -
president of the International Associa- Temple, Texarkana, Trinity, Tulia, 
tion of Fairs and Expositions. | Tyler, Waco, Wharton, Wheeler.

“ In addition to providing wholesome 
and worthwhile recreation and relaxa­
tion, fairs serve to stimulate pride in 
the achievements of the individual, his 
group and his region,” Mr. Stewart 
said, “They are a stimulus to trade and 
a unifying medium.

“The various fairs, festivals and live­
stock shows in Texas have one impor­
tant thing in common — they are all 
working to improve our agriculture and 
livestock industry, to better living con­
ditions generally and to build up our 
state.”

Inside The House of Glass

CORNING, N. Y.—For the na­
tion's summer tourists, constantly 
beset by pocketbook problems, a 
trip to the world-famous Coming 
Glass Center here offers a wet- 
come relief.

It costs the traveling public 
exactly nothing to visit this 20th 
cen tu ry  monument to man’s 
achievement in glass.

Six days a week, seven and a 
half hours daily exoept on Mon­
days, visitors are free to tour the 
Center year 'round. Some come 
to trace glass history from Egypt 
to Palomar; others are more in­
terested in demonstrations of the 
modern uses of glass. Few leave 
without witnessing the amazing 
miracle of glass-making.

Since its opening four years 
ago, more than 1,500,000 men, 
women and children from all the 
48 states and 50 foreign countries 
have visited the Center to tour its 
elaborate exhibits.

Built in 1951 to commemorate 
Coming Glass Works’ 100th an­
niversary. the Center constitutes 
a bold experiment in human re­
lations.

The average tourist spends an 
hour and a half at the Center. 
([Students of glass linger longer.) 
Thirty minutes o f that time is 
spent in the blowing factory 
where exquisite Steuben crystal 
is made by the age-old off-hand 
process.

Out o f the celebrated Steuben 
"glass house’’ have come some of 
the most impressive gifts pre- 
aented to royalty by American 
officialdom.

From a gallery overlooking the

blowing room visitors follow the 
fashioning of purest glass in 
the world. They see the “ gather­
er” as he expands a mass of 
orange-hot molten metal, follow 
the movements of the "gaffer” as 
he dexterously applies his primi­
tive tools and finally witness a 
masterpiece in glass emerge in 
flawless form. Nearby, master 
craftsmen decorate glass-cutting 
broad facets or engraving intri­
cate patterns by copper wheel.

In the Center’s museum is the 
most comprehensive collection of 
glass in the world, with examples 
from all periods and all civiliza­
tions important to its history, 
three hundred pieces are on dis­
play, while more than 10 times 
as many are in open storage, 
available to scholars and artists 
for study. In addition, there is a 
library, unexcelled in its field, 
made up o f volumes on the art 
and history of glass.

The modern glass, steel and 
marble structure, surrounded by 
ample parking facilities, is com­
pletely air-conditioned and con­
tains a cafeteria. The Center is 
within easy driving distance of 
the popular Finger Lakes vaca- 
tionland, noted for its scenery, 
water sports, sailing and fishing. 
The area is the center of the na­
tion’s champagne industry; and 
many of the wineries are open to 
visitors.

Coming is located in the west­
ern part o f New York State, just 
north of the Pennsylvania border, 
on N. Y. Route 17, east and west, 
and U. S. Route 15 from cities 
north and south.

Photographic Record 
Of Man’s History to 
Be State Fair Exhibit

T>he Family of Man, a gigantic 
assemblage of photographs from 
all over the world—depicting the 
entire sweep of man’s whole exist­
ence——will be shown at the State 
Fair of Texas, Oct. 7-23.

The collection has been described 
as the greatest photographic ex­
hibition of all time. It will occupy 
virtually all of the gallery space 
In the museum of fine arts on the 
Dallas fairgrounds.

Congress Busy This 

Week Trying to Wind 

Up and Come Home

By Congressman Frank Ikard

This week promises to be one of 
the busiest in recent times in the 
House. Due to the fact that every 
effort is being made to adjourn 
during the first week in August, 
it will be necessary this week to 
act on the federal highway pro­
gram.

Tax provisions in this measure 
have been cut considerably. The 
controversy is whether there will 
be a pay-as-you-go plan which 
would require increased taxes on 
gasoline, diesel fuel, tires and 
trucks or w'hether the roads would 
be financed by a bond issue with 
no new taxes.

Other important matters are the 
Upper Colorado storage project, po­
lio vaccine assistance, housing, 
and amendments to the Natural 
Gas Act that would limit the juris­
diction of the Federal Power com­
mission. Each of these is important 
and highly controversial.

Consideration of them will mean 
the congress will probably be in 
session every night.

This will 'be the last weekly re­
port I  will send out. Immediately 
after adjournment, I  plan to return 
home and be in the District most 
of the time until the next congress 
convenes. I  expect at some time 
to be in every county and town in 
the District.

My office is at 206 Federal build­
ing in Wicthita Falls. I  will spend 
much time around over the District 
but this office will be open at all 
times.

Another import bill to be con­
sidered is the Military Reserve 
bill. This passed the House in a 
different form than the bill the 
Senate approved, and was sent to a 
conference committee. The compro­
mise bill does not place a great 
burden o f reserve service upon 
those who have already served 
their time in the armed services. 
This bill will probably pass without 
much difficulty.
